Biography

Vassilis Petrakis was born in Athens in 1980. He holds a first degree (2002), Postgraduate Diploma (2004)
and PhD (2010) with excellence grades from the Faculty of History and Archaeology of the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens.

Since 2002, he has participated in fieldwork in various sites and archaeological projects in Greece and
Cyprus. He has been employed as a contract archaeologist by the Greek Archaeological Service (in the
former 19" Ephorate, currently Ephorate of Antiquities of Rhodope), in the Eleusis Archaeological Project
and the Iklaina Archaeological Project (both directed by M. Cosmopoulos, under the auspices of the Athens
Archaeological Society), in the excavations and study of material from the Bronze Age settlement of
Koukonisi on Lemnos (directed by C. Boulotis, under the auspices of the Academy of Athens), and as
external research collaborator at the National Hellenic Research Foundation. His current involvements
include the study of Bronze Age inscriptions from the Minoan palatial site of Kato Zakros in east Crete
(directed by L. Platon, University of Athens, under the auspices of the Athens Archaeological Society) and
the study of Linear B inscriptions from the Mycenaean palace complex excavated at Ayios Vasileios in
Laconia (directed by A. Vasilogamvrou under the auspices of the Athens Archaeological Society).

Parallel to his active teaching in secondary education (2007-2021), he also offered courses on the history of
writing and on Aegean Bronze Age scripts and administrations with an emphasis on Mycenaean epigraphy
in both undergraduate and postgraduate level at the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens and the
International Hellenic University at Thessaloniki. In the spring semesters of 2010-2011 and 2015-2016 he
was visiting scholar at the Program of Aegean Scripts and Prehistory in the University of Texas at Austin,
where he offered seminar lectures and Spring Colloquia at the Department of Classics on various topics of
Mycenaean archaeology and epigraphy. In the winter semester 2020-2021 he co-taught a seminar course on
Mycenaean Greece at the same Department. In 2020-2021 he was Academic Fellow at the Department of
History and Archaeology of the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens.

In December 2021 he joined the Faculty of History and Archaeology of the National and Kapodistrian
University of Athens as Assistant Professor of Prehistoric Archaeology with special focus on Mycenaean
archaeology and aiming at the synthetic study of the Mycenaean world through an integrated archaeological-

epigraphic approach.



His research interests revolve around many topics in Aegean prehistory, with a distinct focus on Mycenaean
archaeology and epigraphy. Papers and lectures on specific topics pertinent to his research interests have
been presented at international seminars, lecture series, meetings and conferences in Athens, London (the
ICS Mycenaean Seminar), Oxford, Cambridge, Heidelberg, Zagreb, Vienna, Salzburg, as well as through his
regular participation in the International Aegean Conferences, the International Cretological Conferences
and the colloquia on Mycenaean studies organized by the Comité International Permanent des Etudes
Mycéniennes/ CIPEM.

His studies and work have been supported by academic achievement scholarships and awards from the
National Scholarship Foundation, the A.G. Leventis Foundation, and the Melina Merkouri-Jules Dassin
Foundation. In 2011 he was awarded the Michael Ventris Memorial Award by the Institute of Classical
Studies in London, that supported his study of the historical development of Aegean scripts and
administrative systems and the study of the Bronze Age inscriptions and administrative documents from the

Minoan palace site of Kato Zakros.
