Abstracts

Anastasia Angelopoulou
The art of war in prehistoric Aegean: Early Cycladic fortified citadels and weapons

The war conflicts in the prehistoric Aegean during the Early Bronze Age (3™ millennium BCE)
are a complex social phenomenon the study of which requires the examination of multiple
parameters. Warfare, which is often linked to piracy, has been the focus of intense scientific
debate and controversy for decades. In the Cyclades, the proliferation of fortified sites and the
development of weaponry imply an increased interest in defense during the second phase of
the Early Cycladic period (EC Il, middle of the 3™ millennium BCE). The establishment and the
violent abandonment, following war-like conflict, of the fortified citadels at Kastri on Syros and
Korfari ton Amygdalion on Naxos in the second half of the 3™ millennium BCE, are considered
signs of the arrival of new populations which marked an era of crisis and intense competition
inthe islands. The evidence of turmoil is further supported by the grave finds with the frequent
presence in the Early Cycladic graves of weapons, such as daggers, valuable prestige items
closely related to the identity of their owner.

The principal aim of this paper is to present the new data, which result from the study of the
fortifications and weaponry for the evolution of the Cycladic civilization during the middle of
the 3" millennium BCE. The war conflicts, the character, possible causes and consequences of
which are traced on the base of archaeological evidence, are not a symptom of an era of
cultural decline and regression. On the contrary, it seems that the phenomenon of hostilities
intensifies in a period of prosperity as this is reflected in settlement patterns, demography,
economy, arts and technology, society and, last but not least, in the expanded cultural contacts
in the Aegean during the Early Bronze Age.

Filip Budic
‘Savage’ Liburnians notorious for piracy: Reconsidering the concept of the Liburnian
thalassocracy

During the 1 millennium BCE, the Eastern Adriatic Coast, a narrow coastal area bounded by
the Dinarides in the hinterland and Bojana and Soca Rivers as its southern and northern
borders, is frequently associated with piracy. Among ancient written sources, Livy’s testimony
(X, 2) distinctively emphasizes perilous circumstances, describing the lllyrians, the Liburnians,
and the Histrians as savage tribes chiefly notorious for their acts of piracy. The
historiographical concept of the Liburnian thalassocracy, traditionally dated to the Early Iron
Age, is repeatedly incorporated in this context. In addition to the essential element — the
control of the maritime space —, scholars associate it with frequent and sudden pirate raids
facilitated by numerous niches of the well-indented Eastern Adriatic Coast. Accordingly, many
archaeological objects of foreign provenance found in the native context are linked to acts of




piracy. Among the prominent ones are Corinthian and Attic black-figure pottery fragments, as
well as luxurious non-native objects uncovered at Eastern Adriatic sites.

This paper aims to reconsider the concept of the Liburnian thalassocracy and its relation to
piracy in the Eastern Adriatic region. Special attention is given to the evaluation of written
sources (e.g., Strabo, Appian, Pliny the Elder) and distribution patterns of foreign pottery
(Daunian, Corinthian, and Attic black-figure fragments), as well as the corresponding native
material, discovered both on the Eastern and Western Adriatic Coast. An additional question
is focused on the economic limitations of the Eastern Adriatic that could be suggested as a
fundamental predisposition for the regional development of piracy. Ultimately, the further aim
is to draw correlations with the lower Greek interest in active trade and colonization within
the area before the 4*" c. BCE.

Jan Driessen
Anotikoc or Can we really talk of pirates in the Bronze Age?

The almost honorable regard for sea raiders in Homer contrasts considerably with Thucydides’
well-known assertion that Minos freed the seas from piracy, suggesting a major switch in
appreciation in the ways foreign goods and slaves were acquired in the Iron Age and how
piracy affected state formation. Is Homer’s attitude closer to that of the situation in the Bronze
Age? Or of one phase of the Bronze Age when raiding was a general custom and a way of life?
Apart from synthesizing work by other scholars on pirates and piracy at various moments
during the Aegean Bronze Age, | review the nature and location of settlements,
representations of naval warfare and raiding as well as the presence of exotica potentially
resulting from what Renfrew called ‘negative reciprocity’ for what these can inform us on the
existence of ‘sea thieves'. | also discuss the sites of Pyla-Kokkinokremos and Maa-Palaikastro
on Cyprus and their potential link to piracy or sea people in general.

Stamatis Fritzilas
Tyrrhenian pirates and Dionysus: The iconography of an ancient story of piracy

This paper examines the iconography of the myth of the abduction of the Dionysus by
Tyrrhenian pirates, through selected monuments from the Archaic to the Roman period.
Pirates identified in the research with the Etruscans of Italy or with inhabitants of Lemnos
consider him the son of a king and capture him with the intention of demanding a ransom
from his parents. Homeric Hymn refers to the abduction of the god by the pirates and their
punishment for their lawless act, because they tried by force to keep him as their prisoner. The
pirates took Dionysus as a passenger, later changed their minds, and captured him, because
they wanted to exchange him for a ransom, as in similar cases. They also calculated that they
could travel far from the Aegean, such as to Egypt, Cyprus, or other places. The helmsman of
the ship recognized this special passenger and begged his companions to change their minds




and release him, for in his view there was fear of losing the ship or of a sudden storm. The
captain rebuked him for this reason and ordered his crew to pass shackles to their new captive,
thinking of the benefit of the booty. Then the shackles on the pirate captive’s hands and feet
are untied. Accounts of divine transformations into lion and bear and wine flavored with ivy
on the mast and grapes on the sails complete the narrative. The pirates, to save themselves
from their sad fate and divine wrath, fall into the sea, where they are transformed into
dolphins. The entire crew is punished except the helmsman.

