Summary: The Mesolithic, a period that spans the transition from the Palaeolithic
hunter-gatherer way of life to the Neolithic farming economy, was recognized from as
early as the end of the 19" century. Based on the study of cultural remains as well as a
range of new evidence derived from excavations, palaeoenviromental and
archaeometric studies, current research sets out to investigate the multiple and complex
character of the Mesolithic by considering it at the local Mediterranean scale, as well
as more widely for Europe as a whole. In Greece, Mesolithic research began during the
late 1920s and continues up until now. The present seminar begins with a historical
overview of the main stages in the development of Mesolithic research. This will be
followed by a presentation of the evidence from excavations and general research
undertaken in the wider Eastern Mediterranean. The seminar will conclude with a
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discussion of general questions related to the Mesolithic, as well as the prospects for
future research in the region.

Summary: This seminar aims at the research of religious beliefs and ritual practices of
the societies of prehistoric Crete and Cyprus, particularly during the Late Bronze Age.
The subject is approached at two levels. First, the architectural remains of sites,
traditionally considered as sacred places, on the basis of their design and equipment,
are examined. The term design includes issues like the organization of space and the
presence of structures with religious character, while equipment refers to objects of
specialized use, as for instance clay and stone vessels, figurines made of different
materials and other. At a second level, the relevant iconographic representations and
the various interpretations suggested regarding their meaning will be studied. The term
iconography includes mainly representations on fresco paintings, seal engraving, the
clay models and/or representations in other means. Within this larger context a series
of problems will be discussed: the identification of formal and informal areas of
worship, the status of deity or deities, and the character of the ceremonies and the
possible association of religion with groups exercising power.

The
latterin clude environment al data and ec of acts, settlement patterns and domestic
architecture, tools and material culture related to primary production, archives of
sealings and administrative documents, etc. A part from the use of there levant
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bibliography on prehistoricAegean, a large number of case studies will be presented,
covering a broad spatial and temporal spectrum, from the Neolithic to Historical phases,
and from the Middle East to West Europe.

These minarin cludes the use of the method of Fuzzy-logic Cognitive Mapping, aiming
at the understanding of the way various social, political and economic factors interact
with each other. Student are required to familiarize with the free and opens of tow are
of Mental Modeler (www.mentalmodeler.org), work in groups and produce their own
metal maps as a response to archaeological questions related to the evidence they study.

Summary: Our main task during this seminar is to give a full idea of the sculptural
production in the islands of the Aegean Sea during the Hellenistic period, i.e. from the
last decades of the 4™ ¢. BC. until roughly 31 BC. At this period of time artists from the
important classical centres move to the east, through the Aegean Sea to the Hellenistic
Kingdoms. Sculptures from Rhodes and Cos, Delos, Samos as also Melos, Thera and
Crete will be taken into account.

At first we will consider the historical background of the period after the death of
Alexander the Great, the fight of Alexander’s Generals and Successors until the
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establishment of the different dynasties and Kingdoms. With reference to the attic
classical production mainly of the 4" c. BC as forerunners, we will focus on sculptures
produced in Rhodes and Cos during the Hellenistic period and investigate the relations
with examples from other islands or the cities of Asia Minor.

Summary: The course will examine political and social institutions that played an
important role in the organization of Greek communities of the post-classical era (3" c.
BCE to 3" c. CE). Questions that will be discussed include: to what extent are such
institutions continuations or transmutations of earlier ones; how did institutions that
survived from earlier periods operate in the changed social and political environment
of the post-classical polis; where did institutions that appear for the first time in the
Hellenistic and Roman periods emanate from, and what needs did they answer; which
fundamental values for the organization of societies did those institutions express.

institutions. The precise themes of each session and of the students’ assignments will
be co-defined by the participant’s interests.

Students admitted to the programme «European Master in Classical
Cultures», must follow the legal provisions of the host university. They will complete
all course requirements and the regulations about these courses at no fewer than two
and no more than three universities. They must also acquire a minimum of 30 ETCS
points at each of two partner universities of different national languages. Students who
have validated 120 ECTS credits according to existing regulations will receive a double
or a multiple degree and a diploma supplement.
