Summary: The aim of the seminar is to examine several ideas of the modern and
contemporary philosophy, which have influenced archaeological thinking, since they
regard the relation of people to their material culture. Particular emphasis is given to
the concepts of the commodity and trade relations, of the gift and social relations and
by extension to the ways in which societies are organised and function. The seminar
covers, through indicative readings, the thought of Marx, Mauss, Godelier, Foucault,
Bourdieu, Giddens, Latour and DeLanda. The students discuss the views of the above
authors themselves and find relevant archaeological examples of their application
regarding the Prehistoric Aegean. (e-class: ARCHG674).

Summary: Studying environmental changes in the past can enlighten us about the
present and the future. For the archaeologist the knowledge of the basic geological
and ecological factors that influenced the life and the actions of the human being and
the living organisms is imperative. Methods of detection of the paleoenvironment in
prehistory will be presented in the seminar. The major environmental and geological
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changes and their consequences on human movements in prehistory had a severe
impact on the transportation and exchange of goods and ideas as well as in the
growth or abandonment of settlements during the prehistoric periods.

Methods for studying living organisms from their bioarcheological residues and their
contribution to archaeological research will also be presented.

Summary:This seminar will focus on the Historic Geography of the Eastern
Mediterranean during the Late Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age. Significant
archaeological sites (settlements and sanctuaries) in Anatolia, the Levant and Egypt
are going to be examined in detail. The course will also investigate the most
significant urban sites of Cyprus, as well as the transformations observed in the wider
settlement pattern of each polity during the Late Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age.

Summary: This seminar aims at the acquisition of a certain familiarity with the basic
elements of Aegean epigraphy: the history and development of various writing
systems, the palaeography, and the analysis and interpretation of the textual record in
the Bronze Age Aegean, as well as the reconstruction of the administrative systems
which such documents mostly served.Following a broad survey of Cretan writing, the
main emphasis will be placed on documents in the so-called Linear B script used to
render a Greek dialect between the 14™ and 12" centuries BCE and used to serve the
book-keeping needs of the palatial bureaucracies in central and southern Greek
Mainland and Crete. The presentation of the basic interpretative and methodological
principles will focus both on specific topics as well as in the presentation and
discussion of specific documents. Participants will be practiced in the basic modus
operandi of Mycenaean epigraphy and in ways in which textual evidence can be
embedded in archaeological discussion.

Summary: Even though at death identity and social status may undergo major
changes, by studying burial customs we can greatly gain in the understanding of a
community’s social structure, distribution of wealth and property, degree of flexibility
or divisiveness in the apportionment of power. With its great regional diversity and
variety of community forms and networks, the eastern Mediterranean of the Classical,
Hellenistic and Roman times (5th c. B.C. - 3rd c. A.D) offers a unique context for
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exploring, through the burial evidence, how communities developed. The seminar
aims at exploring thematic and interdisciplinary ways of analysis (e.g. temporal,
regional, intra- or inter-regional, local, structural) in which funerary contexts of the
aforementioned periods, provide insights on individuals, social groups and
communities. Themes that will be discussed include issues of territoriality, the
reconstruction of social roles of particular groups of people (e.g. children, women, the
elderly, elite or non-elite individuals), and the impact that major historical events (e.g.
war, famine, urbanization, synoecism) may have had on the way individuals or
specific groups of individuals treated their dead (e-class: ARCH870)

Summary: The seminar focuses mainly on two central themes within this potentially

Summary: The aim of this seminar is to study the historical developments that led to
the consolidation of Roman rule over the Greek World from the late 3" to the 1%
centuries BC. The focus is on the relations between Rome and the various Greek
states, on the impact of Rome on the Greek states’ socio-political life and foreign
policy. The seminar is based on the critical examination of both primary sources
(literary, epigraphical, numismatic) and modern bibliography. The precise themes of
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each session and of the students’ assignments will be co-defined by the participant’s
interests.
