Students select representatives of philosophy or the
wider defined social theory (e.g. Mauss, Foucault, Gell,Latour, DelLanda etc.), but
also of archaeological theory itself (e.g. Barrett, Hodder, Knappett, Malafouris), they
discuss their ideas themselves and they find suitable archaeological examples in order
to understand the prehistoric Aegean through them(e-class: ARCH950).

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Summary: This seminar aims at familiarizing participants with the study of
Mycenaean palatial economies and the political and systems that supported them. Our
main source will be the documents inscribed in the so-called Linear B script used to
render a Greek dialect between the 14" and 12" centuries BCE and used to serve the
book-keeping needs of the palatial bureaucracies in central and southern Greek
Mainland and Crete. The presentation of the basic interpretative and methodological
principles will focus both on specific topics as well as in the presentation and
discussion of specific documents. Participants will be practiced in the basic modus
operandi of Mycenaean epigraphy and in ways in which textual evidence can be
embedded in archaeological discussion. The integration of epigraphic, archaeological
and iconographic evidence, especially in highlighting the various ‘perspectives’,
agendas and interests of palatial elite groups, as inferred from the diverse categories

Summary: Studying environmental changes in the past can enlighten us about the
present and the future. For the archaeologist the knowledge of the basic geological
and ecological factors that influenced the life and the actions of the human being and
the living organisms is imperative. Methods of detection of the paleoenvironment in
prehistory will be presented in the seminar. The major environmental and geological
changes and their consequences on human movements in prehistory had a severe
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impact on the transportation and exchange of goods and ideas as well as in the growth
or abandonment of settlements during the prehistoric periods. Methods for studying
living organisms from their bioarcheological residues and their contribution to
archaeological research will also be presented.

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Summary: The course deals with the archaeological evidence about technological
development and innovation in the Early Bronze Age Aegean, including pottery
technology, metallurgy, chipped stone industry, and stone curving and glyptic. The
issues addressed include the distribution of raw material sources, the technical
procedures for the transformation of raw materials into finished objects, the types of
products, their contexts and distribution. EXxisting theoretical approaches are
discussed, and special emphasis is given on the bidirectional relationships between
technology and its social, economic, political and cultural context. Additional issues
discussed include technical specialization, the non-material aspect of technology, and
the cultural parameters which affect the appearance and adoption of technological
innovations.

Summary: The aim of this seminar is to examine the period following the collapse of
the great palatial centers in the wider Eastern Mediterranean area at the end of the
Late Bronze Age as well as the subsequent emergence of postpalatial societies. This
examination includes a comprehensive view of the late phases of the Hittite, Egyptian
and Assyrian kingdoms as well as their successors (Late-Hittite kingdoms in Anatolia
and Syria) and the new minor kingdoms in Phoenicia, Israel and south Palestine.
Emphasis is given to the city-kingdoms of Cyprus by examining the foundation and
the consolidation horizons of the Cypriot kingdoms and the island’s integration into
the Neo-Assyrian empire. The seminar will conclude with the analysis of the contacts
and commercial exchanges of Cyprus within its Eastern Mediterranean context during
the Early Iron Age

Summary: The seminar investigates the Doric and lonic idiomatic architecture of the
Archipelagos from the Archaic period through the Roman era. The pioneering role of
the islanders, their contribution in the development of the 5 century Athenian styles,
the Macedonian presence and the influence of Asia Minor are aspects to be examined.
The light and slender forms of the Cyclades, together with the geological factor can
be measured and recorded systematically. Special emphasis is placed on the
Hellenistic period from Rhodes to Lemnos. The architecture of Crete is explored as
an individual entity.

Summary: Even though at death identity and social status may undergo major
changes, by studying burial customs we can greatly gain in the understanding of a
community’s social structure, distribution of wealth and property, degree of flexibility
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or divisiveness in the apportionment of power. With its great regional diversity and
variety of community forms and networks, the eastern Mediterranean of the Classical,
Hellenistic and Roman times (5th c. B.C. - 3rd c. A.D) offers a unique context for
exploring, through the burial evidence, how communities developed. The seminar
aims at exploring thematic and interdisciplinary ways of analysis (e.g. temporal,
regional, intra- or inter-regional, local, structural) in which funerary contexts of the
aforementioned periods, provide insights into individuals, social groups and
communities. Themes that will be discussed include issues of territoriality, the
reconstruction of social roles of particular groups of people (e.g. children, women, the
elderly, elite or non-elite individuals), and the impact that major historical events (e.g.
war, famine, urbanization, synoecism) may have had on the way individuals or
specific groups of individuals treated their dead (e-class: ARCH870)

Summary: The seminar explores the works of ancient art depicting people with
physical and/ormental illnesses, injuries, disabilities and deformities of any kind, i.e.
people who do not embody theso-called “classical ideal” of physical and mental
balance, harmony, order, and moderation. Many ancient texts (historical, literary,
philosophical, inscriptions) refer to individuals or groups that show these
characteristics, while paleoanthropological research examines the skeletal remains of
ancient populations, identifying traces of diseases, disabilities, deformations, fatal or
non-fatal injuries, surgical procedures, etc. We will discuss the results of philological,
philosophical, anthropological and other research, but we will focus on the study of
ancient Greek iconography. Particular emphasis will be placed on Attic painted
pottery, which shows several relevant representations in various narrative contexts,
thus helping us to better understand the perceptions of each era and the status of these
people; at the same time, we will also address the complex issue of "Otherness™ in
ancient life and art.

Summary: The seminar aims to examine the cultural changes that occurred in the
southern part of mainland Greece (with part of the Cyclades) during the first centuries
of Roman rule. We will focus on sculpture, where traditional and innovative elements
are more evident, without excluding other art forms. New sponsors, such as the
wealthy Italian traders (settled in the Hellenistic East or not), Roman officials,
intellectuals such as Cicero, and, finally, the Roman emperors, influenced the artistic
production of the so-called neo-attic workshops and the overall image of the cities.
The interaction between the Hellenistic world and the late republican Rome gradually
led to the emergence of a new Greco-Roman Oikumene. However, how much Greek
or Roman is it? Delos and Athens will provide us with answers at the beginning of the
period, while Athens and the new Roman cities will be the center of our study later
on.

Summary: The mobility of individuals and groups, as well as the interconnections and
networks between them, on an individual and collective level, are basic characteristics
of the ancient Greek world and have attracted the interest of research in recent decades.
These complex phenomena have a variety of different manifestations. The seminar will
examine, among other things, issues related to a) the movement and settlement of
individuals and groups in areas outside the main areas of the Greek world, b) Greek
trade networks in the Mediterranean area, and non-Greek trade networks in Greece, ¢)
the role of religion, festivals and contests in the mobility and networking of individuals
and communities; and d) institutions such as proxeny, theoria, immunity, multiple
citizenship linked to mobility and networking. The aim of the seminar is to assess the
imprint of these phenomena on the economy, society, religion and culture.
