Summary: This seminar aims at the research of religious beliefs and ritual practices
of the societies of prehistoric Crete and Cyprus, particularly during the Late Bronze
Age. The subject is approached at two levels. First, the architectural remains of sites,
traditionally considered as sacred places, on the basis of their design and equipment,
are examined. The term design includes issues like the organization of space and the
presence of structures with religious character, while equipment refers to objects of
specialized use, as for instance clay and stone vessels, figurines made of different
materials and other. At a second level, the relevant iconographic representations and
the various interpretations suggested regarding their meaning will be studied. The
term iconography includes mainly representations on fresco paintings, seal engraving,
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the clay models and/or representations in other means. Within this larger context a
series of problems will be discussed: the identification of formal and informal areas of
worship, the status of deity or deities, and the character of the ceremonies and the
possible association of religion with groups exercising power.

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Summary: For the archaeologist the knowledge of the basic geological factors that
influenced the life and the actions of the human being and the living organisms on
land and in water is imperative. In this seminar will be examined the methods of
detection of the sea paleoenvironment in prehistory. Variations of sea level and its
consequences on human movements and on the evolution of coastal sites are a
characteristic example for the transportation and exchange of goods and ideas as well
as in the growth or abandonment of the coastal settlements during the prehistoric
periods.

Methods for studying marine organisms (fish, molluscs) for the interpretation of
these bioarcheological residues and their contribution to archaeological research will
also be presented.

At the end of the seminar students will follow a seminar in the Argo-Saronicos Gulf,
(co-organized by the Laboratory of Marine Geology & Physical Oceanography of

Summary: Subject of the seminar is a critical analysis of the various methods applied
so far in the study of prehistoric ceramic assemblages, with special emphasis on the
Early and Middle Bronze Age. Aim of this critical approach is the formation of
holistic and integrated methods, which, apart from the traditional typological study
(shapes and wares) also include:

1) macroscopic identification of ceramic fabrics

2) study of ceramic production technology

3) archaeometric analyses and methods of sampling

4) contextual approach on the basis of the contexts of function and use

5) consumption and distributive practices

6) computer applications and statistical analysis of large ceramic datasets

The result of the aforementioned methods will be used for the study of the social
parameters of the production, function and distribution of ancient ceramics, and the
importance of the study of ceramic assemblages for the reconstruction of complex
issues such as technical specialization, economy, and the sociopolitical organization
of prehistoric Aegean communities.

Summary: The Mesolithic, a period that spans the transition from the Palaeolithic
hunter-gatherer way of life to the Neolithic farming economy, was recognized from as
early as the end of the 19" century. Based on the study of cultural remains as well as a
range of new evidence derived from excavations, palaecoenviromental and
archaeometric studies, current research sets out to investigate the multiple and
complex character of the Mesolithic by considering it at the local Mediterranean
scale, as well as more widely for Europe as a whole. In Greece, Mesolithic research
began during the late 1920s and continues up until now. The present seminar begins
with a historical overview of the main stages in the development of Mesolithic
research. This will be followed by a presentation of the evidence from excavations
and general research undertaken in the wider Eastern Mediterranean. The seminar will
conclude with a discussion of general questions related to the Mesolithic, as well as
the prospects for future research in the region.

Summary: The seminar focuses on the architecture and topography of ancient
houses, their interior design (including their decoration and furniture) and the use of
their space by both genders. The evidence will be studied through the literary sources
(inscriptions and New Comedy texts), the published excavated material (architecture,
furniture, 'small' objects) and the iconography of interior spaces on vases and reliefs.
A theoretical discussion on the formation processes of domestic floor assemblages,
and cultural processes as a whole, will provide an introduction to the subject. At the
same time, historiographic issues related to the way the domestic material has been
published in major site publications will give additional incentive for discussion. We
aim to concentrate on houses of the Classical and Hellenistic period in the eastern
Mediterranean but specific ethnographic examples will also be presented.
