Summary: In 1261 Byzantium emerges, for the last time, as an appreciable power on
the international scene. Byzantine diplomacy enters the last phase of its history. After
an ephemeral flash, and from the beginning of the fourteenth century, it is called to
readjust itself to new conditions and carry the weight of survival of an empire, which
from the point of view of military conditions, it had been impoverished and
weakened. As under the gravity of the new circumstances diplomatic practices
deviated distinctly from previous Byzantine tradition, diplomacy during the
Palaeologean period is proven crucial and at the same time intricate. Mobilizing
tested means and novel practices, the Palaeologean diplomacy succeeded, in the
midst of many adversities, in extending the life of Byzantium for two more centuries
and in leaving behind intense its traces in all major centers of the world at that time.

Summary: The patriarch, being the head of the Church of Constantinople, was
tasked with the spiritual salvation of his flock, just as the emperor was responsible
for the material welfare of his subjects. Imperial power and priesthood had to co-
exist in harmony in order to guarantee the happiness of the Byzantine people.
Whenever there was an imbalance between these two powers, it caused a grave crisis
that would shake the world of Byzantium to its foundations. It was only the
collaboration between Church and State that could secure the normal function of the
institutions and the social peace on which the survival of the Empire relied.
Emperor’s subjects and the patriarch’s faithful at the same time, politically Roman
and religiously Christian, these two terms constituted the basis of the Byzantine
citizen’s identity. The seminar will use specific case-studies in order to examine the
accord or discord that existed between Church and State, as well as the various
consequences that followed after every instance of either co-operation or rift between
the two supreme bodies of political and spiritual leadership in the Empire.

Summary: In Byzantine studies, gender considerations originally took the
form of historical biographies that focused on the status and role of women in
the public and private sphere. Since the 1980s, Byzantinists, free of restrictions
of the past, and sometimes exerting criticism towards feminist approaches,
refocused their research expressing their working hypotheses within the field
of social gender.
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In recent decades, Byzantine gender studies has been broadened by
incorporating tools from different fields such as sociology and social
anthropology. The center of gravity has shifted from the position and role of
women per se, to gender research, and gendered socialization patterns,
reflection on the various ways of promoting gender identity in Byzantium,
and the significance of gender roles in everyday life and social organization.
The exploration of the ways in which gender is perceived in historical sources,
literature, and legal texts, as well as the investigation of its reflection in
hagiographical patterns and Byzantine visual language, reveals the variations
and developments that have taken place in Byzantine society.

Using current methodological tools, and with a constant focus on the
historical context of the period, the seminar will focus on the perception and
expression of gender in Byzantium, on the dynamics between gender identity
and power, on the limitations of accepted social roles, from the family unit to
public space, but also to ways of responding to and overcoming regulatory
standards. Among others the seminar will investigate expressions - textual
and visual - of femininity and masculinity, prevailing notions and ideas on
the human body and health, the fluidity in the gendered identity of eunuchs.

Summary: The Sinai Monastery is a unique monastic pilgrimage site (locus sanctus)
with a continuous, unbroken life since the 4th century. The uninterrupted operation
of the monastery through the centuries and the reverence it has inspired as a holy
site of Theophany, considered sacred by all three monotheistic religions -Judaism,
Christianity and Islam-, garnered imperial and royal protection and sponsorship,
secured privileges and favorable treatment by rulers of different religious identity,
and turned the monastery into a veritable ark of devotional artworks that represent
all periods and geographical span of Christianity.

Founded under Justinian’s imperial patronage, the secluded Sinai monastery has
evolved, according to the ever changing needs of the monastic community, into a
complex architectural ensemble, always oriented towards the organization of
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pilgrims' movements within the holy site. The testimony of the monumental art and
the vast number of movable artefacts (icons, manuscripts, metalwork, woodcarving,
ceramics, etc.) is complemented by an equally impressive variety of written sources
on the monastery, including historical texts, inscriptions and papal bullae, travel
diaries and descriptive narratives by the multinational pilgrims.

In the seminar we will co-examine material remains and written sources on Sinai,
focusing our research on the spatial and conceptual organization of major pilgrimage
sites, the dialogue between Byzantium, Latin West and Islam in the eastern
Mediterranean, new approaches to the so-called "crusader" arts.

Summary: Byzantine sculpture in marble was mainly a decorative art which served
the needs of architecture. However, human figures did not cease to be represented
on this medium, either in ecclesiastical or in secular environment. Most of these
representations are depictions of holy figures, especially large-scale relief icons
created in the most prominent artistic centers of the era. There is also a group of
representations of rulers, real or fictional ones, with obvious purposes of political
propaganda. Depictions of figures from secular life or popular tales appear more
rarely, as well as several creatures with human parts or characteristics.

Summary: Since its foundation as the new capital of the Empire in the 4th c. and
until the 7th century, Constantinople did not cease to grow and expand in terms of
both geological formation and urban planning. Its monumental center, as well as the
city's periphery, following the imperatives of each era and the self-promotion of the
emperors, are gradually transformed from a late antique model city into what will be
its medieval face. The seminar will explore the mechanisms of this urban develop-
ment and the role of the various actors. Furthermore, reference will be made to its
monuments and to the art that becomes apparent in the capital and spreads out in
the periphery.

Summary: In Byzantine studies, gender considerations originally took the
form of historical biographies that focused on the status and role of women in
the public and private sphere. Since the 1980s, Byzantinists, free of restrictions
of the past, and sometimes exerting criticism towards feminist approaches,
refocused their research expressing their working hypotheses within the field
of social gender.

In recent decades, Byzantine gender studies has been broadened by
incorporating tools from different fields such as sociology and social
anthropology. The center of gravity has shifted from the position and role of
women per se, to gender research, and gendered socialization patterns,
reflection on the various ways of promoting gender identity in Byzantium,
and the significance of gender roles in everyday life and social organization.
The exploration of the ways in which gender is perceived in historical sources,
literature, and legal texts, as well as the investigation of its reflection in
hagiographical patterns and Byzantine visual language, reveals the variations
and developments that have taken place in Byzantine society.

Using current methodological tools, and with a constant focus on the
historical context of the period, the seminar will focus on the perception and
expression of gender in Byzantium, on the dynamics between gender identity
and power, on the limitations of accepted social roles, from the family unit to
public space, but also to ways of responding to and overcoming regulatory
standards. Among others the seminar will investigate expressions - textual
and visual - of femininity and masculinity, prevailing notions and ideas on
the human body and health, the fluidity in the gendered identity of eunuchs.
