Summary: According to modern historiography, the eleventh century is viewed as a
period when deviations from the acceptable rule, which are found from the end of
the ninth and throughout the tenth century and are treated as inherent
contradictions, gradually transform into dynamic coherent trends.

Within the framework of the seminar, the aim is to search the Macedonian era for
actions and events that did not result exclusively from political expediencies, but
were the product of personal preferences and an expression of emotions on the part
of the protagonists, constituting individual choices that broke free from the stifling
collective boundaries.

Against this background, an examination will be made of, inter alia, interpersonal
relations and family ties, as well as of the choice of romantic partners or spouses, both
within the confines of the Great Palace and in Constantinopolitan society, as well as in
the periphery, to the degree permitted by the textual sources available. In addition, the
aim is to trace the objections that were raised -if that was the case- towards what
strayed from what was generally accepted, but also to highlight the direct and indirect
consequences of individual choices in various sectors of imperial politics

Summary: In 1261 Byzantium emerges, for the last time, as an appreciable power on
the international scene. Byzantine diplomacy enters the last phase of its history. After
an ephemeral flash, and from the beginning of the fourteenth century, it is called to
readjust itself to new conditions and carry the weight of survival of an empire, which
from the point of view of military conditions, it had been impoverished and weakened.
As under the gravity of the new circumstances diplomatic practices deviated distinctly
from previous Byzantine tradition, diplomacy during the Palaeologan period is
proven crucial and at the same time intricate. Mobilizing tested means and novel
practices, the Palaeologan diplomacy succeeded, in the midst of many adversities, in
extending the life of Byzantium for two more centuries and in leaving behind intense
its traces in all major centers of the world at that time.

Summary: Trade was a dynamic factor of the economy throughout the Byzantine era,
as was the case in all pre-industrial societies; yet the characteristics of Byzantine
commercial activity did not remain unchanged over time. For centuries,
Constantinople was the great entrep6t of the Eastern Mediterranean trade, due to its
geographical location, but other Byzantine cities also developed as centers of local,
regional, and/or interregional trade from time to time. It is well known that
commercial activity contributed to the osmosis of the Byzantine culture with other,
contemporary ones.
The seminar aims to study the form, evolution, and importance of trade from the 4th
to the 15th century. It intends, in particular, to examine the political, social, and
economic conditions that allowed Byzantine merchants to engage with their activities
in the long run. At the same time, it will study the reorganizations that entailed the
gradual formation of an economically powerful social stratum, which was
differentiated from the land-owning aristocracy. The examination of this topic is
favored by the fact that the material evidence of commercial activity —building ruins,
shipwrecks, pottery, coins, seals, etc.— increases more and more and supplements
written sources with information about trade and traders.
In this regard, the seminar will offer students the opportunity to familiarize
themselves with the combined use of written sources and material remains, aiming at
better understanding Byzantine society and culture.

Summary: From the very beginning, Byzantine architecture adopted the use of old
building material - the so-called spolia - in new edifices. Innumerable architectural
sculpture of all kinds, sculptures and inscriptions were reused in fortifications,
churches, houses and other buildings, sometimes in a systematic way sometimes
randomly. During the Middle and Late Byzantine era, reuse included early byzantine
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spolia from churches as well. The seminar will study this practice and its possible
symbolic or ideological aspects, on which the scientific research focuses during the last
two decades.

Summary: The refugee phenomenon, part of the forced relocations that characterize
modern history in general, is intertwined with Modern Greek history. Among the
different manifestations of the phenomenon during the last two centuries, the year
1922 undoubtedly holds a prominent position as a milestone in the long process of
national transformation of the region, which took place through a whirlwind of wars,
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massacres and violence. By 1926 the number of European refugees was estimated at
9.5 million; these included more than one and a half million compulsorily and
irrevocably exchanged populations of Greece and Turkey, as set out in the Treaty of
Lausanne three years earlier.

The centenary of 1922 comes at a time when the refugee issue is one of the hottest fields
of tension and controversy for the international community in general, and Greece in
particular. According to the UN High Commissioner for Refugees, more than 100
million people have been forced to flee their homes in the last decade, 80% of the
world's displaced persons are in areas affected by acute food shortage and
malnutrition, and more than three-quarters of the world's refugees find themselves
trapped in conditions of long-term displacement. The new refugee flows - with
important consequences for Greece since the 1990s that have become particularly
critical from 2015 onwards - are not only a matter of public interest but also a cognitive
challenge for the humanities and social sciences. So, what can we learn, if we place the
emblematic 1922 not only in the frame of the Catastrophe but also in the longue durée
of forced migration of human populations, both in the past and the present? What sort
of commonalities and differences characterize the historical processes that produce
refugees? What are the benefits of discussing such different historical moments? These
are the starting research questions we will seek to approach in the seminar through
interdisciplinary dialogue with social scientists, anthropologists, legal scholars, on the
one hand, and through the methodological complementary tools of archaeological and
historical research on the other. The historical evidence used in the context of the
seminar, will be mostly, though not exclusively, the ecclesiastical heirlooms brought
by the exchanged population and the oral and written testimonies of the refugees,
collected at different historical moments.

