Summary: In 1951, Pehlivanides Publications, with a long history in the field of
printing and children's books, decided to publish the "Classics Illustrated" series in
Greece (“KAaowda Ewovoypagnuéva”), based on the American series. The latter was
released in October 1941 with the original title Classic Comics and aimed at adapting
classic works of world literature into comics. In the 34th issue, the name was changed
to Classics Illustrated and continued to be published until 1962, when it was
discontinued.

In October 1953, the first issue of an "in-house" series appeared which, with more than
60 issues, drew its subject matter from Greek mythology and the history of Greece
(ancient, medieval /Byzantine and modern).

In the context of the seminar, the aim will be to investigate, on the one hand, the
feasibility of the selection of specific themes and figures from the history of the
Byzantine state in the context of post-civil war Greece, and on the other hand, the way
in which they are used for the education of young people.

On a second level, and since the themes included five female figures as opposed to
eight male ones, the portrayal of Byzantine women in these works will be presented.
Particular emphasis will be placed on answering the question of whether the authors
of the texts - the majority of them literary writers - and the visual artists were
influenced by contemporary perceptions and stereotypes regarding Byzantine women
or ignored even those perceptions and stereotypes along with the historical truth.

Summary: In 1261 Byzantium emerges, for the last time, as an appreciable power on
the international scene. Byzantine diplomacy enters the last phase of its history. After
an ephemeral flash, and from the beginning of the fourteenth century, it is called to
readjust itself to new conditions and carry the weight of survival of an empire, which
from the point of view of military conditions, it had been impoverished and weakened.
As under the gravity of the new circumstances diplomatic practices deviated distinctly
from previous Byzantine tradition, diplomacy during the Palaeologan period is
proven crucial and at the same time intricate. Mobilizing tested means and novel
practices, the Palaeologan diplomacy succeeded, in the midst of many adversities, in
extending the life of Byzantium for two more centuries and in leaving behind intense
its traces in all major centers of the world at that time.

Social stratification in cities, 4. Administration and self-government of Byzantine cities,
5. Images of the city in literature and art, 6. The material culture of the Byzantine city.

Summary: The care for the deceased in medieval Byzantium (7th-15th c.) had an
important influence on church architecture, monumental painting and sculpture as
well. The introduction of inta muros burials in the cities and especially in the churches
converted the narthex into a burial place with arcosolia and simple graves and later on
added independent burial chapels to the main church building. Following this
evolution, the iconographic program of the narthex included eschatological
representations. The graves were decorated with works of sculpture -sarcophagus
slabs and arcosolium arches. On the other hand, lower classes continued to be buried
in cemeteries where ancient habits remained in practise, especially on the form of the
tombs and the adornment of the dead.

The seminar will focus on these aspects, concentrating to the new data from recent
excavations in middle and late Byzantine cemeteries.

Summary: The seminar offers an in-depth analysis of the role and multiple function
of the Icon in Byzantine society. The course will focus on the evolving perceptions of
the role of icons in the devotional practices of the Byzantines, before and after
Iconoclasm, either in the sphere of public life or as expressions of private piety.
Through the combined study of theological writings, art historical and
anthropological approaches and the hands-on examination of icons the seminar will
investigate the dynamic relation between icons and relics, image and word, and the
polyvalent use of the Icon in Byzantine society, from protectors of cities to private
amulets.
