Summary: How are social and gender hierarchies, and power relations in the
Ionian Islands during the last century of the Venetian rule highlighted and
reflected through marital conflicts, inappropriate sexual behavior of married men
and, especially, married women, broken marriage promises, and rapes? To what
extent does the sexual deviation threaten the structures of the Venetian political-
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patriarchal system, and to what extent do divorces and illegal marriages reveal its
ruptures? How is sexual crime conceptualized and to what extent do the
Venetian subjects assimilate or use the legal practices of the Dominant or of the
Orthodox Church? How do the State and the Church, Catholic and Orthodox,
intervene and regularize sexual life by "invading" the private sphere? Lastly, to
what extent do sentiments, affections and social behaviors emerge through the
archive material?

All these questions will be discussed in the course of the seminar, during
which students will study the literature in order to use it in the analysis of the
archival evidence.

What did the heroic films of the dictatorship of 1967
mean for the perception of the 1940s? Why did the Press publish historical series
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by journalists or texts by well-known historians in the post-war period? How did
“Classics Illustrated” shaped their young readers? What kind of historical books
were promoted by book sellers in the 1950s and 1960s? What was the importance
of cheap history publications for the dissemination of history or of the leather-
bound long series of national history for its validity? Did radio include history in
its programmes, and if so, what impact did that have?

Newspaper articles, book-reviews in magazines, monographs, fiction films
and documentaries, radio shows, comic books, theatre plays, etc. In whatever
way it appears, historical narration claims its own audience and constitutes a
product for consumption. Throughout the 20th century, the historiography of
Modern Greek History was disseminated in multiple ways to experts and to
wider audiences. These ways, as well as their success or failure, not only
determined the reception of historical narratives but also shaped to a large extent
their formation on the basis of a continuous dialogue between the creator and the
recipient. The seminar aims to reflect on the relationship of the Modern Greeks
with their past as part of a wider culture that includes intertwined attitudes,
perceptions, stereotypes, and ideologies in a continuous dialogue with political
and social events of a critical and transformative period. In that period between
the end of the Greco-Turkish War of 1919-1922 and the transition to democracy in
1974, Greek society changed many of its characteristics, in the context of the
integration of a new population that included the inhabitants of the “New
Countries” and the Asia Minor refugees, as well as of the experience of a world
war, a civil war, and a dictatorship.

The seminar aims to study history as a cultural asset; not only as a product
of historical study and research but also as a consumer product which encloses
strategies, expectations, hopes and denials, values and dreams. Historical schools,
debates, and readings of the past are intertwined with publishing projects, artistic
attempts, commercial strategies, and political aims. For the study of the above,
the seminar will exploit ideas, findings and conclusions of New Cultural History,
a kind of history that has been developing in recent years internationally. We will
get to know its tools and use them in order to reread, from a different
perspective, the historical production of a fifty-year period that marked the Greek
20th century.

Summary: The refugee phenomenon, part of the forced relocations that
characterize modern history in general, is intertwined with Modern Greek
history. Among the different manifestations of the phenomenon during the last
two centuries, the year 1922 undoubtedly holds a prominent position as a
milestone in the long process of national transformation of the region, which took
place through a whirlwind of wars, massacres and violence. By 1926 the number
of European refugees was estimated at 9.5 million; these included more than one
and a half million compulsorily and irrevocably exchanged populations of Greece
and Turkey, as set out in the Treaty of Lausanne three years earlier.

The centenary of 1922 comes at a time when the refugee issue is one of the
hottest fields of tension and controversy for the international community in
general, and Greece in particular. According to the UN High Commissioner
forRefugees, more than 100 million people have been forced to flee their homes in
the last decade, 80% of the world's displaced persons are in areas affected by
acute food shortage and malnutrition, and more than three-quarters of the
world's refugees find themselves trapped in conditions of long-term
displacement. The new refugee flows - with important consequences for Greece
since the 1990s that have become particularly critical from 2015 onwards - are not
only a matter of public interest but also a cognitive challenge for the humanities
and social sciences. So, what can we learn, if we place the emblematic 1922 not
only in the frame of the Catastrophe but also in the longue durée of forced
migration of human populations, both in the past and the present? What sort of
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commonalities and differences characterize the historical processes that produce
refugees? What are the benefits of discussing such different historical moments?
These are the starting research questions we will seek to approach in the seminar
through interdisciplinary dialogue with social scientists, anthropologists, legal
scholars, on the one hand, and through the methodological complementary tools
of archaeological and historical research on the other. The historical evidence
used in the context of the seminar, will be mostly, though not exclusively, the
ecclesiastical heirlooms brought by the exchanged population and the oral and
written testimonies of the refugees, collected at different historical moments.

According to the Treaty of Lausanne, the movable communal property of
the exchanged populations, that is, the ecclesiastical objects from the orthodox
churches of Asia Minor, Pontus and Eastern Thrace, could be transported to the
new homeland. These ecclesiastical artefacts followed a fate commensurate with
the populations themselves. Sometimes in an orderly manner, sometimes in
conditions of violence and panic, the refugees’ heirlooms were collected in
Athens. They were stockpiled and recorded, to be later distributed in churches
throughout Greece that became the new rallying points for the uprooted refugees.
At the same time, part of these ecclesiastical artworks that were considered of
special archaeological and artistic value, were museified. They were divested of
their liturgical purpose to be turned instead into "sacred historical relics" and as
such they were distributed among national museums (the Byzantine and
Christian Museum, the Benaki Museum, the Museum of Folk Art). In both cases,
the church relics, as recognized carriers of collective identity and memory of the
displaced communities, either through museification or by placing them in new
churches in Greece, they contributed in constructing the new locality of the
refugee populations. Their epigraphic and iconographic richness, in other words
the materiality of these objects, and their turbulent historical course before and
after the displacement, offer a promising field for new approaches.

