It will also examine the different intertwined forms
of Greek enterprise and will analytically emplace them in the wider spectrum
of international business from the 16th to the 19th century. The seminar will
investigate the Greek entrepreneurs’ economic, social and ideological pursuits
when established abroad through an analysis of their professional identity,
their organization in ethnic-religious communities, their family and social
relations. During the seminar, specific cases of Greek entrepreneurs facing
success and failure in the international business arena will be discussed.

Summary: The postgraduate seminar will focus on the issue of movement and
mobility in Eastern Mediterranean and in the Greek lands in particular. The
sessions will track the flows of people, objects, and ideas, as national borders
were formed and transformed, from the decades preceding the creation of the
Greek state to the 20th century. After a concise presentation of the
historiography on the Mediterranean, the courses will be organised around
thematic units around the following axes:

e Geography and natural resources: the impact of the environment on
human societies and movement

e Commercial transactions, entrepreneurial networks, shipping

e Diaspora communities, immigrations, population movement

e Religious, ethnic, and linguistic minorities during the transition from
empires to nation-states

These axes will allow for the analysis of issues such as the role of social agents,
men and women, interaction with space (spatial turn),or the destinies of
objects and the material culture (material turn).

The seminar aims at familiarising the participants with reference texts
of relevant bibliography and with the use of sources through attending
courses and writing individual essays.(Good knowledge of English is
required).

Summary: The seminar will focus on the multiple relations (institutional,
economic, political) between the Orthodox Eastern Church -and especially the
Greek-Orthodox Patriarchate of Constantinople- and the Ottoman
administration during the period beginning from the Fall of Constantinople
(1453) till the end of the heyday of the Ottoman state (late 16th century). The
above mentioned issue will be discussed mainly through confrontation
between Ottoman and Greek sources related to the Orthodox Eastern
Church..Among special topics to be discussed will be the survival of
Byzantine institutions, the interference of Ottoman administration into the
functions of the ecclesiastical mechanism, the political considerations of the
Church towards the Ottoman administration, as well as the international
presence of the Orthodox Eastern Church under Ottoman political power
(relations with the Roman Catholic Church, the Protestants, some political
entities in Western Europe as well as Orthodox Moskovy (later
Russia)).Finally there wii be attempt to examine if all the above mentioned
topics had static shape or dynamic evolution.

Summary: The course will examine the position of Greece in the European
Alliance System from the Franco-Prussian War of 1870 to the outbreak of the
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First World War in 1914: Bismarck’s complex network of alliances and
understandings; The Triple Alliance; and the Triple Entente. The course will
discuss Greek perceptions regarding European affairs, the impact of
ideological trends, and the factors which determined the Greek stance
towards the Great Powers of the era (France, Britain, Russia, Austria-
Hungary, Italy, and Germany).

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Summary: History is to a large extent a dialogic venture. For at least a
century, historians have been in a critical exchange with other voices, both in
historiography and in social sciences. The more open the mental boundaries
of an era, this exchange may be fascinating or confusing, but it is, after all,
inevitable. The subject of this seminar is an important, in terms of quantity
and quality, part of this dialogue: the encounter between history and social,
cultural, critical theory. We will be concerned, more specifically, with
historiographical texts that have been distinguished for their contribution to
the renewal of the methodology and analytical tools of historiography, and
their correlation with concepts, models and methods that stem from the field
of social theory but have served in the study of the past in multifarious ways.
Thus, central issues of modern historiography, such as time and space,
interpretation, narrative and representativeness, archive, experience and
memory, will be cross-examined along with analytical categories that have
been used for understanding how power relations and/or the social are
constructed, such as hegemony, governance, public sphere, civilizing process,
gender, social class, habitus, and subjectivity. The organization of the seminar
relies on the assumption that history students, especially in their postgraduate
studies, must combine the traditional skills of historians, such as rigorous
archival research, with the knowledge of critical social theories, which they
can not only analyze but also test in their own work in a carefully thought-out
but also innovative way. The aim of the seminar, therefore, is to teach
students historiographical practices and examples and to help them delve into
a problématique that will allow them to use new analytical tools and
interpretive approaches in their papers and dissertations, in other words in
their own study of the past.

Summary: If the 19th century was marked by the turn to classical antiquity
and the focus of humanities (philology, history, archaeology) in ancient
Greece, in the last quarter of the same century a crucial change took place. A
new period, linked to the national past, emerged. Medieval Byzantium
became a new, increasingly important period of national history, while at the
same time, until the 1940s, modern Greek history increasingly drew the
interest of scholars and began to be treated as a distinct field. New academic
fields, such as Byzantine and Folklore studies, but also institutions - archives
and research institutes - turned to the study of the two periods in compliance
with international academic developments, thus creating a new national
narrative. At the turn of the century, the formation of special collections and
the launching of new museums dedicated to Byzantium and
Neohellenicculture incorporated their art and material remains into the visual
representation of national history.

The reasons for these developments were multifaceted: the developments in
European historiography and the integration of the Middle Ages into the
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common past; the groundbreaking international artistic movements that
recognized the importance of medieval and folklore art; the political
conditions and new ideological necessities that prevailed in Greece (the
Macedonian Question, Balkan Wars, the Asia Minor Catastrophe); the
emergence of a new academic workforce that was exploring innovative
research fields.

The seminar aims to study this turn and its role in the formation of modern
Greek identity through the study of concepts associated with these new fields.
Perceiving concepts as carriers of meaning linked to political and ideological
perceptions and practices, we wish to explore their diverse meanings and
contradictions from multiple points of view: in history and archaeology, in
folklore studies, in the shaping of museum collections. Following this line of
thought we will focus not only on the historiography but also on practices
and methodologies linked to the new fields. Special emphasis will be placed
on the emergence of new institutions that served these strategies, such as the
Historical Ethnological Society of Greece and the National Historical
Museum, the General Archives of the State, the Byzantine Museum, the
Academy of Athens and the Benaki Museum.

Summary: The course examines aspects of the social, intellectual and
institutional history of Modern Greece in the inter-war period. Firstly, the
political, diplomatic and military history of Greece in the inter-war period
will be reviewed in its broader European context. Secondly, the course will
illustrate the main agents in the process of social and institutional change. The
influx of the refugees, the land reform, the depopulation of the countryside
(Landflucht), social mobility and the expansion of the petty bourgeoisie, as
well as the impact of the world economic crisis on the Greek economy will be
highlighted. Thirdly, I will seek to demonstrate how the re- vival of the
National Schism, the crisis of the bourgeois hegemony and the overreaction
against the threat of communism determined institutional changes in the form
of government during the Second Republic and the Metaxas regime. Last but
not least, I will shed light on new intellectual phenomena that made their
appearance in inter-bellum Greece, such as corporatism, agrarianism,
geopolitics and geoeconomics, and neo-Malthusianism.
