“The Greek Intellectuals and the idea of the West (1945-1963)”

FINAL REPORT

The aim of this postdoctoral research was the study of the perception of the idea of the
West by the Greek intellect in the period between 1945 and 1963. After the Second
World war, Greece was obliged to choose a side on the Cold War map. The strategic
choice of the West, which has now been identified with the value system of the liberal
states under US leadership, was a fundamental principle of all Greek governments and,
more generally, of all political forces except for the Left. The priority given to the US
based on financial aid (Truman Doctrine, Marshall Plan) and defense protection
(NATO) would shift from the mid-1950s to the Europe that Greece has traditionally
been orientated to. The establishment of the EEC was the practical choice for closer
cooperation and future organic integration. The Association with the EEC (1961) was
the first major step towards Greece’s European orientation. On the other hand, in an era
ideologically determined in all aspects of political, economic, social and cultural life, it
is inconceivable that there would be no turmoil on an intellectual level. Free from the
quests of the interwar period and in direct relation to the bipolar system of the post-war
era, the Greek intellectuals will focus on notions such as “Greekness”, examined as part
of identity, culture, but also as part of history and the country’s place within the newly
formed world balance. However, similarly to the political stage, in the case of the Greek
intelligentsia, the anti-communist and communist discourse would also be the two main

pillars: the question of whether or not belonging to the West is in the center of interest.

The main goal of the postdoctoral research was a thorough examination of
philosophical research, methodology, the relationship of some intellectuals with
politics, and the study of different approaches to the concept of the West, in relation to

historical and cultural developments as well as political events. The purpose was to
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form a complete picture and consequently, reliable conclusions, for a subject that until
today has not been studied in its entirety in the Greek bibliography. Finally, the
comparative approach with the European intellect contributed to the qualitative
evaluation of the spiritual coexistence with the international currents of the period and

the importance of the role of the Greek intellect at the international level.

The main axes were the following: First of all, it was important to define the theoretical
framework by examining their philosophical pursuits, ideological starting points, and
different approaches to the concept of the West. In particular, cases of common points
of interest, e.g., Greece's position in history or Greek identity, also indicate the
perspective from which the idea of belonging to the post-war world was examined,;
therefore, the idea of the West, since it was inextricably linked to the bipolar Cold War
reality. Secondly, it was important to highlight the relationship between theoretical
approaches and political development in Greece. With the political sharpening of the
period under consideration, the research should have highlighted the influence and
possible interaction between historical events (Civil War - Cold War) and political
choices (American factor - European orientation). Finally, a third key area of research
was the degree of presence and influence of intellectuals. The comparative approach
with Europe - since their education is basically European (even in cases of leftist
ideology, such as Markos Avgeris and Nikos Svoronos) - aimed at highlighting their
real degree of influence both nationally and internationally. At the same time, the
research of Greek and European approaches, regardless of ideological starting points,
was crucial for the degree of integration of the Greek intellect with the general trends

and currents of the period.

The Greek intelligentsia was fragmented into various groups. The most basic
ideological division exists between the intellectuals of the Left and the so-called
"bourgeois” — from the French term bourgeoisie. However, especially in the early post-
war period, in the latter case there were people of divergent ideology — from
conservatism (and super-conservatism), who was a proponent of extremist anti-
communist practices, to an expression of radicalism, which, despite its anti-communist
modernization of Greek society in education, culture and relations with the emerging

Western Europe.

As for the intellectuals of the Left, there are the representatives who are ideologically

