OBJECTIVE OF RESEARCH

The aim of this post-doctoral research was to record and study the imported glazed
pottery found at various sites in Argolis and dated to the Frankish (1210/12-1388)
and the first Venetian occupation (1388-1540) of the region.

In total the material in question consists of 797 diagnostic fragments out of
the 5,077 fragments discovered in rescue excavations undertaken by the Hellenic
Archaeological Service (5th and 25th Ephorates of Byzantine Antiquities, 4th
Ephorate of Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities), mainly in Argos and Nauplio and

secondarily in Asine, Merbaka, Plataniti, Chonika and Limnes.
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STRUCTURE OF RESEARCH

The first volume is divided into two parts. The first part includes the presentation of
the ceramic material, articulated in five general groups:

1. Late and Post-Byzantine Wares

2. ltalian Wares

3. Spanish Wares

4. Chinese Wares

5. Ottoman Wares

For each ware there is a review of the relevant literature, a classification,
identification of production centres and assessment of its distribution, followed by a
study of the present material concerning its fabric, shape, surface treatment (slip,
glaze), decoration and dating.

In the second part, the objective is to make a compositional analysis of the
various data derived from the material being studied, with the emphasis on the
history, topography and urbanism of the region.

The second volume contains the catalogued material with the most

representative specimens.

RESEARCH PROBLEMS

= Qver-categorization, especially in Late and Post-Byzantine as well as Italian
wares, in some cases with vague categorization criteria.

= The material consists mainly of sherds (and not whole vessels), hampering to a
certain extent its documentation.

= The lack of photos of good quality, especially in colour, which are essential in the
documentation of medieval glazed ceramics.

= The lack of publications on the pottery of other important sites in the eastern
Mediterranean.

= The lack or rarity of well-dated assemblages, which is commonplace in medieval
pottery in general.

= The lack of widely accepted terminology in certain wares, such as RMR or the

complicated Stile Severo style.

RESEARCH RESULTS!?

First of all an important body of ceramic material in number and quality, which was
hitherto mainly unpublished, was systematically recorded and studied. Moreover,
certain categories were detected for the first time in Argolis, while in others, with
more representative material, important primary observations were made.

In addition, there was an evaluation of the differences between the two main
Argolic centres, Argos and Nauplio, as well as the other settlements of Argolis.
Meanwhile, the Argolic material was compared to the corresponding material from
the other centres of the Peloponnese and the eastern Mediterranean.

Important results were obtained by comparing the imported pottery with the
historical sources of the time. A rich documentation also emerged for the topography
and urbanism of central and western Argolis, while some interesting observations
were made concerning the recipients of the pottery.

To sum up, this material is a valuable source for the history of Argolis during
