Summary: This seminar aims at the research of religious beliefs and ritual practices of
the societies of prehistoric Crete and Cyprus, particularly during the Late Bronze Age.
The subject is approached at two levels. First, the architectural remains of sites,
traditionally considered as sacred places, on the basis of their design and equipment,
are examined. The term design includes issues like the organization of space and the
presence of structures with religious character, while equipment refers to objects of
specialized use, as for instance clay and stone vessels, figurines made of different
materials and other. At a second level, the relevant iconographic representations and
the various interpretations suggested regarding their meaning, will be studied. The term
iconography includes mainly representations on fresco paintings, seal engraving, the
clay models and/or representations in other means.

Within this larger context a series of problems will be discussed: the identification of
formal and informal areas of worship, the status of deity or deities, the character of the
ceremonies and the possible association of religion with groups exercising power.

The aim of this
seminar is to examine the conditions of the definition and development of the
archaeological thought and research activity in Greece in relation to the basic questions
of the Palaeolithic archaeology, as the acceptance of the physical history and antiquity
of Man, the process of the Hominization, the origin of the stone tools etc as well as the
diffusion of the knowledge in the contemporary society.

Summary: This course examines the history of the insular and coastal Aegean
communities, with particular emphasis on the relations and the influences from the
palatial centres of Crete in the first half of the 2nd millennium BC (MBA and LBA 1),
a phenomenon known as “minoanization”. Minoan affinities can be seen in material
culture (pottery, architecture, frescoes, domestic implements), practices (from
everyday cooking to mortuary practices and rituals of religious character),
iconography, economy and administration. Related issues to be addressed include sea
trade, the problem of minoan colonies, the validity of material culture as indicator of
the ethnic identity and/or the origin of social groups, and the relation between scripts
and language. Final aim of the seminar is to show the complex character of the
phenomenon of minoanization, and the great variety seen in the way and the extent to
which insular and coastal Aegean communities of this period adopted Minoan cultural
elements. The seminar will be taught jointly with the post-doctoral fellow, Dr Santo
Privitera.

Summary: The excavations in Macedonia and Thrace in the last 30 years have
revealed a great wealth of tombs, palaces, mosaics, wall-paintings and metal vessels of
very high quality. These were primarily financed with the spoils of Alexander the
Great’s conquest of Asia. The palaces, painted underground tombs and painterly
themes dealing with the afterlife and the royal court reflect a society and a way of life
which is very different from that of classical Athens. The seminar will examine the
architecture of Macedonian and Thracian tombs, Macedonian palaces, metalwork, and
the technique and iconography of funerary paintings.

Summary: The seminar will examine the erection and dedication of monuments and
the whole arrangement of space as well as the organization and realization of contests
at ancient Greek sanctuaries of Panhellenic status (mainly the four basic ones of
Olympia, Delphi, Isthmos and Nemea) in connection with parallel activities and
interests of ancient Greek states (poleis and tyrants or monarchs). Emphasis will be
laid on combining a specialist archaeological approach to the monuments with a
historical problematic, attempting an interpretation of those data with the aid of written
sources, contemporary or later, and in dialogue with modern research.

The subjects to be presented as papers of the seminar will be agreed upon in the
beginning of the lessons after considering also the special interests of the participants.

Summary: The seminar is aimed, first, at the notion of time and its visual rendering in
Byzantium and, secondly, at the eschatological ideas of the Byzantines and their
iconography. In order to grasp the mutual iconographic influences in monumental
painting and illustrated manuscripts, the parallel examination of visual evidence will be
taken into consideration throughout the byzantine art. Another issue is the survival of
related iconographic subjects of Late Antiquity and their influence on compositions of
the middle and late byzantine period. Finally, the importance of various textual sources
in the formation of all these eschatological compositions will be evaluated.

