Pavla Gkantzios Drapelova: «The mint of Antioch: Production,

Iconography in context and circulation (324 - 610 AD)»

The present thesis focuses on the coins struck in the mint of Antioch between
324 and 610 AD. The basic aim of the dissertation is to present the main
features of the Antiochene coinage, to point out the peculiar elements which
made the coins look different from the issues struck in Constantinople, and in
other mints, and to put various particularities of the Antiochene coinage in
the historical contexts. In addition, attention is paid to the role of the
Antiochene mint within the late Roman and early Byzantine empires which
raises questions regarding the main features of the circulation of the
Antiochene issues within the Eastern Mediterranean. The coins from such a
provincial mint enable to study the process of development of a local coinage
over a longer time and let to formulate conclusions on the changes which
impacted the coins” production in the turbulent transitional period when the
Empire was facing invasions, economic crisis, inflations and internal conflicts.
For the purpose of the present study, Antiochene coins struck between the 4th
and the early 7th centuries held at various collections were included in the
research.

The thesis is divided into several basic sections. After the introductory texts,
Chapter 1 focuses on the socio-economic history of Antioch considering the
facts and events which could have influenced the conditions in the city and
therefore could have impacted the Antiochene coinage. The main aim of this
chapter is to provide the background information of the study of the
Antiochene coins in order to better understand the factors which could have
impacted some of the coins’ features. The following Chapter 2 examines the
Antiochene coinage, its main features and its” specifics (Chapter 2: Coinage of
Antioch) and it represents the main core of the present thesis as it provided a
lot of information for the conclusion. Chapter 3 examines the basic features of
the circulation of the Antiochene coins. The thesis concludes with the
statements on the role of the Antiochene coins in the late Roman Empire and
early Byzantium and put some of the peculiar features in historical context. It
provides evidence on how numismatic iconography and circulation can
illustrate the development in the transitional period between Antiquity and
Byzantium. Furthermore, this helps our understanding of the
interconnections between the province of Syria and the capital in the period
when the city of Antioch was the center from which campaigns were
launched on one of the most dangerous enemies of Byzantium. After the

illustrations. The Appendix of the thesis examines the collection of the late
Roman and early Byzantine coins held in the Numismatic Museum as this
collection has not yet been the subject of research.
