Kouki Eleni Argiro: «Politics of the regime of the 21st of April to
control the national past: historical celebrations and
monuments»

The thesis explores the politics of history that the Greek military junta of 1967-
1974 developed, focusing on two specific aspects: the national ceremonies and
the public monuments. The aim is twofold: on the one hand to add an original
contribution to the field of study of monuments and public rituals and on the
other one to study the process of the regime’s consolidation.

The thesis attempts to reconstruct in detail the mosaic of power relations
within the regime, so as to bring into the fore the internal conflicts that
marked the way the regime was shaped. The case studies that this study
addresses are analyzed within a context that takes into account both the
political situation and the different audiences that they target each time. This
research aims to distance itself from existing approaches that interpret
monuments and public rituals as mere reflections of the regime’s
authoritarian character. On the contrary, by focusing on the historical
conjuncture and the fragility of the power balance within the regime, it
addresses the monuments and ceremonies as contested fields of power and
argues that, by doing so, new light can be shed to the continuities and gaps
between the period of the junta and the ones that preceded its imposition and
followed its collapse (namely, the so-called Metapoliteysi).

The thesis draws from a wide range of archival material, the most important
among which was the archives of the Ministry of Interior, that only recently
became accessible to researchers, the unclassified material of the Ministry of
Government Presidency and important private archives such as the one of
Constantine Doxiadis. The press, particularly pro-dictatorial newspapers,
such as Eleytheros Kosmos (Free World), and audiovisual material (newsreel,
photos e.t.c) were a valuable source of information. Finally, fieldwork was
done, particularly in Northern Greece, to locate monuments that were erected
during the dictatorship.
