Balla Fotini: «XIKYQN XAIPE. Cemeteries and Burial Customs
of a Peloponnesian City from the Orthagorids until the Roman
Invasion»

The main purpose of the present dissertation is to study the burial rites of
Sikyon, a city-state in the northeastern Peloponnese. It begins with a brief
historical survey and presentation of the city’s topography and then focuses
on the cemeteries (and individual tombs) discovered to date within the city’s
territory. The published excavation reports reveal that tombs from the
Mycenaean period have been detected, as well as extensive cemeteries used
from the Geometric up to the Roman period. Of special importance is the
discovery of three funerary monuments with multiple burials, mainly from
the Hellenistic period.

For the needs of the study, research focused on a section of a cemetery
discovered in the 1970s in the plain of Sikyon, with continuous use from the
end of the 7th century up to the end of the 2nd / beginning of 1%t century B.C.
In total 214 tombs were discovered, which included only inhumations, mainly
in shaft graves, whereas a smaller number were inhumations in cist tombs
and monolithic larnakes. One of the above-mentioned burial monuments with
multiple 274 century B.C. burials was detected in this cemetery in direct
proximity to the other two. The presentation of the excavation results
generated interesting data concerning: a. the findspots of offerings, b. the
preservation of ritual enagismoi, c. the existence of a funeral pathway, which
crossed the cemetery, as well as of a burial enclosure, and d. the in situ
preservation of grave stelai.

The study is complemented by data regarding the ways of depositing the
deceased (body posture, orientation) and the typology of the offerings. Of
special importance is the chronological classification of the pottery collected
from the tombs. It consists of imported Attic and Corinthian vessels, as well
as of products of the local ceramic workshop, mainly from the Hellenistic
period, which were relatively securely dated for the first time. The number of
clay figurines detected primarily in the children’s burials is significantly high
and it is very possible that they were produced by the local workshop. Their
co-existence with the securely dated vessels enabled their presentation by
typological and chronological development. Of equivalent importance is also
the presence of local issues (of coins) in the sealed burial assemblages of
Sikyon, an element unrecorded so far.
