Chrysafis Charalambos: «Pedai Hellados: Antigonid garrisons in
mainland Greece and the Aegean (301-196 BC)»

The aim of the thesis is a comprehensive study and analysis of the
garrisons’ network which was installed by the Antigonids in mainland Greece
and the Aegean and their geopolitical aspirations. Both regions were regarded
as part of the sphere of influence of the Hellenistic Macedonian kingdom and
were vital areas for its security and development. This region became very
important during the struggle of the Alexander's Successors. The control of
this territory was critical for the prevalence and the consolidation of power
among the competing Hellenistic states.

From the time of Cassander and beyond, all the kings of Macedonia
sought control in this area and did not feel safe when a foreign power was
able to intervene and expel them. From 294 to 167 BC all the kings of
Macedonia [except the turbulent period 287-277 BC] belonged to the
Antigonid dynasty. The Antigonid family had already, from about 314 BC,
started to intervene politically and militarily in the region, but only after the c.
294 BC crowning of Demetrios the Besieger as king of Macedonia, their
possessions in the mainland Greece and the Aegean were connected with the
kingdom.

A comprehensive study of the significance and the problems of the
garrisons' historical phenomenon in the region (impact on the city, political
and military aims, administration and financial issues, temporal and spatial
extent) is necessary and will greatly contribute in the historical research of the
period. Chapters are devoted to present a detailed typology of the attested
garrisons (phroura/phylake), their economic implications (pay of the
mercenaries-members of the garrisons, cost of the garrisons, financial
obligations of the garrisoned cities towards the king) and the different status
of the garrisoned cities (royal subjects, allied cities). One important aspect is
the definition and the nature of the relations between the soldiers of a
garrison and the citizens. The two social groups were residing, moving and
interacting inside the same area without restrictions apart maybe some
sensitive areas in the citadel. This cohabitation leads in some cases to conflict
or a gradual integration. Naturalization of officers and soldiers are evidences
of the latter. This study also produces a detailed analysis of the internal
administration and hierarchy inside the network of garrisons combining
literary and epigraphic sources and it concludes with a prosopography of the
known officers and soldiers who manned these Antigonid garrisons in that
period.
