The overthrow of the Jacobins: From omnipotence, to the fall of
Robespierre and the sealing of the Parisian Club (April-November
1794)

The subject of my thesis is the dissolution of the most powerful club in France, during
the Revolution: the Jacobins. More particularly I am studying the causes that signified
the transition from omnipotence to decomposition in the short period between April
and November of 1794,

After the prologue and the introduction, where | describe the target of this research,
the structure of my thesis is divided chronologically in three parts. In the first part, |
discuss the history of the Jacobin Club from its establishment and its gradual
radicalisation until the end of 1792, and the roots of the Terror, the experience of Year
I1, and the rise of Jacobins until April of 1794. At the last chapter of this first part I
analyze the period between April and July of 1794 and the seemingly omnipotence of
the Jacobins until the coup d’état of 9™ Thermidor (27 July 1794).

At the second part of my thesis | describe and analyze the dramatic events of 8", 9™
and 10" Thermidor: that is the famous last speech of Robespierre at the Convention at
8™ Thermidor, the evening and the night of 8" Thermidor and the organsation of the
conspiracy, the 9" Thermidor and the coup d’état in the Convention against the
«robespierrists», their arrest, the insurrection of the Commune against the
Convention, and the paradoxical events that followed that day until the final arrest of
Robespierre and his comrades and their execution the next day. Following this, in a
subsequent chapter, | adress the crucial historical significance of 9" Thermidor for the
Jacobin Club. The last chapter of the second part operates as link. It studies the fiscal

policy of the first months after the coup d’état, the course to the abolition of the



Maximum General, the monetary disaster and the special significance of the peasant

population as far as this issue is concerned.

At the third and last part, | focus on the struggle followimg the 9™ Thermidor until
the closure of the Jacobin Club in Paris at 12 Novembre 1794 (22 Brumaire of the
Year |1l of the French Republic). The first chapter deals with the first day after the
coup d’état, the reorganisation at the provinces and the inception of persecutions, and
finally the split of the «thermidorian» side. The second chapter is dedicated to the first
reactions of the Jacobins and their political impact, the victories of the «Right», the
transition to the «Center», and, finally, the second Jaobin reaction. At the third
chapter | focus on the Jacobin resistance in the provinces and in Paris, the relations
between Sans-Culottes and Thermidorians, the attitude of the parisien club concerning
the Jacobin resistance at the province, and the victories of the Thermidorians. The
fourth chapter is on the programme of the parliamentary majority, the reactions
against it, the rhetoric of the «defectors», and the assault against the welfare work of
Year Il. The topic of the fifth chapter is the mobilisation of the popular constituency,
the appearance and the premature illusions of Gracchus Babeuf and the contradictions
of the revolutionary movement. The sixth chapter deals with the anti-jacobin
propaganda of the Thermidorians, the pamphlets and newspaper that they issued and
circulated, while a small chapter offers a short history of the Press before and during
the Revolution. The seventh chapter describes and analyses the events of the arrest of
Carrier and the importance of his case that revealed ultimately the two rival sides, and
the reports of the police concerning the reflection of the emotions of the masses on
this particular issue. The eighth and last chapter describes the formation of the
«Golden Youthy, the street fighting squads that the Thermidorians guided against the
Jacobis and Sans-Culottes, the final conflict and the crisis and demise of the Jacobins
of Paris. Finally in the thesis there is an epilogue and a chapter with conclusions.
