Eirini Gavrilaki: «Caves on Western Crete: diachronic use from
the Neolithic period until today. The case of the Melidoni cave»

With a focus on the results of the excavating research in “Gerontospilios” at
Melidoni in the area of Mylopotamos, in Rethymno, Crete, we study the caves
of Western Crete and their use as places of permanent or casual and seasonal
habitation, burial and worship spaces, spaces devoted to various productive
activities in the frame of rural life (water collection, manufacture of cheese,
product storage and animal stable) and clay extraction or quarrying sites from
the Neolithic period until today.

In this work, in order to outline a reference framework for the caves on
Western Crete, we used the reports of Travelers, the publications of pioneers
of the speleological research on Crete, the modern excavation experience of
the Archaeological Service or the Institutions working on the island
systematically, enriching our knowledge about its archaeological
physiognomy, as well as the reports of the Hellenic Speleological Society.

In the chapters and headings of out thesis, we discuss

. The History of Speleological Research on Crete, quoting summaries of
excavations in caves, grottoes and rock-shelters, in chronological order (Ch.
1).

. The Synthesis Studies for Cretan Caves and Topography (Ch. 2).

. The Reports of Travelers concerning the caves of Western Crete and
the Melidoni cave (Ch. 3, headings A and B), in chronological order.

. Catalogue of Caves of the Region of Chania and Rethymno (Chapter
4A and B with headings per district) with exhausted bibliography which was
treated critically.

. The Melidoni Cave as a Research Object (Ch. 5, headings a-e), with
headings focused on the geomorphology, the previous al surveys, its acoustic,
the recent archaeological research of the period 1987-2008 and the
inscriptions.

. The Use of Caves on Western Crete in relation to the Uses of Melidoni
Cave during the Ages (Ch. 6): as Sanctuaries from MM period until the end of
antiquity (headings 1A an B for the discussion of the criteria which confirm
such a use (p.e. position, natural characteristics, karst decoration, scenic



possibilities, water, baityls, ritual objects and figurines, inscriptions); as Caves
Temples after small interventions (heading 2); as burial spaces from the
Neolithic until the latest phases of the MM period (heading 3); as Shelters
during troubled periods of recent and ancient history (headings 4A and B); as
Places of Work in ancient and modern times (headings A and B); as ancient or
modern places of permanent or casual and seasonal habitation (heading A
and B); as storage spaces near settlements (heading 7). This Chapter
completed with some thoughts about the educative value of caves and their
use as teaching tools for educative programs (heading 8).
