Glaraki Aikaterini: «Tholos tombs during the Prepalatial and
Protopalatial periods in Eastern Crete. The case-study of Myrsini
tholos tomb»

The main purpose of the present dissertation is to examine the
phenomenon of tholos tombs in Eastern Crete during the Pre- and
Protopalatial periods, through the case-study of Myrsini tholos tomb
(henceforth Myrsini).

The present dissertation consists of two volumes. The first volume
includes the main text and bibliography and is divided into twelve chapters.
Chapter 1 (Introduction) poses the goals of the present dissertation, the
geographic and chronological frame, as well as a synopsis of the chapters.
Chapter 2 presents a review of the history of research concerning Minoan
tholos tombs, and also describes the dispersal of tholos tombs around the
island of Crete. Chapter 3 focuses on Eastern Crete, showing the variety of



burial architectural types that were in use during the Pre- and Protopalatial
periods. The second part of this chapter presents the as far known examples
of tholos tombs in Eastern Crete. Chapter 4 includes a detailed presentation of
Myrsini tholos tomb, regarding the site, the excavation that was conducted by
Nikolaos Platon on June and July of 1959, and the methodology of the study
of the data (excavation archives, finds recording, field and architectural study,
stratigraphy and “sub-groups”, hence the recognition of vertical and
horizontal relations between the finds of the excavation). Chapter 5 provides
an analytical study of the architecture of Myrsini, based on the original notes
of the excavator and the present field research. Chapter 6 deals with the
movable finds of the tomb, such as the pottery, the stone vases, the metal
tools, the seals, the stone tools, other small finds and the human bones. Every
category of finds is discussed in detail, followed by a catalogue. Chapter 7
includes an in-depth analysis of the several “sub-groups” of the finds that
revealed different burial/funeral episodes as well as some aspects of the
human-artifacts interaction inside the tomb. Chapter 8 discusses the use and
meaning of the burial vessels, namely pithoi and larnakes, which were
gradually introduced into the tomb from the late Prepalatial period onwards.
Chapter 9 discusses the use of the pits that were dug into the natural bedrock
(floor) of the tomb. Chapter 10 analyses the diachronic and synchronic
variation in the consumption of artifacts inside the tomb, in order to discuss
changes and transformation of to the funeral practices of Myrsini. Chapter 11
deals with practices of secondary manipulation of the artifacts, as an aspect of
the funeral practices of Myrsini. Chapter 12 includes the final conclusions of
the present study regarding the phenomenon of the tholos tombs in Eastern
Crete and the manner that Myrsini participates in this.

Volume B includes Tables, Graphics and Figures, such as maps,
photographs of the site and the excavation of Myrsini, architectural plans as
well as photographs and drawings of all the movable finds.
