Gounari Emmanouela: «Architecture and urban-planning in Philippi. The
Fourth Insula»

Subject of the dissertation is the domestic architecture in Philippi and
specifically the architecture of the 4th insula east of the roman Forum, which
was occupied since the 4th c. AD by a luxurious domus and has been
excavated by the University of Thessaloniki. Aim of the dissertation is to
present in detail the buildings of the insula, to date them and interpret their
function. For this purpose, after the presentation of the historical evidence for
the city according to the written sources and the archaeological remains, as
well as the presentation of the urban planning, the buildings are described in
detail. Moreover, the construction features as well as the decoration that has
survived are analyzed. In addition, the five construction phases of the
building are presented, as well as the function of the rooms in each one of
them, based on the material evidence and the comparison with other houses
and the written sources. At the end of the dissertation, there are catalogues of
the sculpture, coins and minor objects that have been found during the
excavation.

The analysis of the elements showed that the first domus of the insula had
features that distinguish it from the majority of domestic buildings in Greece
and the eastern Mediterranean and can be found mainly in houses in Italy
and the West. That leads to the assumption that the owner of the domus
belonged to the latin community of Philippi, that was the ruling class of the
city. This conclusion is also justified by the size and the luxury of the domus
as well as its position near the city center. The building had two more phases,
dated in the 5th and the 6th c. AD, during which it was divided in two houses
and changes in the plan and the unction of some rooms are observed. The
function of the complex though continued to be domestic. The two houses
were destroyed in the 7th c., probably by an earthquake, and two more phases
followed, that probably reach up to the 10th c. During these phases, the
buildings are simple in structure but have also domestic character and are
evidence of the continuity of life in Philippi during the so-called Dark Ages.
