Kalatzopoulou Panagiota (Tina): «Habitation and exploitation of
the mountains in east crete during prehistory. An analysis based
on architectural remains and movable findings studied on the
upland areas of Zakros and Ierapetra»

This PhD dissertation documents and comments on the material
culture, that has been identified and studied, in the context of a surface
survey undertaken by the writer. The survey took place between the end of
2015 and the beginning of 2018 in the mountainous zone of eastern Crete.
Two mountainous areas were studied: The first lies in the central and eastern
sector of the Sitia Mountains and the other on the southeastern slopes of
Mount Dikti. The first area is considered to be the mountainous hinterland of
Zakros and the second of lerapetra and the Isthmus. All the remnants of
material culture found in these areas, covering a period from the end of the
Neolithic to the Neopalatial period, are recorded, described, analyzed,
commented on and interpreted. The required permits for the surface survey,
as well as for the collection and study of the movable finds, were acquired for
behalf of the writer as part of the Greek Ministry of Culture "Minoan Roads"
Program under the direction of Dr. Stella Chrysoulakis for the area of the
Zakros highlands and as part of the UoA program for the "Excavation of the
LM I building in Gaidourofas" under the direction of Prof. Yannis Papadatos
for the region of the southeastern slopes of Dikte.

The purpose of this study was to examine whether the mountain zone,
i.e. areas with an altitude greater than 600 m, was a field of systematic
habitation and/or exploitation during prehistory and, if so, in which phases.
The findings are contrasted with the habitation and exploitation patterns of
the other, more traditional, productive zones of the island, i.e. with the coastal
and the hilly zone.

The dissertation includes 5 chapters. The first, introductory chapter
(Chapter I) includes the definition of the subject of the study and reference to
the research in the Cretan Mountains so far, showing the gaps in the
examination of the upland zone. A review of prehistoric mountain habitation
by subperiod based on the available data is also included in this chapter. This
is intended to serve as a basis for comparing the image of habitation and
exploitation of the mountain that we have had so far with the image created
from the study of the new data of this research. Finally, the presentation of
the questions arising from the dataset and the methodology to be followed for
their investigation is included.

The second chapter (Chapter II) is essentially another introductory
chapter which aims to define the context within which the archaeological
remains to be discussed below. This chapter includes a detailed composition
of the environmental (geomorphological and climatic) data for the island of
Crete. This is intended to demonstrate that, despite the lack of environmental
data for the prehistory, some conclusions can be drawn and that the climate in



the Cretan mountains was not prohibitive to permanent residence in them
during this period.

The third chapter (Chapter III) presents in detail the results of the
surface survey, analyzing the topography of each site identified, the
architecture and the movable finds from their surroundings. The third chapter
is accompanied by many maps, photographs and drawings of architectural
and movable finds, which in order to facilitate the reader lie within a separate
volume (Volume II) providing the possibility of consulting the visual
documents simultaneously to the text. In the same volume includes an
appendix in which one can find a detailed catalogue of the movable findings
(pottery shreds mostly) mentioned in the text.

In the fourth chapter there is an interpretative discussion of the data
that emerged from the research and an attempt to compare and/or integrate
them in the dominant historical narrative of the prehistory of the island as
known from the massive relevant literature. In this chapter the debate
revolves around two main axes: habitation and exploitation. The Neolithic
and the Bronze Age social organization is also commented on in relation to
the new data in this chapter.

The fifth chapter accommodates the conclusions in which lead the
analysis of the primary data and the data's integration in the narrative of the
Neolithic and the Bronze Age in the Aegean. In this chapter the methods used
in the surface survey are evaluated and commented on their effectiveness. An
attempt is made to summarize the new data that have emerged from the
present research and to show in which ways they contribute to our
knowledge of the distribution patterns of habitation and the exploitation of
the productive zones of the island during prehistory. Finally, some proposals
are made for the preservation, protection and promotion of the identified
antiquities/monuments as prevailing elements of landscape within the
mountain zone.
