Kalogeraki Maria, The post-Heraklion: the reconstruction

of a bombarded city

Summary

The doctoral dissertation on "The post-Heraklion: the reconstruction of a
bombarded city" deals with the postwar reconstruction of o bombarded city, as it was
Heraklion, with main archival source contracts and mainly property transactions
during the period 1945-1960.

The study begins with a reference to the general characteristics of Crete, as
important factors in the study of the history of Crete and Heraklion especially. Then
the study refers to the general situation prevailing in the island during the war period
and the case of Crete placed in general European and Greek context, which was
formed during the same time phase. Here's review of the history of Heraklion, since
ancient times as the time on the research, to be shown under what conditions and in
what ways shaped the city planning of Heraklion, which has set its image until today.
The study is split into two phases, the first relates to the period 1945-1950 and the
second to the period 1951-1960.

In the first phase the study refers to the first period of the reconstruction after
the war and after the German occupation, the restoration of the daily life of people in
the pre-war situation. The study also refers to the role of the American aid, which
helped to address the vital needs of the population in order to relief from the hardships
of war and occupation. The study of the first phase of Reconstruction shows up the
tendency of the people of that time to inhabit at the same place where lived before the
outbreak of war and the need to repair the damage, with cheap and fast solutions. The



study outlines the Urban Heraklion city within the walls, combined with the economic
situation and the commercial traffic of the city immediately after the German
occupation.

The second phase concerns the efforts towards economic development of the
island since the early 1950s, when now been addressed to a large extent the basic
needs of the inhabitants and the city, until the end of the decade and the early 1960s.
The study of buying and selling of the period 1951-1960, so began to emerge the first
signs of urbanization, reveals a new trend of residents both within the city walls and
new residents coming from the province for investment in real estate in addition the
walls of Heraklion, nearby the old historic core of the city, which was defined by the
Venetian walls. Thus, in the second phase of Reconstruction, Heraklion began to
spread beyond the old boundaries and expand the urban space radically around the
walled and then structured city. During this period, the foundations were laid for the
urban sprawl that followed the next year history.

In conclusion, the Second World War has been on the island a very crucial
event in history. The fact of the war hindered the operation of the island's economy,
especially in the operation of Heraklion city economy as broke the unbreakable
relationship between the countryside and the city. The years of German occupation
inhibited the economic development of the whole island. However, the very fact of
the war has given rise to concerns about economic growth in Crete and on the
exploitation of its potential.

In Heraklion, along with the plans and actions for economic development of
the island, there is a tendency for residential installation in new areas beyond the city
walls, so did the creation of new residential areas. The new areas that raised the
interest of property buyers became urban in the 1958 Master Plan and this action was
the beginning of a new way of life for the residents of these areas. The local
government initiative to carry out technical and road works to facilitate the situation
in these areas, effectively promoted the installation of more and more people to these
new areas.

The study aims to name the new regions of housing created and identify the
exact moment that they began to develop residentially, also investigate the specific
motivations of real estate buyers in new regions, their economic and employment
status and values and size of real estate by region. At the end of the thesis, the study
refers to the initiative developed by the intellectual elite of Heraklion to rescue certain



historical city buildings and to establish the study of Cretan history alongside the

general development of the country.
