Kasdagli Anna-Maria: «Coins in Rhodes from the monetary reform
of Anastasius I to the Ottoman conquest (498 - 1522)»

The study covers all the Christian coins of the period AD 498 - 1522 found in
Rhodes, which are kept in the collection of the Ephorate of Antiquities of the
Dodecanese. The Cabinet contains about 9.5 thousand pieces, the vast majority of
copper or billon. About three thousand were recovered in the town of Rhodes,
mostly in archaeological excavations, and another 230 in the countryside, most of
them stray finds. There are also two large hoards of the Hospitaller period, both
withdrawn ca. 1421: the first is the ‘Italian hoard’, comprising 4,247 pieces, and the
second, the ‘Kamiros Hoard’, of 1,834 pieces. Another 300 coins in the collection



are of unknown provenance, but most are probably single finds, handed over by
locals.

This material illuminates aspects of local history and society across ten centuries.
Losses per year give an idea about the velocity of circulation of the petty coinage at
different periods. Contrasting the coin sample with broader events highlights the
degree and manner of the involvement of the state in the town and its hinterland.
The distribution on the map of site-finds from about 200 excavated properties and
other sites helps draw a rough sketch of the transformation of the urban grid and
of settlement patterns on the island. The Hospitaller hoards elucidate matters of
dating concerning widely circulating coin types, which will enable closer dating of
archaeological contexts, and also provide information about the the local mint.

The Rhodian coins should be of particular interest to scholars engaged in
comparative studies of the Late Roman, Byzantine and Latin East.
