Irini Marathaki: «The history and coinage of ancient Skione in
Chalcidice»

The subject of this study is the history and coinage of Skione, a city located in
Chalcidice, on the western coast of Pallene. In the first chapters are presented
the geography and the history of the city, for which the literary sources
provide little information, as well as the data from the limited archaeological
research in the area. Then follows the analysis of the founding myth of
Skione, that links the founding of the city with the return of Achaean
warriors, especially the Thessalian hero Protesilaos, from the Trojan War.

The coin catalogue includes the 820 coins of Skione gathered from public and
private collections of Greece and abroad as well as from auction catalogues.
Few coins came from excavations. The material has been organized in 31
groups and three minting periods, based on the die study, the stylistic and
methodological analysis of the coins and on their presence in coin hoards.
During the first two minting periods (ca. 510-421 BC), silver coins were
issued, while silver and copper coins were produced during the third period
(end of 5th - 3rd quarter of 4th c. BC). The coins of the first period depict on
the obverse a lion attacking a deer, a lion eating a deer's leg, a forepart of a
lion and a lion's head. On the reverse there is an incuse square. In the second
period the coin obverses show the head of the hero Protesilaos with or
without helmet and the reverses the stern of a ship, a human eye, a bunch of
grapes, a Corinthian helmet and a dove. The types of the silver coins of the
third period are the head of Protesilaos wearing a tainia on the obverse and a
Corinthian helmet on the reverse. The same type combination is found on
part of the bronze coins of the period. The rest of the bronze coins bear the
head of Aphrodite on the obverse and one or two doves on the reverse. The
extremely rare issues with types helmeted head of Protesilaos / dove, dove /
human eye and head of Aphrodite / helmet are placed at the beginning of the
production of bronze coins. The ethnic of the people of Skione is written from
the beginning on the coins of the city.

A separate chapter discusses the metrology of the coins of Skione. The city
issued coins following the Attic-Euboic and the so-called Thraco-Macedonian
weight standards.



The examination of the coin hoards reveals that the coins of Skione did not
circulate widely; the majority of the hoards were hidden in Macedonia. Few
are the coins of the city that have been found in excavations.

The anepigraphic silver issues with a Corinthian helmet / incuse square
which have been attributed to Skione are presented at the end of the thesis.
The small values are separated from the larger ones. The small coins were
produced probably in Asia Minor, while the very rare heavier coins were
issued possibly in Eastern Macedonia.

The appendix consists of a list of coins that were published in auction
catalogues without photographic documentation.

The work is completed with a bibliography list and the coin index. The
photographic material and the accompanying catalog of images are included
in a separate volume.
