The transitional period from the Late Helladic IIIC to the Early Iron Age has
provoked much debate and lots of theories, concerning the sociopolitical,
cultural and ethnic changes, in Greek peninsula.

Based on the archaeological record from a new chamber tomb cemetery in Ag.
Georgios of Persaina in Elis, which is dated from LHIIIA2 to the
Protogeometric period, all these theories are being tested. Furthermore, the
general situation in western Peloponnese, during the palatial and post palatial
periods, is being examined.
