Greek Erotic Inscriptions»

The present dissertation examines under the term andpprror emypagai ancient
Greek inscriptions that express erotic feelings, admiration or dislike, as well
as particular preferences in sexual relationships. It also examines inscriptions
which use obscene vocabulary to attack the named person, attempting to
distinguish between the erotic and the abusive-offensive intent. The purpose
of the study is to collect the relevant ancient Greek inscriptions which are the
most direct source for the erotic and sexual habits of antiquity and to compare
them with other ancient sources. The largest number of the material are
graffiti on pots, sherds, rocks, walls of buildings and fortification walls. Few
inscriptions have been written in more "official" way on stones or stelae, while
there is a small number of painted and relief inscriptions.
