The current dissertation aims to examine the political importance of the
marriages that were made by Seleucos I and his offspring until the end of the
reign of Antiochos III with members of other important families from the time
of Alexander the Great and the Hellenistic world, meaning noteworthy
families of the Persian Empire or other Hellenistic royal houses or side
branches of the Seleucid dynasty itself. The relevant problems have a special
historical interest for the whole development of the Seleucid policy and have
not until now been dealt with in a monograph.