The theme reveals the divine intervention that protects friends and punishes enemies.
Dionysus, through a series of miracles based on symbols of his religion, completes his revenge
circle by transforming the ungodly pirates into dolphins. The story of the Tyrrhenian pirates
gave Greek and Roman writers and artists the opportunity to present their own version in this
episode. The pirate ship at sea and its crew play a central role in the pictorial renderings of the
subject. By studying the mythological episode, the plausible elements and historical
implications are sought in relation to the institution of piracy, as it exerted a timeless effect on
ancient art and religion, allowing each time for imagination and faith to give distinct
approaches to the oral or figurative narrative.

Nadia Giagoudaki

Seeking the origins of piracy in the Aegean: Trade and maritime raids during the Early
Bronze Age

During the Early Bronze Age (EBA), the widespread distribution of material culture and the
presence of raw materials, objects, and technologies from Anatolia, especially after the
second half of the 3rd millennium BCE, compose a picture of active exchanges and maritime
networks extending throughout the Aegean. Maritime contacts and the accumulation of
wealth as the result of those practices changed the dynamics of society. Opportunities for
economic rise and social prominence of individuals became available, intensifying competition
between those involved in maritime networks. In contemporary research, the accumulation
of wealth in the Aegean is interpreted as the result of intensive trade and gift exchange. At
the same time, however, some researchers, such as Colin Renfrew, have argued that the
distribution of exotic or valuable objects and raw materials may also have been the result of
raiding, dating the origins of piracy in the EBA Il period. Other researchers dispute this view,
arguing that there are fundamental differences that distinguish trade from raiding and
warfare and there can be no question of piracy in such an early period, while others accept
the existence of piracy but argue that, in the absence of written sources, such activities cannot
be documented, as their archaeological signature is weak.

Trade, piracy, raids, war... Can such absolute distinctions be made for activities that were
practiced by people-members of societies so different from ours and can these activities be
approached in the modern way of thinking? What were the differences between the trader
and the warrior, the hunter and the raider during the EBA? Such questions will be discussed
in this paper, while evidence of material culture that can be related to the phenomenon of




piracy will be examined (e.g., settlement patterns, ship technology and iconography,
weapons). The possible concentration of valuable objects in settlements or cemeteries will be
also investigated, as well as indirect evidence from Cycladic figurines about what was traded
through sea voyages and what was considered valuable at that period.

Panagiotis Gounelas

Sailing through ‘the unresting sea’: The archaeology of piracy in the Aegean of the
Early Iron Age

Over the last decades, the development of research has shed light on the so-called Dark Ages
and has shown that the small communities which characterize the social organization of the
Early Iron Age (EIA) Aegean participated in contact and communication networks both within
the Aegean area and beyond. Given the inextricable relationship between piracy and maritime
activity, it is reasonable to ask whether the available archaeological data provide secure
conclusions for the detection of the piratical phenomenon during this period.

The structural gap created by the collapse of the Mycenaean palace system at the political,
social, and economic level was probably filled by groups of people familiar with warfare and
sea voyages, who would have been able to conduct raids that combined all the features of
piracy. The practice of plundering and raiding using ships is known from the Homeric epics,
while the ceramic iconography of the period also contains numerous examples of similar
scenes. In addition, the construction of fortifications in island and coastal settlements indicates
the existence of dangers from the sea, while weapons and precious objects from outside the
Aegean area are found in burials of the same period.

Although the above-mentioned elements constitute an ideal context for the development of
piracy, it is true that this phenomenon is difficult to be detected due to its weak archaeological
signature. Precisely because of this fact, research to date has not identified piracy as a safe
interpretive option, with trade exchanges, conflicts between communities, and the prestige of
the dead being the preferred interpretations. Therefore, the aim of this paper is to revisit
already known archaeological data from the EIA, in order to establish whether specific finds
can be linked to piracy, a phenomenon that probably played a particularly important role in
the EIA Aegean.

Polychronis Iniotakis
Piracy in ancient Crete: The example of Phalasarna in western Crete

At the end of the 4™ c. BCE, for the Cretans — rough men, skilled warriors, and expert sailors —
the offer of military mercenary and piracy were important factors of economic development,
two activities that were inextricably linked as factors of economic prosperity for the city-states
of Crete and for the impact they had on local societies. The systematic excavation in
Phalasarna, Kissamos, of the Chania Regional Unit, which began in 1986 and continues to the




present, brought to light military port facilities that attest to the historical and political role of
the city-state as early as the 4th c. BCE. Towers, fortification walls, long quays, and ships
contributed to the seafaring power of the Phalasarnians, who assisted Perseus with
mercenaries and pirates in 171 BCE in this campaign against the Romans, provoking Rome’s
wrath (Livy, 42.51.7). The Teliphos stele (290/280 BCE), found on the border of Phalasarna with
the neighboring and equally powerful city of Polyrhen, refers to the alliance of the two cities,
testifying to their involvement in pirate activities. In 67 BCE, Rome launched a campaign
against the Cretans to suppress piracy, destroying not only Phalasarna, where the massacre
began, but also the whole Crete. Piracy in Crete, and in ancient Greece in general, was a
practice approved by the state which provided the manpower and material means to make it
operationally feasible.