According to the Treaty of Lausanne, the movable communal property of the
exchanged populations, that is, the ecclesiastical objects from the orthodox churches
of Asia Minor, Pontus and Eastern Thrace, could be transported to the new homeland.
These ecclesiastical artefacts followed a fate commensurate with the populations
themselves. Sometimes in an orderly manner, sometimes in conditions of violence and
panic, the refugees” heirlooms were collected in Athens. They were stockpiled and
recorded, to be later distributed in churches throughout Greece that became the new
rallying points for the uprooted refugees. At the same time, part of these ecclesiastical
artworks that were considered of special archaeological and artistic value, were
museified. They were divested of their liturgical purpose to be turned instead into
"sacred historical relics" and as such they were distributed among national museums
(the Byzantine and Christian Museum, the Benaki Museum, the Museum of Folk Art).
In both cases, the church relics, as recognized carriers of collective identity and
memory of the displaced communities, either through museification or by placing
them in new churches in Greece, they contributed in constructing the new locality of
the refugee populations. Their epigraphic and iconographic richness, in other words
the materiality of these objects, and their turbulent historical course before and after
the displacement, offer a promising field for new approaches.

The oral testimonies of the refugees, on the other hand, which were originally collected
a few years after the catastrophe for folklore research, continued to be collected in the
following generations as indispensable sources for a deeper understanding of the long
period of adaptation required for cultural integration. This process highlighted the

different aspects and layers of the refugee consciousness, the tensions and traumas not
only of uprooting but also of living in the new homeland. In the light of contemporary
questions of mobility, uneven migration flows, and approaches to diversity by various
political institutions, the re-examination of these semantically dense testimonies of
refugees” history may contribute to the further historicization of phenomena such as
nationalism and xenophobia. They can also shed light on the dynamic and conflicting
process of integration, and the shaping of citizenship, cultural and religious identities,
the concept of "border", and the feeling of "belonging'".

Summary: Portable icons played a major role in the cult and daily life of Byzantium.
They also exerted significant influence over the artistic developments in the West that
came into direct contact with Byzantine icon painting when Latins settled in the
Eastern Mediterranean, during the Crusades. After the Fall of Constantinople to the
Ottomans, Greek icons became a mass-produced commodity, triggering changes in the
production and operation of the workshops. Similar developments may be observed
in Russia which, after the final dissolution of the Byzantine state, became the single
most powerful political center of the Orthodox world. Russian icons followed parallel
but also divergent artistic paths. The political and ecclesiastical authorities of Russia
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used religious art as a vehicle for the implementation of foreign policy in the Balkans
while the active role of Greek merchants in Russia, as well as the close spiritual ties of
the Greek orthodox world with Russia shaped a new nexus of interactions between
Russian and Greek Orthodox religious art, from the 16th century onwards.

In the seminar we will examine the role of icons in the Byzantine and post-Byzantine
world, as well as icon painting in Russia. Emphasis will be given to the technical
characteristics of the works, both Greek and Russian, as well as their production and
distribution. In this context, we will examine and record working drawings used by
icon painters, now in the collections of the Benaki Museum.

The seminar will be conducted in parallel with a graduate course taught by Prof.
Charles Barber at Princeton University.

The seminar is organized in collaboration with the Benaki Museum, within the
framework of the ERC project RICONTRANS. Visual Culture, Piety and Propaganda:
Transfer and Reception of Russian Religious Art in the Balkans and the Eastern Mediterranean

Summary: Trade was a dynamic factor of the economy throughout the Byzantine era,
as was the case in all pre-industrial societies; yet the characteristics of Byzantine
commercial activity did not remain unchanged over time. For centuries,
Constantinople was the great entrep6t of the Eastern Mediterranean trade, due to its
geographical location, but other Byzantine cities also developed as centers of local,
regional, and/or interregional trade from time to time. It is well known that
commercial activity contributed to the osmosis of the Byzantine culture with other,
contemporary ones.
The seminar aims to study the form, evolution, and importance of trade from the 4th
to the 15th century. It intends, in particular, to examine the political, social, and
economic conditions that allowed Byzantine merchants to engage with their activities
in the long run. At the same time, it will study the reorganizations that entailed the
gradual formation of an economically powerful social stratum, which was
differentiated from the land-owning aristocracy. The examination of this topic is
favored by the fact that the material evidence of commercial activity —building ruins,
shipwrecks, pottery, coins, seals, etc.— increases more and more and supplements
written sources with information about trade and traders.