The oral testimonies of the refugees, on the other hand, which were
originally collected a few years after the catastrophe for folklore research,
continued to be collected in the following generations as indispensable sources
for a deeper understanding of the long period of adaptation required for cultural
integration. This process highlighted the different aspects and layers of the
refugee consciousness, the tensions and traumas not only of uprooting but also of
living in the new homeland. In the light of contemporary questions of mobility,
uneven migration flows, and approaches to diversity by various political
institutions, the re-examination of these semantically dense testimonies of
refugees’ history may contribute to the further historicization of phenomena such
as nationalism and xenophobia. They can also shed light on the dynamic and
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conflicting process of integration, and the shaping of citizenship, cultural and
religious identities, the concept of "border", and the feeling of "belonging".

Summary:The seminar will focus on the propagation of nationalisms in the
Ottoman Empire during the second half of the 19t and the beginning of the 20t
centuries, particularly as it concerns the transition from the traditional religious
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(or ethnoreligious) community (millet) to the modern collective identity, that is
the nation. Another important issue associated with the above mentioned topic
concerns the probable resistances to the spread of nationalisms from the part of
the ottoman governance inspired by ottomanism, of the rural communities, as
well as of the ecclesiastical milieus. The seminary will attempt also to answer the
question if belonging to a nation was something obvious during the above
mentioned period in the ottoman context or it was a target to be achieved.
Additionally, a critical presentation of the arguments used by the different
nationalisms will be attempted, in order to precise the group or the groups
claimed to form part of the respective nations. Finally, the seminary will focus on
the “war” of maps, statistics, churches, and schools. The main geographical areas
that will be covered are parts of Macedonia, Thraceand Anatolia.

The confrontation among sources written in different languages and composed
by factors having contrasting views on the issue seems to be useful. Sources that
will be studied are written in Greek (reports by diplomatic agents of the Greek
state, as well as from the Patriarchate of Constantinople, censuses etc.), same
adequate texts written in Bulgarian, as well as ottoman sources (salname-s, that is
official annuaries, censuses etc.).

Summary: This course will examine the foreign policy dilemmas facing the Greek
governments from the outbreak of the First World War to the end of the Cold
War.

Summary: The urban development viewed an element of cultural and economic
differentiation within the framework of the organization of identities is the
essential subject of this seminar.

An attempt is made to interpret the passage to the economic
realities linked to the development of cities during the different periods of the
Middle Ages, with intermediate stages in Late Antiquity, the year 1000 and the
Late Middle Ages.

Summary: Based on the definition of revolutions as rapid and basic
transformations of a society's state and class structures through intense
sociopolitical conflict (Skocpol), this course examines the revolutionary social
movements in 19th century Europe, their causes and their effects on the political,
social and cultural spheres. We will be exploring the impact of revolution on the
rise of modernity and the emergence of major modern ideologies. Particular
focus will be given to the main theoretical approaches in the study of revolutions
in order to engage with the American and the French Revolutions, the wave of
liberal revolutions of the 1820s, the ‘Springtime of Nations” in 1848, the Paris
Commune in 1871 and the Russian Revolutions of 1905 and 1917. Topics such as
globalization, networking, communication, publishing and finance may receive
special attention. We study some of the most important political revolutions that
took place in the long 19thcentury and we explore the causes of each revolution,
analyze the ideologies that inspired the revolutionaries, examine revolutionary
uses of violence, and consider how historical revolutions still shape
contemporary politics. Close and critical readings of historical sources are critical
to this process.

Summary: The French Wars of Religion (1562-1598) were a crucial turning point
in modern european history. Product of the dissemination of the Reformation
crisis, the French Wars of Religion were quickly marked by the explosive osmosis
between religion and politics, with the former introducing to the public sphere
radical new political theories, such as resistance to a tyrannical monarch, first
propounded by the Protestants and further elaborated by radical Catholics. At
the same time, and as a reaction to the spirit of theocracy and particularly to
religious bigotry that was growingly perceived as detrimental to national
cohesion, the French monarchy pursued unsuccessfully a policy of religious
tolerance, which it legitimized in political terms and that was previously unheard
of in european history. The fact that, in a kingdom with the largest population in
16th-century Europe, more than one million French men and women adhered to
Calvinism made the coming conflagration look unavoidable and it painted it with
apocalyptic hues. The French Wars of Religion were paralleled - and influenced -
by a total propaganda war which put to use all available means (print, graffiti,
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fake news and disinformation, collective expressions of symbolic, ritual violence).
The intervention of european powers in France (with the Spanish monarchy and
the German lutheran principalities being the major players) accelerated the
formation of confessional political and military unions (Leagues) in Europe, as a
prelude to the Thirty Years War of the 17t century. The seminar aims to
investigate these crucial aspects of the conflict that started as a religious divide
and ended being denounced as civil war, in the fields of politics, religion, popular
culture, the clash of rival propagandas and the european balance of power in the
early modern period.