integrated in its wider space without necessarily being associated with any political
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party, the extra muros, and those closely connected with the party factions, those in
charge of their ideological texts, the intra muros. One of the first issues to be discussed
is the problem of social laws, as stated by Dimitris Glinos, director of the Renaissance,
a magazine-instrument of "socialist populism™. The question of history and "modern
Greek identity™ prevailed after the war. In the case of the important representative of
the left intellectuals, Markos Avgeris, Greekness was one of the major topics in his
works. At the same time, the indirect recognition of the continuity of the Greeks by the
ideological group of the Greek Communist Party in the 1950s, as Petros Rousos
observes in his essay Issues of Our History, does not coincide with the non-imperative
need to reconsider the approaches of the modern Greek nation. On the other hand, the
intellectuals also focused their attention on issues of immediate political interest —
corresponding to the political power of the party. Especially during the first years of
the emergence of the Cold war climate, is the close monitoring of developments and
their commentary primarily through articles in the press. A typical example is Dido
Sotiriou, who, in collaboration with Rizospastis, from 1945 to 1947, commented on the
emerging new balances, which she considered to have been prepared since the war
period. More specifically, she referred to the "Pax Americana” - that is, a peace imposed
by the US and which would only benefit the Americans. The projection of counter-
arguments for Greece's accession to the EEC, which had been perceived as a
"destruction of the nation”, the emphasis on the need for industrialization — a constant
programmatic pursuit of the post-war Left — bounded by the search for new conditions

for the emergence of "humanism", were the center of their interests.

As for the broad group of anti-communist intellectuals, as mentioned above, there were
extreme voices and moderate voices. The reason of the first case proves to be
particularly harsh and absolute. A typical example is Evangelos Kouloumbis's Thirty
Essays on Political Science, where the author tries by all means to highlight the dangers
of the Stalinist regime and the need to form "right citizens". However, perhaps the most
important influence on the events of the post-war period was the last subgroup,
composed of bourgeois Europeans, with the active participation of some of its members
in politics, who linked their name with the fundamental choices of the country and the
consolidation of its place in the West. Although in purely political terms, this group
presents a relative inhomogeneity, as within it we find representatives who are

politically integrated from the Center, e.g., George Theotokas, to the wider Right, e.g.,
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Konstantinos Tsatsos, represent in their entirety a common request; the change that
Theotokas was the first to seek in the Free Spirit. Following the example of the New
Deal and the "Roosevelt spirit”, which has created "the healthiest and most stable social
organizations and the kindest human types", Theotokas showed an orientation in favor
of the supranational formations of the western model, something that characterized the
rest the core of that group. Specifically, Panagiotis Kanellopoulos had developed his
views on the "formation of interconnected regional federations", already as a member
of the exiled government, while Europeanism can be seen in the thought of
Konstantinos Tsatsos, as a result of his intellectual and philosophical pursuits, since the
1940s. For these intellectuals, the Cold war was perceived as a conflict between two
worlds, extending to all aspects of social, political, economic and spiritual life. The
legitimizing basis of the East and the West, that is, the ideology of communist theory
and the Western liberal tradition, were the key to the group's Western orientation: the
Western way of life was the only one that enabled the development of individual and
collective freedom. Because Greece and the West shared the same spiritual origins
(ancient Greek thought, Roman law, and Christianity), participation in the Western
world and in the historical development of the postwar period — especially in the

emerging united Europe - was the new Great Idea.

In this case, however, we also observe the phenomenon of public discourse, through
articles in the press. Precisely because the group of bourgeois was not homogeneous —
in many cases, we have public debates. Interestingly, though, in this case, the debates
were not limited to representatives of ideologically different subgroups, e.g., the Center
and the Right. Instead, they developed within the same ideological group. A
characteristic example is that of the public debate between two important intellectuals
of the Center — George Theotokas and E. P. Papanoutsos — on the occasion of the

Association with the EEC, in 1961, whose disagreement was intense.

In general, we can safely reach the conclusion that in all cases the intellectuals closely
followed the events, while, depending on the importance these events had in the long
run for the country’s orientation and position from an international perspective, there
were corresponding reactions. Particular mobility was observed, in the first years of the
Cold War with the Marshall Plan since it automatically led to the accession of Greece
to the Western sphere of influence, as well as the choice of membership in the Western

organizations — NATO and EEC. At the same time, there is an attempt to interpret each
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side — there are many instances where articles are devoted to America and what it
symbolizes. In this case, however, interpretations and conclusions obviously vary
depending on the ideological starting point of each intellectual. Finally, a last, yet
important general conclusion, to which the present postdoctoral research reaches, is the
tendency observed within the whole of the Greek intelligentsia to question and analyze
the concept of Greekness and Greek identity according to the new data, capturing that

way the effect of the Cold War climate.
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