Summary: The long tradition of ancient epigraphy tends to be interrupted by the end
of Late Antiquity, when a dramatic decrease in the number of public and private
inscriptions is observed. Comparatively rather few, the written on stone texts of the
Middle Byzantine era (843-1204) continue this tradition, composing a precious source
of information on many aspects of life of the period. Middle Byzantine inscriptions are
found on fortifications, churches, liturgical structures (templon screens, altars, fonts)
and grave monuments. Most of them are dedicatory ones, including invocations for
holy intervention and salvation, while others reproduce quotations from liturgical texts
and hymnography.

The seminar aims to introduce students to the epigraphy of the Middle Byzantine era,
through the most important epigraphic monuments of the time. A preliminary course
will focus on the method of studying inscriptions, with practice on the transcription of
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texts, and the bibliography. Special emphasis is going to be given on the ideological
and symbolic value of the inscribed texts, as well as on the question of their role in a
society where most people were unable to read them.

Visits in Athenian museums and monuments that preserve epigraphic material of the
Middle Byzantine era will take place during the lessons.

Summary: In the period of the Komnenoi and the Angeloi, the position of the
Byzantine Empire at the meeting point of East and West is the catalyst for the
developments which will eventually lead to the dramatic event of the Conquest of
Constantinople by the Latins. This period is marked by changes in the geopolitical map
of Asia Minor and the Near East (the establishment of Seljuk principalities and
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crusader states), as well as by the first large-scale interaction between the empire’s
inhabitants and Westerners (Normans and crusaders) on Byzantine soil; it is also
characterized by radical changes on the economic, social and political fields. The
period shapes (and to an extent, is shaped by) a new ideological framework
constituting the basis of the transformation of Byzantium into a society which, while
preserving its defining characteristics, actively adapts them to the new realities. The
seminar, therefore, will examine these parameters in the context of Byzantium’s
attitude (both political and ideological) towards East and West — and vice versa — and
will thus contribute to our understanding of developments both within the empire and
in its relations with the foreign “others”.

In the field of Art, with the luxurious complex of the Pantokrator monastery (founded
by John I Komnenos and his wife Eirene) as a focal point, we will examine the great
Komnenian ecclesiastical foundations in Constantinople, from the perspective of both
architectural form and decoration. There are interesting developments in monumental
art throughout the Byzantine territories. Numerous churches are founded by members
of the Komnenian family, state dignitaries, or local nobles. The influence of Byzantine
art radiates in the neighbouring lands, particularly Italy (Venice, Sicily), where we can
observe the meeting of Byzantium with the West as well as with the Arab world (for
example, in the Norman palatine chapel in Palermo). At the same time, reflections of
the Norman rulers’ ideology on art are evident.

Research has shown that the literature of the twelfth century shares many common
characteristics with the literature of the Second Sophistic — that is, the period from the
first to the third century AD. The influence of rhetoric and atticism is considerable and
the mimesis of the Late antiquity' s authors is strong. For this reason, K. Krumbacher,
in his History of Byzantine Literature, was rather critical and negative in his judgement
of the twelfth-century literary production. However, more recent research by H.
Hunger and other Byzantinists has helped restore the image of the literature of the
period and set it in its proper dimensions. The seminar will provide an overview of the
major authors of the period and will outline the current state of research in the field.

Summary: We will examine the characteristics of painting in important production
centres of Byzantine art and their repercussions in the broader area of each centre as
factors of artistic development in its periphery during the late Byzantine period. Our
aim is to understand the manifestations of art in various regions and to follow artistic
production in relation to local social structures and political and economic conditions.

Summary: This course will offer an introduction to the study and analysis, from an
epigraphical, philological, archaeological and historical perspective, of long texts that
have been preserved on stone (in most cases consisting of a number of documents).
The course will focus on questions concerning the role of monumentalized writing in
the civic landscape of the post-classical polis, and more generally on the significance
of such inscriptions for understanding the epigraphic habit in the Roman Imperial age.

Summary: Documents are the most direct source on Byzantine reality of the 11th-15th
centuries, as they preserve elements concerning the identity of named individuals
belonging to all social ranks, their familial, social and financial situation, as well as their
relationship with the State, the Church, their relatives and their fellow citizens.
Moreover, they offer vivid images of the demographic reality of different regions and
point to the power, or lack of it, of central authority, within the framework of internal
and external developments and the social, fiscal and foreign policy of the empire.