Helen Kalmpourtzi
Trade and elimination of piracy: The case of Rhodes

Trade and piracy are two concepts that have more in common than one might expect. The rise
of a city's trade immediately made it a prime target for pirates. This is also the reason that
commercial ports protected their ships and goods at all costs. There were many cities that
made efforts to deal with the phenomenon of piracy throughout antiquity, but the
contribution of Rhodes was particularly important. Rhodes, with its special geographical
position, tried to eliminate pirates, mainly from the Hellenistic period onwards. The aim of this
paper is to study the Rhodians’ effort to achieve this, as revealed mainly through the ancient
written sources, which include inscriptions confirming the existence of a Rhodian navy for the
suppression of piracy. A typical example of the Rhodian efforts is the construction of a new
ship type, the triemiolia. The main concern of this study is to discuss all the interventions of
Rhodes with the ultimate goal of ending the pirate raids. The highlight of these was their
participation in the Cretan Wars, fighting against the pirates of Crete, who were one of the
greatest threats of the time.

Petros Kounouklas
Lokrian freebooters in the Mycenaean iconography of Kynos

The most important findings of the systematic excavation of the prehistoric settlement at the
site of Pyrgos Livanaton (ancient Kynos) include the pictorial pottery of the Late Helladic I1IC
period (12*" c. BCE). A prominent place in the decorative repertoire of this locally produced
pottery is occupied by scenes of naval battles and a depiction of a coastal raid, which, to date,
constitute unique evidence of the art of maritime warfare during the Mycenaean period. The
interpretation of these representations as scenes of pirate action — a popular activity of the
eastern Lokrians over time — is an appealing scenario and the subject of this paper.




George Koutzakiotis

In search of traces of corsair activity in the Aegean Sea in Early Modern period: From
historical testimonies to archaeological remains

The pirate phenomenon in the Aegean, as in general in the Mediterranean, is a diachronic
economic activity, not always illegal, as in the case of privateering during medieval and modern
times when this activity is generally legal. Its success requires planning, as it happens in any
economic activity. Especially since the main means of attack by pirates and privateers is the
ship, which requires regular maintenance and supply. The needs of the ship are, therefore,
those which first determine the program of pirate or corsair operations at sea but also dictate
their interruption at regular intervals. With their interruption, the activity in question extends
to coastal areas and some island anchorages then become refuges or bases of operation for
pirates and privateers.

So, could anyone therefore detect traces of the pirate phenomenon on land? This paper will
attempt to answer this question, focusing on the period of the long Venetian-Ottoman wars of
the 17" c., during which the pirate phenomenon, in its corsair version, manifested itself with
particular intensity in the Aegean and acquired regularity. This regularity is attested in
dispersed testimonies and different sources of the period (travel and nautical texts, maps and
isolaria, notarial and consular documents), while its echo reaches our days, because it has
been recorded in the collective memory and in the microtoponymy of the Archipelago. These
testimonies, although few in number, show us that various monuments and architectural
remains of the island area are linked, or could be linked, to the needs of the privateers for
defense, for the guarding of their captives, for the care of their bodies and also for the salvation
of their souls.

Andreas Ladas

Seeking timber in the pirates’ lairs: The new facts at the end of the Late Bronze Age
and the beginning of the Early Iron Age

The end of the Late Bronze Age is characterized by a series of economic, political, and social
changes that contributed to the collapse of the palatial system in the Aegean, the dissolution
of the Hittite Empire, the weakening of the once powerful Egypt and many urban centers in
Cyprus. This turbulent period is inextricably linked to the emergence of invaders, the so-called
Sea Peoples. In bibliography, these predatory raids in the Eastern Mediterranean region are
mostly interpreted as acts of piracy, affecting both naval technology and navigation in various
ways.

Research has so far been focused on the innovations in ship characteristics from the 12t c.
BCE onwards. Many scholars, inspired by the relief on the tomb of Ramses Ill at Medinet Habu,
have commented on the new type of brailed rig and loose-footed sail, the emergence of
decking and the top-mounted crow’s nests where the warriors on board a ship watched from.
Often overlooked, however, are the difficulties caused by the appearance of ‘pirates’ in the




Eastern Mediterranean region in obtaining the raw material for the construction of a ship,
namely timber. Based on the written sources from the end of the Late Bronze Age and the
beginning of the Early Iron Age, the sea currents, and the geomorphological factors in the
Eastern Mediterranean, this paper seeks to discuss the new data that emerged in the search
for the timber required to build a ship due to the presence of pirates.

Eleni Manakidou
Seascapes and the Athenians’ relationship with the sea in Attic vase painting

Patterns and themes depicting the sea and its world has a diachronic, though relatively limited,
presence in Attic vase painting. Central to this are the ship representations, accompanied by
various other features (e.g., dolphins, fish, waves) and human figures, composing aspects of
‘seascapes’ in a variety of iconographic contexts.