The course will include an introduction regarding form (A.1-3), and, mainly, the
interpretation and discussion of representative documents (B.1-2):

A.1l. The document as historical source. Forms of state and categories of private
documents. Archives - editions. 2. Form and terminology of state documents. The text:
repetition and originality. Chronological elements and signature by the emperor or the
authorities. The Byzantine state document used as a model for Serbian rulers’ acts.
3. Morphological and linguistic characteristics of private documents. The literacy of the
laity, clergy and notaries.

Summary: In the period of the Komnenoi and the Angeloi, the position of the
Byzantine Empire at the meeting point of East and West is the catalyst for the
developments which will eventually lead to the dramatic event of the Conquest of
Constantinople by the Latins. This period is marked by changes in the geopolitical map
of Asia Minor and the Near East (the establishment of Seljuk principalities and
crusader states), as well as by the first large-scale interaction between the empire’s
inhabitants and Westerners (Normans and crusaders) on Byzantine soil; it is also
characterized by radical changes on the economic, social and political fields. The
period shapes (and to an extent, is shaped by) a new ideological framework
constituting the basis of the transformation of Byzantium into a society which, while
preserving its defining characteristics, actively adapts them to the new realities. The
seminar, therefore, will examine these parameters in the context of Byzantium’s
attitude (both political and ideological) towards East and West — and vice versa — and
will thus contribute to our understanding of developments both within the empire and
in its relations with the foreign “others”.

In the field of Art, with the luxurious complex of the Pantokrator monastery (founded
by John Il Komnenos and his wife Eirene) as a focal point, we will examine the great
Komnenian ecclesiastical foundations in Constantinople, from the perspective of both
architectural form and decoration. There are interesting developments in monumental
art throughout the Byzantine territories. Numerous churches are founded by members
of the Komnenian family, state dignitaries, or local nobles. The influence of Byzantine
art radiates in the neighbouring lands, particularly Italy (Venice, Sicily), where we can
observe the meeting of Byzantium with the West as well as with the Arab world (for
example, in the Norman palatine chapel in Palermo). At the same time, reflections of
the Norman rulers’ ideology on art are evident.

Research has shown that the literature of the twelfth century shares many common
characteristics with the literature of the Second Sophistic — that is, the period from the
first to the third century AD. The influence of rhetoric and atticism is considerable and
the mimesis of the Late antiquity' s authors is strong. For this reason, K. Krumbacher,
in his History of Byzantine Literature, was rather critical and negative in his judgement
of the twelfth-century literary production. However, more recent research by H.
Hunger and other Byzantinists has helped restore the image of the literature of the
period and set it in its proper dimensions. The seminar will provide an overview of the
major authors of the period and will outline the current state of research in the field.

Summary: The institution of regency, Byzantine epitropeia, evolved during the
Middle Byzantine period in order to deal with the issue of having a minor as sole heir
to the Byzantine throne. This phenomenon was a result of the gradual consolidation of
hereditary succession. A practice that originally dealt with this problem in an
empirical, haphazard and improvised manner, it later led to the promulgation of certain
rules that defined the framework within which the institution functioned. An essential
part in the latter’s evolution was played by the Queen Mother at the time, who was
singled out as the emperor’s sole representative or was a member of a larger group of
regents. This in turn contributed to the acceptance of women in power.

During the course of the seminar we will analyze and interpret the way of forming and
the method of structuring a council of regents, the legal base for exercising power on
the part of the sole regent or council of regents, as well as the life expectancy of such a
council. The aim of the seminar is to use research into the aforementioned issues in
order to facilitate a better understanding of the contribution of women in the
consolidation of the institution in question, but also to showcase a phenomenon that
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was exceptional in the medieval world, that of women exercising political power in
Byzantium from the seventh to the eleventh centuries.