In Geometric pottery of the 8" c. BC, ships participate in multi-figured narrative scenes (e.g.,
warfare, departure, sailing, shipwreck) as early as the Middle Geometric Il, although most of
them belong to the Late Geometric I. In Protoattic pottery of the 7™ c. BC, the known
depictions of ships are impressively limited and do not allow the identification of specific
nautical scenes.

The ship representations in the 6 c. BC Attic black-figured pottery have certain common
features in terms of rendering of their parts and accessories. Regardless of the vase shape and
the subject of the scenes, the ships are always placed in their natural context, i.e., the sea,
sometimes individually and sometimes in pairs or groups (from four to six). There are three
vase shapes usually chosen for ship depictions: lebes, kylix, and volute krater, in order of
frequency (more rarely in amphorae, hydriae, oinochoai, plates). Almost all these vases are
associated with the symposium and date from the last quarter of the 6™ and the first twenty
years of the 5% c. BC, apart from three earlier representations in the second quarter of the 6™
c. BC.

Among the numerous votive offerings in Greek sanctuaries, the evidence stands out, mainly
from literary and epigraphic sources and less from archaeological finds, for the dedication of
ships, whole or parts of them, and ship models on the occasion of war or trade successes. For
Athens, naval victories against the Persians were the main occasion for such dedications.
Moreover, the Athenians’ relationship with the sea is evident in certain ritual events associated
with it as part of the polis’ official festivals.




Nirefs Markakis

Maritime commerce, naval supremacy, and piracy in the Peloponnese-Crete strait: The
island of Kythera

Delimiting one of the most dangerous passages, upon one of the most important maritime
routes of the Mediterranean, the island of Kythera has been the subject of studies focusing
on diverse aspects, such as its geomorphology, its geostrategic value, and its subsequent
capitalization for commercial, military, and paramilitary purposes during specific periods.
However, there has not yet been a holistic approach, incorporating all such fundamental
characteristics into a synthetic study. Additionally, archaeological studies already conducted
seem to focus on either terrestrial sites or shipwrecks, while omitting the island’s determining
frame: theintermediateplane of its coastline. Furthermore, compared to major archaeological
investigations focused on the East, and to a lesser extent on the North coast, proportionately
little attention has been given on the island’s South and West coasts.

This study examines the relationship between coastal settlements, accessible natural
resources, and natural harbors defining their connection with the sea, as well as the defense
systems ensuring their protection from sea-borne threats, along the entirety of the island’s
coastline. This interdependent network is explored within the environmental parameters
defining its spatial organization, as well as the anthropogenic, politico-economic
developments affecting its evolution throughout its documented history. To achieve that, this
study makes use of textual and iconographical sources, as well as current geomorphological,
historical, and archaeological research. This corpus is complemented by historical cartography,
cross-examined with present-day data, reports fromlocal seamen recently interviewed, and
field observations. Lastly, a Geographic Information System tool (QGIS) is utilized, aiming to
optimize output from sources, as well as to implement this study’s results into future research.

Piratical ships of the Aegean: A comparative and diachronic approach of the ships used
by the pirates of the Aegean during the Classical and Hellenistic period

The ship was and remains the basic weapon and asset of every form of piracy. The ability of
pirates to build, maintain, and man their ships would condition the success of any piratical
endeavor, whilst the size and the type of these ships was, in its turn, conditioned by the need
and abilities of their owners. In the Aegean Sea, from the beginning of the history of piracy,
lighter and faster oared vessels were preferred, which were able to take advantage of their
speed, as well as the geomorphology of this region, moving swiftly between friendly and
hostile coasts and islands, and offering the possibility of efficient maneuverings and stealth. At
the same time, their size was dependent on the ability of the “piratical” communities to
support their construction and manning. This presentation will study the typology of the
Classical and Hellenistic-era piratical ships in the Aegean, as these are known through written




sources and iconography, giving a comparative image of these ships and connecting their use
with practical issues, such as cost, manning, and seaworthiness.

Konstantinos Pantzouris
The islets as pirate sites: The archaeology of piracy in the case of Agathonisi

Ancient written sources abound with references to pirate practices, actions, and persons,
sometimes linked to a specific area. Indeed, these references are only those that for some
reason happened to be recorded, as it seems that piracy was a daily and — at least to some
extent — acceptable phenomenon. Nevertheless, piracy is rarely included as a possibility or
practice in the interpretations of scholars, a fact which is certainly due to the undeniable
difficulty of linking the archaeological evidence with this phenomenon.

Although it appears that many ancient pirates used to live in large coastal or island cities and
settlements, in these cases and despite the evidence of the sources the archaeological data is
difficult to be linked with pirate activity. On the contrary, in some of the deserted, rocky, and
isolated islets of the Greek seas, the presence of pirates can be more clearly understood
through the archaeological remains. These islets, where permanent subsistence seems almost
impossible, as they do not ensure territorial and often not even water self-sufficiency, being
hidden from the rest of society and close to sea routes, have been ideal places for pirates
throughout time. In such islets, therefore, the chance of finding archaeological remains related
to piracy are greatly increased.