Summary: The seminar deals with the multilevel power mechanisms in the Greek-
Latin East in the 13th-18th centuries, mechanisms that were constantly being
restructured. The central research questions examine the nature of the Latin-ruled
Greek regions (colonies/possessions, local autonomies, parts of a federal union?), the
uniformity or multiplicity of the Latin dominions in the various regions and the
continuity and discontinuity of their organizational forms. The seminar will discuss the
administrative planning of the Greek region, the central and parallel/subordinate local
social, economic and spiritual authorities, the foreign overlords and the indigenous
populations within the new structures of governance, including their integration into-
or their exclusion from these structures and the resulting social formations, ideologies
and identities.

Summary: The course examines aspects of the social, intellectual and institutional
history of Modern Greece in the inter-war period. Firstly, the political, diplomatic and
military history of Greece in the inter-war period will be reviewed in its broader
European context. Secondly, the course will illustrate the main agents in the process of
social and institutional change. The influx of the refugees, the land reform, the
depopulation of the countryside (Landflucht), social mobility and the expansion of the
petty bourgeoisie, as well as the impact of the world economic crisis on the Greek
economy will be highlighted. Thirdly, I will seek to demonstrate how the revival of the
National Schism, the crisis of the bourgeois hegemony and the overreaction against the
threat of communism determined institutional changes in the form of government
during the Second Republic and the Metaxas regime. Last but not least, I will shed
light on new intellectual phenomena that made their appearance in inter-bellum
Greece, such as corporatism, agrarianism, geopolitics and geoeconomics, and neo-
Malthusianism.

Summary: In the first phase of the seminar we will recapitulate German-Greek
relations from the late 19th century until the 1930s’, dwelling particularly upon
significant “moments” and topics. Subsequently we will focus on the “heritage” of
World War 1l that still influences the mutual stereotypes more than anything else. In
this context 1t should be noted that any further deterioration of German-Greek relations
will seriously impact (not only economically) upon Greek images of Western Europe
in general, too. (Cf. many cartoons that equate the Euro sign € with the swastika.)
Because the related scholarly bibliography is scarce, we will mainly use primary
sources such as literature / cinematographic films / textbooks / media / archival
documents / and, last but not least, interviews of witnesses. Some “public figures”,
important (not only) in the Greek-German context, will be invited to seminar sessions.

Summary: The course will examine the economic dimensions of the Cold War and
Greece’s position in their context, from the late 1940s until the first oil crisis. In 1948-
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50, at US insistence, the emerging West imposed the strategic embargo to the Soviet
bloc. Moreover, since the early 1950s and especially after the stalemate in Korea
(1951), it became clear that the Cold War was going to be a long process, which would
not necessarily be decided by military might alone, but also by the relative
development of the two “worlds” and the radiance of their social systems. Thus,
NATO initiated a process of regular reporting on the Soviet political system, foreign
policy and the economy. By the early 1960s reconstruction was complete, and a more
elaborate international economy emerged, involving additional aspects, such as
government-guaranteed credit, which complicated the realities of East-West trade, or
the role of commerce in the search for détente. The course will discuss these problems,
and will also examine the evolution of Greek policies, especially regarding commercial
relations with the Soviet bloc.

Summary: The seminar will focus on the information provided about the Ottoman
administration by the Greek chronicles that cover the period from ca. 1453 till around
the end of the 16" century. As indicative examples, except the four “chronicles relating
the Fall of Constantinople” (Ducas, Sphrantzes, Chalcocandylas, Critobulus) we
mention the “Ecthesis Chronica” (ca 1543), the “Historia Patriarchica
Constantinopoleos” (1578) and the “Chronicle of Pseudo-Dorotheos” (end of the 16"
century). The main field of research will cover the institutions of the Ottoman state, the
Ottoman economy and society as they appear through the above mentioned texts.
Particular attention will be accorded on matters of political ideology: were the Ottoman
sultans considered through those chronicles as “infidels”, “oppressors” or “destroyers
of civilization” or on the contrary as “instruments of Divine Providence” and “legal
monarchs”? The different approaches of the chroniclers on such matters seem to
depend on their attachment on the Roman Catholic Church (“Unionists”) or on the
contrary on the Orthodoc Patriarchate of Constantinople. They also depend on the time
the texts under question were composed. The above mentioned issues will be studied
with the support of the existing secondary bibliography on matters such as the
organization of the Ottoman state and society as well as the status of the Orthodox
subjects of the Ottoman sultans after the fall of the Byzantine Empire.