It is a fact that very few islets have been the subject of systematic archaeological research.
Thus, the excavation of the Ephorate of Antiquities of Dodecanese, under the direction of Dr
Pavlos Triantafyllidis, at the site Kastraki in Agathonisi and the publication of the findings by
the excavator and his colleagues make Agathonisi an excellent case of study, as it allows the
examination of archaeological data related to piracy. In this paper, therefore, an attempt will
be made to examine the archaeological data from Milesian islands and especially Agathonisi
in the light of the “archaeology of piracy”. In addition, several other islets whose few
archaeological finds may be related to piracy will be discussed.

Angelos Papadopoulos

Warriors, economy, and piracy: A peculiar social triptych in the Bronze Age Eastern
Mediterranean

This paper discusses the hypothesis that the appearance of the “warrior” in the societies of
the Bronze Age Eastern Mediterranean can be directly associated with the trade routes and
the protection of cargoes from pirates and thieves. Through the examination of indicative case
studies of iconographic representations, architectural remains, artwork, as well as of weapon
technology from the Aegean, Anatolia, Cyprus, and Egypt, it will be discussed how caravans
and ships, using the land and maritime routes respectively, were most likely protected and




secured, especially during the Late Bronze Age (ca. 1650-1050 BCE). The so-called “warrior-
hunter” figurines from the Early Bronze Age Cyclades, the armed individuals on the boats from
the Middle Helladic pictorial pithoi at Kolonna, the forts at key locations across the Nile, as
well as those in Cyprus from the Middle and Late Bronze Age, even the “Ingot God” from
Enkomi, can be discussed under the lens of protection from would-be pirates. It is proposed
that the individuals charged with this armed protection over the centuries would acquire
special prestige, judging from, e.g., the “warrior burials” and the archives of the traders of
Ugarit, and this perhaps led to the creation of a “warrior” class, a special category of people
of high status in the local societies. Warriors, protection, piracy, social position, economy, and
trade seem to be elements of the same equation.

Chrysovalanti Papanastassopoulou

Piracy in the Amarna letters? The protest of the king of Alashiya and the persistent Rib-
Addi of Byblos

The Amarna letters are an important material of the 14™ c. BCE, as it reflects the
correspondence between the pharaoh and the rulers of various cities of the Eastern
Mediterranean and Syro-Palestine. It is possible in this material to identify events related to
naval issues, such as fleet movements, attacks on coastal areas and cities, seizure of ships, etc.
Some of the above actions are usually become known through a series of complaints or
information towards the pharaoh, that could establish the earliest written evidence of piracy.

In this presentation we will examine the specific written material from the Amarna archive.
More specifically, we will present the letter of the king of Alashiya, who strongly denies the
accusations attributed against him by the pharaoh himself for participating in acts of piracy in
common with “the men of Lukka” against the Egyptian interests. Next, we will examine a
second group of letters from the Amarna archive, which refer to incidents of maritime violence
that could be interpreted as episodes of piracy. More specifically, evidence will be presented
by the letters of the ruler of Byblos Rib-Addi to the pharaoh. Rib-Addi persistently refers to
constant attacks against him. He makes special reference to several ships that travel carrying
some men referring to as misi and sometimes seem to operate independently from the central
administration and carry out military operations that can be characterized as piracy. The above
information from the Amarna letters will be able to give us an insight into the early practice of
piracy during the 14™ c. BCE in the Eastern Mediterranean. Also, we will try to comprehend
the concerns caused by this phenomenon to the rulers and the inhabitants of the organized
cities, as well as the discussion and perhaps the ways of dealing with it through the diplomacy
of the time.




Marina Plati & Eleni Markou
Presentation of the educational program “Piracy in the ancient Cyclades”

The Department of Educational and Community Programs of the Museum of Cycladic Art
participates as a collaborating organization in the A.P.Pir.A. research project. In the framework
of this participation, the Department of Educational and Community Programs designed an
educational program for schools and families who visit the Museum, as well as educational
material that can travel from school to school. The educational program and the educational
material focus on the phenomenon of piracy, offering to the visitors-participants the
opportunity to understand the role of piracy in antiquity and in later times.

In this paper we present the educational program “Piracy in the ancient Cyclades”, which
provides a unique visit experience for families and students. With the educational material at
hand, they will learn about piracy in the permanent exhibition of Cycladic Art, by taking an
interactive and entertaining walk around the exhibits. The material consists of maps and floor
plans with stations, info-cards, exhibit replicas, and other 3D-printed objects related to piracy.
Regarding the loan educational material for schools, it includes a book and info-cards for the
teacher, a floor game about piracy in the Cyclades, replicas of exhibits (e.g., female figurine,
figurine of a hunter or warrior, zoomorphic pyxis), and 3D-printed objects related to piracy,
such as boats and ships.