Summary: The course will focus on the study of the European trade in later middle
ages. (13™-15" century). Specifically, the course will explore the beginning and the
development of trade between European cities and kingdoms in conjunction with: a)
the rise of the European merchant class, b) the importance of this economic factor in
towns and the formation of new types of commercial activities and merchants, c) the
connection between trade and the conflicts of 14™ century, d) its impact in civic
charity. Furthermore, the seminar will examine the complex relationship between craft
guilds and trade “unions”, which had an enormous effect in economic prosperity of
later medieval towns.

Based on the analysis of particular works, we shall also
examine the various factors that shaped the national movements as well as forms of
nationalism, leading either to the breakdown of composite states or to the unification of
others.

In the second part, each student deals with a topic related to the construction of a
national state, a subject that will serve as basis for his/her final presentation.

Summary: The seminar examines the economic, political and social-cultural terms of
existence, reproduction and distinction (or osmosis) of the nobility, a tiny but
disproportional powerful and wealthy social group, which, despite the gradual loss of
privileges and political hegemony continues exercising a great impact on the history of
most western, central and east European countries at least till the First World War. It
also focuses on the multiformity, the role of gender, the factors of cohesion and
differentiation within the nobles, and especially on the unifying and at the same time
distinctive role of noble culture in european societies from the late 18™ till at least the
mid-20™ century.

Mediterranean Doctoral School in History

The Mediterranean Doctoral School in History (MDSH) was created in summer 2010
by the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens, Bogazi¢i University
Istanbul, Ecole Normale Supérieure de Paris, Ecole Pratique des Hautes Etudes,
Universidad Pablo de Olavide de Sevilla, and Universita Ca' Foscari Venezia. The
administrative seat of the MDSH is at the University Ca' Foscari of Venice.

The purpose of the MDSH is to provide advanced level training in research and the
appropriate skills to exercise research and professional activities of high quality in
universities, institutions in the public and private sectors. It partly relies on the tradition
of the former European Doctorate in the Social History of Europe and the Mediterranean «Building
on the Past» (2001-2009).

The training and research activity of the School is based on the mobility of

postgraduate students and teaching staff. Postgraduate students from the partner
universities spend one academic year - normally the second of their doctoral training -
at one or two of the foreign partner universities, participating in the host institution's
doctoral training programme at the same conditions holding for local postgraduate
fellows. The host institutions provide qualified research supervision for the period of
mobility. They also support co-tutelle agreements and the creation of the conditions for
conferring the Doctor Europaeus.

Athens, Istanbul, Paris, Seville and Venice represent five chiefly important sites for
Mediterranean history, memory and archives. The MDSH promotes preferably, albeit
not exclusively, comparative research and enquiries in the history of cross-border
transfers and overseas relations in the Mediterranean area, comprising the relations of
this area with other world regions.

The European Master of Classical Cultures (EMCC) is a European postgraduate
programme, uniting eleven European universities of eight European countries in the
common plan to create a coordinated course of Master’s studies in the field of the
Classics (Ancient History, Classical Philology, Classical Archaeology and adjacent
disciplines). Students admitted to the programme «European Master in Classical
Cultures», must follow the legal provisions of the host university. They will complete
all course requirements and the regulations about these courses at no fewer than two
and no more than three universities. They must also acquire a minimum of 30 ETCS
points at each of two partner universities of different national languages. Students who
have validated 120 ECTS credits according to existing regulations will receive a
double or a multiple degree and a diploma supplement.