Dimitris Sakkas
Searching for piracy in the Middle and early Late Bronze Age Aegean

The searching for piracy in the Middle and early Late Bronze Age Aegean is associated with the
study of the wider nautical activity in that period. In these terms, the gradual and active
incorporation of Crete in the beginning and that of the Greek Mainland afterwards in the
international Eastern Mediterranean system intensified the maritime contacts and
communications among the aforementioned geographical areas. This intensification is
evidenced through several groups of data, that document the development of both the
maritime networks and the so-called “trade” contacts. On the other hand, the architecture of
some contemporary coastal settlements and more specifically the presence of fortifications
together with a group of iconographic evidence document non-peaceful contacts as well. From
this point up to the secure identification of piratic activity, however, lies a considerable
distance. This paper deals with the exploration of this distance and mobilizes several groups
of evidence in that direction. First, for the recognition of maritime networks for “official”
contacts during the Middle and early Late Bronze Age with the decisive evidence of
shipwrecks. Secondly, for the role of some sites which have been previously identified as piratic
nests, as also for the state of research regarding the representations of raiding in coastal sites.
Finally, this data is projected to later and contemporary textual evidence, which enable
detailed observations on the subject under consideration.




Vangelis Samaras
An introduction to the archaeology of piracy

This paper constitutes the opening speech of the conference “The Archaeology of Piracy in
Antiquity”, attempting to introduce the issue of the archaeology of piracy and more generally
the research on the pirate phenomenon. The paper is divided into two parts. The first part
discusses various questions about piracy: What exactly is piracy and how is it defined? For
which reasons would some people become pirates? When were the peak periods of pirate
activity? Who, when, how, and why did they attempt to suppress this activity and whether
they were successful? What forms could piracy take? What social classes did the pirates come
from and what was their modus operandi? What was the relationship between piracy and
maritime trade? What was the attitude of the official authorities towards pirates and how did
society treat them? These are only some of the issues that enlightened by the available written
sources of any type (historical texts, ... speeches, poems and novels, inscriptions, etc.) and
whose understanding is indispensable for every researcher of the pirate phenomenon.
However, apart from the wealth of information that the study of these sources provides, it also
reveals certain gaps and weaknesses, which can be overcome, at least in part, using
archaeological data.

This is why the second part of the paper focuses on the archaeology of piracy. First, a brief
review of this branch of archaeological research is attempted, followed by some indicative
examples of archaeological sites and finds related to piracy. The examples used are intended
to develop the problems, ideas, and questions related to the conference’s general theme, i.e.,
the archaeology of piracy in antiquity, and to certain aspects of it, which are the subject of the
following papers. Through this discussion, the difficulties and limitations facing the
archaeology of piracy are identified, but at the same time the possibilities and prospects it
presents are highlighted.

Aikaterini Maria Sandali
The ‘novelistic’ pirates of Xenophon of Ephesus

The aim of this paper is to show the way in which pirates are presented in the novel of
Xenophon of Ephesus Ephesiaca. In ancient Greek thought, pirate meant the robber of the sea.
Pirates were defined as armed robbers whose activities included the use of ships. References
to the pirate phenomenon increased in the novels of the first four centuries CE, and this was
because it made the stories more interesting. Pirates were a convenient way to transform the
heroes of the play from free citizens into slaves or to be suddenly transported from one place
to another. The novels contain various adventures, involving robbers and pirates; they take the
hero and heroine apart, putting their lives in danger and testing the limits of their love and
devotion.

Xenophon's work is a typical case of a novel dealing with the love story of a young couple. The
reader’s interestis focused on the information provided about the historical and social context




of the time. The references to groups disrupting the Pax Romana, as well as the ways of
dealing with them, make clear the chronological placement of the work in the Roman period,
specifically in the 2™ c. CE. The pirate gang, using the tactic of concealing their identity,
anchorsin a port, pretending to carry goods. It is a well-informed group, targeting people with
abundant wealth and goods. Their actions are characterized by method and planning,
approaching the targeted ship in their trireme in the open sea and luring it away. They are
armed with swords and wear uniforms to conceal their identity. Within them there is a
rudimentary form of hierarchy: At the top is the leader and mastermind of the gang, and
second in line is a deputy leader. The description of the pirate’s appearance is adequate to
cause terror. He has no neat appearance; he is a man hunted and rejected, with wild and cruel
features. Finally, reference is made to the existence of a pirate’s den, that is, a place where
the spoils are gathered and the sharing is done, with the leader taking the biggest part. In
conclusion, pirates are presented as being people outside the law and civilization. They
endanger others and disrupt order, creating problems.

Aris Tsaravopoulos & Evangelos Kroustalis
The pirates’ den of Aigilia and the Antikythera shipwreck

At the northern coast of Antikythera, i.e., of ancient Aigilia, at the site of Kastro, lie the remains
of a fortified settlement, dating to the Hellenistic times. The settlement was built on the steep
western slope of a rocky promontory. Since the final decades of the 19 c., this site has
attracted the attention of several archaeologists, starting with Valerios Stais. However, it was
only after 2000 that the history of this site was correctly identified, thanks to excavations
conducted there with the participation of many volunteers. These investigations have
documented that the settlement of Aigilia was a colony of the Cretan city Phalasarna. Its
impressive fortifications encompass an area of approximately 70 acres; they were built using
funds provided by the Persian Empire, in an attempt to restrain the advance of Alexander the
Great, immediately after the battle of Granicus (334 BCE). Soon thereafter the Persian Empire
collapsed and, as a result, the Phalasarnians were excused from their obligation to pay back
the Persian ‘benefaction’. After the foundation of the Aigilia city, towards the end of the 4% c.
BCE, and for the next 250 years, from this site the Phalasarnians were able to monitor a wide
sea area spreading as far as Kythera; by engaging in state-sponsored piracy, they also
interfered in the disputes among Alexander’s successors.

In our paper, we will investigate possible relations between the Antikythera shipwreck and the
pirate activity carried out by the Phalasarnians, as well as their involvement in the ‘Cretan
Revolution’, which was crushed by Metellus (69-67 BCE). This issue may have broader
historical ramifications, given that the shipwreck appears to be roughly contemporary to the
final destruction and abandonment of the settlement.




Konstantinos Tsonakas
The multiple personae of the seafarers during the Mycenaean Palatial period

The heyday of the Mycenaean palaces coincides with a period when international trade and
overseas voyages increased, due to the complex and centralized administrations that
encouraged such actions. The Mycenaean palaces were part of an international network
linking Mediterranean elites, although there are lacunae concerning the agents who engaged
in those actions, their social identity, and the variety of seafaring activities that they could
accomplish with their contemporary technological means. Firstly, the social background of the
Mycenaean seafarer seemingly matches that of the palatial elite, as the prime agent of such
actions, since the latter had the resources, but also the motivation, which was the acquisition
of exotic goods, a common practice for the rulers of the Late Bronze Age. Sadly, available
archaeological evidence provides us with minimal knowledge about nautical activities during
that period, whereas we cannot exclude the possible participation of non-palatial agents in
those. The need to obtain valuable resources may not have been limited to peaceful means,
like trade and gift exchange, but it could have involved violence, warfare, pillaging, and piracy.
The main purpose of this paper is the research of the seafarers and their affiliations, that is
the palatial and non-palatial agents. The difficulty in distinguishing between the last two
intensifies even more when the line between warfare (which would have been characteristic
of the Mycenaean administration center) and actions related to piracy is blurred. The analysis
of few but important Linear B tablets and Near Eastern texts related to this subject, as well as
the study of contemporary technological means like their ships and the related iconography
can prove to be useful in order to understand the multiple personae and capabilities of the
Mycenaean seafarer.

Panos Tzovaras

‘Merchants’ or ‘pirates’? The technical properties of the Late Neolithic-Early Bronze
Age boat types of the Aegean in relation to their functions

The seafaring prehistory of Greece does not simply start with the advent of the Neolithic,
having its roots in the pre-Neolithic era. In the last few years, research has repeatedly pushed
the boundaries of successful and purposeful aquatic mobility many millennia earlier, arguing
about a well-established pre-Neolithic seafaring ideology and seagoing foragers who
assimilated, in their cognitive maps, the islands’ seascape and managed to colonise extreme
environments. These ongoing maritime processes resulted in a millennia-cultivated seafaring
ethos of the Aegean seafarers of the Late Neolithic-Early Bronze Age (LN-EBA) periods.
Additionally, the advent of new technologies and ground-breaking innovations in boatbuilding
resulted in a well-established boatbuilding tradition comprised of several boat types, as
expressed in the LN-EBA iconography of the Aegean.

The boat, the pinnacle of the LN-EBA technology, gets the lion’s share for establishing thriving
LN-EBA Aegean communities that formed their ‘thalassocracies’. However, was their use solely




devoted to trade, exchange, and transport? Were the islanders before the age of Minos
renowned ‘pirates’ as Thucydides (1.5) mentioned? Was the presence of robust fortification
walls in some of the period’s sites the inhabitant’s way to act proactively and dissuasively
against a known, substantive danger? If so, were the available boat types fit for purpose as far
as their seafaring properties are concerned?

To answer these questions, we need to move beyond the art historical approach in the
examination of the boat image by implementing a more technologically rigorous strategy. The
concept of reverse engineering has the merit of giving the ability to reproduce the product of
another manufacturer through the meticulous study of its composition and by using its very
same components and going back to its production cycle; hence, an understanding can be
gained on the period boat types, as far as their design, structure, and architecture are
concerned, without being limited to the ambiguous iconographic data. Additionally, we
implemented the tools offered by ship science and computational mathematics to assess the
boat types of the period in accordance with their operational environment. The
implementation of this framework allowed us to meticulously examine the vessels’ seagoing
capacities (stability, resistance and speed) and which of the yielded boat types could be
associated with piracy, as this can be perceived in the examined spatiotemporal context.

Olympia Vikatou & Vivian Staikou

From Homer’s Taphians to the corsairs of Santa Maura: Exploring the legacy of piracy
in the central lonian Sea

The geomorphology of Leukas and the Inner lonian Archipelago, with their rugged coastlines,
intricate network of islands, and strategic location along important trade routes, have had a
significant impact on the region’s maritime history. The prevalence of piracy has also left some
traces on these islands. The recent discovery of Late Helladic tumuli, a fortification wall, and a
prehistoric settlement at Meganisi has shed light on the Taphians mentioned by Homer.
According to legend, the Taphians were renowned for their seafaring skills and piracy. The
discovery of these archaeological sites provides important new insights into the Taphians’ way
of life and the extent of their influence in the region.

Written sources from the Classical period suggest the constant presence of pirates in the
lonian Sea, which posed a serious threat to trade. The ancient ports along the Akarnanian
coast up to Naupaktos played an important role in the region’s maritime history. These ports
were key trade centers, connecting the region with other parts of the Mediterranean world.
The ongoing research on the region’s ports provides insights into the dynamics of trade in the
region, and indirectly to possible pirate raids from the prehistoric times till the late Roman
period. In this paper we are also examining possible hideouts for pirates in the wider network
of islets like Atokos, Arkoudi, Echinades, Kythros, Kastos, Kalamos, etc.

The long-standing presence of pirates in the restless waters of the Central lonian Sea is well-
documented since the Castle of Santa Maura in Leukas became an infamous pirate’s nest




during medieval times. Many pirate groups evaded authorities and launched attacks on
passing ships, while their activities had a significant impact on the region’s economy and
security. The discovery of the prehistoric tumuli at Meganisi and the ongoing research on the
maritime history of Leukas, the island of Taphos, the Inner lonian Archipelago, and the
Aitoloakarnania prefecture contribute with valuable insights into the obscure topic of piracy.

Leonidas Vokotopoulos
The Cretan fortified sites of the 13™"/12% c. BCE and insecurity at sea

In the late 13" and 12'" c. BCE several walled sites appeared in Crete — a phenomenon of
particular significance, given that during the 2™ millennium BCE this island was rather
distinguished by the scarcity or absence of fortifications. These sites, which are usually
designated as fortified citadels, are mostly known by surface surveys; thus, their exact dating
is not always clear. Nonetheless, it seems that they were an outcome of the same historical
circumstances that also resulted in the so-called refuge settlements — the habitations on
naturally defensible heights that appeared on the fringes of the coastal plains, as well as in the
semi-mountainous zones of Crete. However, the citadels clearly differed from these latter
regarding the presence of fortifications, as well as in terms of their small number and brief
use. Besides, building remains at their interior are scarce, if present at all. The above, together
with the large scale of the fortifications and the considerable extent of the areas, point to the
realities of the 13™" c. BCE rather than to those of the Postpalatial period. In this respect, their
study may contribute significantly into our understanding of the causes of the crisis of ca 1200
BCE. Amongst the citadels, some are coastal or relatively close to the sea. This paper will focus
on these sites, in order to examine if the appearance of the phenomenon of fortified sites was
linked to piracy, and in a wider sense with the establishment of insecure conditions at sea.

She is a graduate of the N.K.U.A., and she has served as an archaeologist in 9" and 3" Ephorate
of Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities, as well as in the Directorate of Prehistoric and Classical
Antiquities of the Greek Ministry of Culture and Sports. She currently serves at the Ephorate
of Antiquities of the Cyclades as Curator of Antiquities of the island of Tenos. She specializes
in the study of the Cycladic Civilization during the Neolithic period and the Early Bronze Age.
She has worked in excavations conducted under the auspices of the Archaeological Society of
Athens, the Academy of Athens, and the Greek Ministry of Culture and Sports in the Cyclades
(Thera, Amorgos, los, Naxos), Crete, the Dodecanese (Rhodes, Astypalaia), Attica, and Lemnos.
Her scientific work includes a monograph on the Early Cycladic fortified acropolis at Korfari of
Amygdalion (Panormos) on Naxos. Also, the scientific editing of the catalog of the exhibition,
entitled “From Homer’s World: Tenos and the Cyclades in the Mycenaean Age”. Her articles,
published in international conference proceedings, journals, and exhibition catalogues,
include a series of studies on the Neolithic, Early and Late Bronze Age in the Aegean, with an
emphasis on pottery, metallurgy, wall paintings, and the development of residential
architecture. She has also written articles on the monuments and historical importance of
Tenos from the prehistoric to the Roman period.

Filip Budic

He was born on August 8, 1991, in Zagreb. He graduated from the Classical Gymnasium in
Zagreb in 2010. After completing undergraduate studies in history and archaeology at the
Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences in Zagreb, he finished graduate studies in Classical
archaeology (2016) and Ancient History (2017) at the same University. In 2016, he enrolled in
the postgraduate doctoral studies in Classical archaeology at the Department of Archaeology

Coast”. Since October 20, 2021, he has been employed as an Assistant Lecturer at the Chair of
Ancient History (Department of History at the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences in
Zagreb).

He studied at the Aristotle
University of Thessaloniki, specializing in Classical Archaeology. He was a research associate at
the Naval History Service and editor of the journal Naval Review. Visiting researcher at various
European museums. Undergraduate fellowship (ESKAS, DAAD, DAI) at the Archaeological

Responsible for European projects (NSRF) for the enhancement of archaeological sites and
public works. Postdoctoral researcher at the N.K.U.A. He is the author or scientific studies on
a wide variety of topics and his main research areas are pottery, iconography, topography,
inscriptions, coinage, ancient metrology, and the excavations he has conducted. He was
recently elected as a researcher in Classical Archaeology and Iconography at the Research
Center for Antiquity of the Academy of Athens.

Nadia Giagoudaki

She graduated from the Department of History and Archaeology of the N.K.U.A. in 2010 with
a specialization in History, while a few years later she returned to study at the same
department, receiving in 2017 a second degree with a specialization in Archaeology.
