THE CONTRIBUTION OF SIMULATED LITHOSTRATIGRAPHY

The Athenian basin is a very interesting area from a geoarchaeological point of
view, but very few studies have adopted a multidisciplinary approach for the
study of landscape changes during the Holocene. In this paper, we present a re-
evaluation of its depositional environments based on the available data; the latter
includes 203 geotechnical boreholes, 10 sampling boreholes from the area of
Piraeus and 14 geotechnical boreholes from the New Cultural Center of Athens.

A GIS database was used to analyze the collected data (spatial, sedimentological),
while geological and geomorphological maps were created for the representation
of the landforms.

Following the interpretation of the boreholes, six lithostratigraphic units were de-
fined (Anthropogenic sediments: Unit A, Holocene sediments: Units B1, B2, Pleis-
tocene sediments: Unit C, Neogene sediments: Unit D, Substratum of the Athenian
basin: Unit E). Moreover, images, cross-sections and 3D models of each lithostrati-
graphic unit were drawn to correlate them. Six images of the structure of each
lithostratigraphic unit (Unit A, Unit B1, Unit B2, Unit C, Unit D, Unit E) were created
in order to represent the palaeogeography of the different geological periods.

The results were combined thanks to the GIS and database platform. Palaeogeo-
graphic maps representing the landscape of each lithostratigraphic unit (geologi-
cal period) of the Athenian basin were produced. In the first part of this paper, we
will present the main temporal and spatial changes of the palaeo-landscape. We
will then attempt to assess the human impact on the depositional process in the
Athenian basin during the Holocene, focusing on the Bronze Age.

SEA LEVEL CHANGES IN THE SOUTHERN EUBOEAN GULF
AND THE BRONZE AGE SHORELINE OF EASTERN ATTICA

The Euboean Gulf has played an essential role in Attic maritime communications
in the long term. However, few studies of cultural connectivity and exchange have
taken into account the eustatic changes that have modified the coast in the last
10,000 years. The sea level was considerably lower in the Bronze Age, which mod-
ified, in some cases dramatically, the outline of Attica’s eastern shoreline. This has
conseqguences for understanding navigation, costal settlements, and connections
within and beyond the wider Euboean Gulf.

This paper examines the latest information collected by geological and archaeo-
logical studies on both shores of the Euboean Gulf to attempt a reconstruction of
the eastern shoreline of Attica using GIS. Analyses of topography, hydrology, and
geology are combined with bathymetric contours to produce a Digital Elevation
Model (DEM) and palaeogeographic maps representing the ancient coastlines
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of the southern Euboean Gulf. The sea level of 5000 BP was approximately 5 m
below the present one, and varied locally and regionally throughout the Bronze
Age. Detailed documentation and modeling of this variation will allow us to bet-
ter define the parameters of human-environmental interaction in Eastern Attica, in
particular how coastline change related to shifts in settlement patterns, resource
exploitation, and overall patterns of engagement with the sea.

A LAND SURROUNDED BY SEA: THE ROLE OF FISHING
AND SEA-HARVESTING ACTIVITIES IN PREHISTORIC ATTICA

Recent advances in zooarchaeological research in Greece with a focus on the
study of marine animal remains have provided an abundant faunal record that al-
lows us to shed light on the human-sea relationship in the prehistoric Aegean. Ma-
rine animal studies from prehistoric Attica, on the other hand, are strikingly under-
represented. In this paper, previously published and freshly studied marine faunal
evidence from this region are put together with the aim of addressing the role of
fishing and beach-harvesting activities by Attic prehistoric groups. Available fau-
nal assemblages offer a unique opportunity to explore a diversified archaeological
background, which includes both coastal and inland open-air and cave sites, cov-
ering different moments of Attic prehistory, through the Neolithic and the Bronze
Age. The scope of this paper is to place prehistoric Attica on the map of prehis-
toric fishing activities in the Aegean and to offer an assessment of the everyday
sea-related activities from this region within the wider Aegean maritime spirit.

The revealing of early farming establishments in inland north Attica by the rescue
works of the former 2nd Ephorate of Antiquities has enriched current knowledge
on the first ceramic equipment used by the Neolithic populations of this region, so
far very sparsely known from few other contemporary sites on the east coast and
southwards. The containers across the different locations examined here demon-
strate significant similarities in terms of quantity, production techniques, surface
attributes, and shape forms, implying that the early communities shared common
manufacturing choices and consumption needs. The rainbow colors are mostly
noticeable in terms of surface, as is the frequency of thin-walled ring-based open
bowls carrying small applied features compared to necked and hole-mouthed jars
in terms of form.

From their overall picture the discussed pottery vessels emphasize the extensive
establishment of the ceramic culture among the earliest inland population of At-
tica, but suggest slow formal developments existing in transcendence of the fast
stylistic cuts that occur in other mainland cultures along the same chronological
period. The food preparation and consumption strategies implied by the vessel
shapes is contributive to the discussion on the subsistence agendas of these com-
munities against their ecological background of woodland and intersecting fluvial
plateaus.

THE END OF THE NEOLITHIC AND THE TRANSITION TO THE
EARLY BRONZE AGE IN ATTICA (MID 5TH-LATE 4TH MILLEN-
NIUM BC): PRESENT STATE AND RESEARCH PERSPECTIVES

The question of the transition from the Neolithic to the Early Bronze Age was until
recently a sort of “non-issue”, not just for Attica but also for the broader space of
the Aegean. The label of “Attica-Kephala culture” (like its equivalent “Rachmani”,
or the more general “Final Neolithic”) described a series of phenomena which
were thought to span the entire time interval from the mid-5th to the late 4th mil-
lennium BC in a relatively smooth and progressive way. The examination of the
available 14C dates shows however that most of these phenomena concentrate

in the second half of the 5th millennium, leaving a gap in the archaeological land-
scape for the next seven or eight centuries. The numerous discoveries made in
Attica in recent years (after 1990) reinforce in a sense this picture, since they seem
to cluster in two distinct groups, one properly Neolithic that should be assigned,
on the basis of parallelisms in the material culture, to the late 5th mill. (e.g. Leon-
tari cave), and one that could be described as “proto-Bronze”, dated by 14C in the
years around 3300 cal BC (Merenta). But, contrary to what one might deduce if
taking this evidence at face value, this does not mean necessarily that a real gap
in settlement existed between the two. Like in other regions, it is possible that

we are dealing with a problem of archaeological visibility that could be solved by
future fieldwork. Further radiocarbon dating is also necessary among the already
known FN/early EBA sites, some of which are extremely promising, e.g. the cem-
etery at Tsepi, whose use might start as early as 3500 cal BC, judging from the
presence in some graves of “Bratislava bowls” and other pottery types with analo-
gies in Northern Greece and the Balkans. Determining the chronological order of
the events should allow discussing in a more solid basis the origin and relative
importance of some of the “innovations” of the EBA, in pottery, metallurgy, settle-
ments’ layout, etc.

Archaeological material evidence has been traditionally viewed in terms of typol-
ogy and chronological sequences or, at best, as the physical remains of activities
related to economy and production. Nevertheless, as it has recently been argued,
objects accidentally or, more importantly, deliberately deposited can be viewed as
inextricably connected to practices involved in the creation of symbolic narratives,
constructing individual identities and collective memories. Since these practices
are context-specific, the choice of spaces and locations plays an important role in
the act of deposition.

This is proposed to be illustrated in the context of two Early Helladic Il pits un-
covered in 2002, during the public works for the Olympic Games, on the border
of the modern municipalities of Acharnai and Kephisia in NE Attica. The material
excavated includes a large quantity of pottery, as well as obsidian. Among the top
levels of Pit 1 lay several vessels more or less completely preserved, comprising
small single-handled cups, as well as single- and two-handled tankards, shapes
that have been connected with drinking and eating activities, particularly in the
context of ritual practices. This material will be interpreted in direct association to
its location, on top of a low hill on the banks of the Kephisos river, directly over-
looking the expanse of Mount Parnes.

Despite the fact that no architectural remains of the actual settlement were found,
the material will be examined as part of the lives of the inhabitants of the location.
In this sense, a context-specific viewing of the grouping of objects is proposed,
allowing for its interpretation in terms of practices connecting the everyday with
the exceptional, constructing communal bonds and individual narratives.

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THE METAL RESOURCES OF LAVRION DURING
THE BRONZE AGE: A SYNTHESIS OF THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL
AND ARCHAEOMETRIC DATA

1. Lavrion Centre for Environmental Education

This paper focuses on the exploitation of the metal ore deposits found in Lavrion
from the 3rd millennium BC to the end of the 2nd millennium BC, when lead, sil-
ver and copper ores were mined in the region and distributed across the Aegean.
Admittedly, the archaeological evidence from Lavrion in the form of mining instal-
lations or metallurgical workshops is either infrequent and scarce (e.g. mine no. 3
at Thorikos, a piece of late MH litharge also from Thorikos) or exceptional but in-
direct (e.g. EH silver producing workshops in several spots throughout Mesogeia),
probably due to the systematic exploitation of the region in subsequent histori-
cal periods. In fact, we would not perhaps be able to identify Lavrion as a major
source of metals for BA Aegean had there not been for lead isotope analysis (and
this is particularly true for copper, as Lavrion was renowned for its rich silver-
bearing cerussite and galena ores, but was not commonly considered as a copper
source). The analytical data based on a large number of lead and copper objects
from BA contexts in the Aegean has shown the use of Lavreotic metals. In the
case of lead, Lavrion appears to be an almost exclusive source for MBA and LBA
mainland Greece, while in the case of copper, Lavrion is certainly one of the main
providers. Even though some of these statements have been disputed, it is clear
that lead isotope analysis has offered new possibilities for potential metal sources
within the Aegean and has provoked new ideas in relation to the circulation and
trading of metals in prehistoric times.

For the purposes of this paper | will first examine the archaeological evidence of
Attica by recording the metal finds brought to light from BA sites. Furthermore, |
will review and discuss the lead isotope analytical data that implicate Lavrion. The
combined evidence will be used to explore in what way, if any, the local communi-
ties were affected or even benefited by the rich mineral deposits of Lavrion.

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MYCENAEAN POTTERY FROM MINE NO. 3 AT THORIKOS,
LAVRION: A PETROGRAPHIC STUDY

Recent analytical approaches to Mycenaean pottery have made significant pro-
gress in identifying production locations and exchange patterns in key areas
around the Saronic Gulf. Such work has characterised a popular fabric produced
in Attica which has its origin in the area of Alimos. It is now of great significance
to examine the range of fabrics present at a variety of Attic sites and this paper
makes the important step of investigating a major site on the eastern seaboard,
that of Mine no. 3 at Thorikos, located to the west of the Theatre on the Velatouri
Hill.

Penelope Mountjoy’s excellent study and publication of the ceramic assemblage
dating from Transitional LH [1IB2/LH 1lIC early-11IC middle is important in terms of
our understanding of regional chronology and interaction. Through her research,
she has suggested typological links to a wide range of significant Mycenaean
centres and settlements. Taking this as our cue, a selection of the LH I11B2/LH 11IC
early pottery studied by Mountjoy has been examined using thin section petrog-
raphy and compared with previously studied contemporary ceramic assemblages
from around the Attic region and beyond.

This paper reports the results of the petrographic study and highlights the pro-
duction origin of several vessel types. Furthermore, when placed into a wider Attic
regional setting, including data from significant excavations on and in the imme-
diately surrounding area of the Athenian Acropolis, at Eleusis and Kontopigado
Alimou, the pottery from Thorikos provides important insights into the production
and circulation of vessels from a range of types, thus providing the foundation for
examining the prospects of identifying new Attic potting centres.

THE MYCENAEAN SETTLEMENT IN KONTOPIGADO, ALIMOS.
THE HABITATION LEVELS AND THE POTTERY SEQUENCE

ELINA KARDAMAKT

1. Independent scholar

The Mycenaean settlement at Kontopigado is situated 5 km south of the Acropolis.
It consisted of separate residential units and in its direct vicinity a unigue installation
has been recently discovered. At least three habitation levels have been recognised
in the settlement before its final abandonment in LH IIIC early, while Mycenaean
pottery of LH 1IB/LH IlIAT1 and LH IlIA2 date is also frequent. Of special interest is
the intermediate level that represents an extensive destruction horizon with many
pots in situ. The examination of the pottery highlights various aspects, such as the
relation to Athens and the East Aegean or the existence of a local pottery style that
is most obvious on the painted wares.

The settlement at Kontopigado offers a rare case within Attica of a Mycenaean set-
tlement with subsequent occupation levels and stratified deposits. One of the main
aims of the ongoing research, from which the preliminary results will be presented,
wishes to establish an internal pottery sequence in an attempt to link the various
occupation and destruction levels of Kontopigado with those occurring in Athens,
Attica and other regions as well (Argolid, Corinth and Aigina). One aspect of par-
ticular interest concerns the apparent absence or rarity in Kontopigado of pottery
types that are characteristic for the 13th century BC and it will be further discussed
whether this phenomenon reflects an actual drawback in Athens or a pottery re-
gionalism.

This paper is intended to examine the Attic tholos tombs on the basis of their
historical and architectural context. The four known tholos tombs of Attica were
found in Thorikos, Acharne (Menidi) and Marathon. The two tholos tombs in
Thorikos were first investigated by Valerios Stais, in 1890 and 1893, and later stud-
ied by an expedition of the Belgian School at Athens. The tholos tomb in Mara-
thon was first mentioned by Georgios Sotiriadis, whereas the monument in Acha-
rne is known since 1872. The architectural form of these four monuments indicates
not only a close similarity to other tholos tombs of the Greek mainland, but also a
transitive phase within the Attic tomb-architecture. In this paper, the dimensions,
place and form of the Attic tholos tombs are examined, in comparison to the
equivalent information concerning the earlier Attic or Mycenaean nearby tombs.

AESTHETICS OF UNIFORMITY AND DIVERSITY IN PERSONAL
ADORNMENT: GLASS AND FAIENCE ORNAMENTS IN ATTICA
DURING THE PRINCIPAL MYCENAEAN PERIOD

This work examines the manufacturing technology, burial deposition and spatial
distribution of glass and faience ornaments in Attica during LH IIIA-B. Emphasis is
given on the glass and faience assemblages of the tholos tomb at Menidi and the
chamber tombs at Spata owing to their large quantity and outstanding quality,
their morphological standardization and decorative multiplicity. An entirely fresh
study after the old publications of the Menidi tholos by H.G. Lolling (1880) and
Spata chamber tombs by B. Haussulier (1878) has yielded significant information
on the manufacturing technology of Mycenaean glass beads and relief plagues.
A comparative study with vitreous ornaments from cemeteries in the broader re-
gion of Attica (Athens, the Athenian Agora, Brauron, Varkiza-Vari, Voula-Alyki,
Kalamaki, Eleusis) reveals both standardization and particular predilection in the
use of characteristic types of vitreous ornaments. Amongst the most significant
results are: a) the identification of a wide range of glass colours and bead forms,
b) a characteristic mode of bead stringing (unparalleled as yet outside Attica),
and c) a diverse repertoire of standardised motifs and designs decorating the
moulded relief plaques. A reconstruction of specific technological aspects of My-
cenaean glass and faience working is discussed and a proposed mobility of vitre-
ous artefacts morphologically alien to the products of the Mycenaean glass indus-
try is also illustrated. Ultimately, the paper aims to elucidate the use of vitreous
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jewellery in personal adornment as this is set within the jewellery fashion trends
and aesthetic preferences during the principal Mycenaean period.

RELIGIOUS GLYPTIC ICONOGRAPHY IN ATTICA:
A COMPARISON WITH THE WIDER MYCENAEAN WORLD

JENNIFER PALMER!

The images engraved upon seals, rings, and their associated clay sealings consti-
tute a valuable source of information regarding the religion of Late Bronze Age
Aegean society. However, few seals and rings (and no sealings) bearing figurative
scenes have been discovered in Attica, whilst even fewer display iconography
that could be regarded as religious in character. This is in stark contrast to other
comparably sized regions such as Boeotia and the Argolid, which have yielded
numerous religious designs. This presentation outlines the scenes of a potentially
religious nature discovered in Attica and provides justification for this interpreta-
tion. These artefacts include the unique ‘matrix’ from Eleusis and the so-called
‘Minotaur Ring’ from Athens. The details of the contexts in which these artefacts
were found are examined and are compared with the contexts associated with
similar artefacts found elsewhere in the Mycenaean world. Moreover, the possible
place of manufacture of each artefact is discussed and an argument is put forward
for regarding the Eleusis ‘matrix’ as being of Minoan origin. The probable uses of
the artefacts and the potential relevance of the motifs to these uses are also ad-
dressed.

This presentation will finally aim to ascertain the extent to which the glyptic arte-
facts discovered in Attica correlate with the wider pattern of distribution of glyp-
tic religious iconography. Differences will be accounted for, thus elucidating the
relationship between Attica and the rest of the Mycenaean world.

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THE ACROPOLIS OF BRAURON DURING THE
2ND MILLENNIUM BC: AN OVERVIEW

KONSTANTINOS KALOGEROPOULOS!

The aim of this paper is to gather the available facts deriving from the Athens Ar-
chaeological Society’s excavations at the acropolis of Brauron, establish a chrono-
logical order and assess Brauron’s role within the cultural development of Mainland
Greece and the Aegean in the 2nd millennium BC.

The structures built and used on the acropolis at Brauron have been associated with
Middle Helladic and Late Helladic pottery since they were identified by loannis Pa-
padimitriou in the mid of the twenthieth century. The partly stratified assemblages
included both local and imported vessels.

The relative chronology which has been established for the area may now be re-
fined by the consideration of new evidence of pottery assemblages: ceramic types,
shapes and wares are recognized and their stratigraphic relationships are used to
define ceramic phases. These ceramic phases from Brauron are placed in a regional
context by relating them to sequences established from surrounding areas, particu-
lar those from the southern Greek Mainland and the Cyclades. The developments of
LH I and LH Il come into particular focus.

THE PREHISTORIC TUMULI OF MARATHON-VRANA:
A NEW RESEARCH PROJECT

The prehistoric mounds excavated by Spyridon Marinatos in the early 1970s at
the site of Vrana, in the Marathon plain, are widely considered as one of the most
important funerary assemblages of the Aegean Bronze Age. Being part of an ex-
tended tumulus cemetery, they span an unusually long period from the MBA to
the end of the LBA, and they contain a wide variety of tomb-types, from simple
graves with single inhumations to spacious multi-roomed structures with side
entrances and remains of numerous burials. So far, the Vrana tumuli have been
known only through preliminary reports. In 2013, the Archaeological Society of
Athens granted us permission to study and prepare for publication the finds and
monuments of this important site. The first year of the project has been dedi-
cated to the study of the pottery from the tombs, the architectural history of the
mounds and the burial customs. In this paper, we will summarize the history of
excavations, outline the importance of the monuments, and present the objectives
of the new research project.

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ATTICA IN THE MIDDLE: MIDDLE HELLADIC POTTERY
KOINAI AND THE FORMATION OF CULTURAL IDENTITY

The formation of a common cultural identity in several areas of Mainland Greece
during the Middle Helladic period is a subject already discussed to some extent.
The discussion has been mainly based on funerary practices, as is also the case
with many other discussions about the socio-political framework of the period.

In the present communication we will explore the question of cultural identity in
Attica during the MH period through the examination of pottery production and
technology. The study will be based on evidence from sites of eastern Attica (e.g.
Aphidna, Marathon, Brauron, Thorikos) or central and western Attica (e.g. Athens,
Kiapha Thiti, Eleusis), i.e. areas that are considered to present variation in their
external affiliations. The forthcoming publication of prehistoric Eleusis offers new
possibilities to enlarge the discussion and base it on stratigraphical evidence.

Attica lies in a strategic position between the mainland and the insular world and
seems to have received various influences. But which of them are the most de-

terminative for the formation of the cultural identity of the region? It has already
been suggested that the Cyclades have a stronger impact on the eastern part of
Attica, while Aigina predominates in the external contacts of the western region.

Recent studies of MH sites in eastern Attica seem to confirm the forehead sug-
gestion only partially: vases of Cycladic origin or inspiration are very present in-
deed but Aeginetan vessels seem to appear in the same frequency. On the other
hand, numerous Grey Minyan vases with good parallels at Pefkakia, Mitrou and Or-
chomenos perhaps suggest that eastern Attica had strong affiliations with Central
Greece as well. On the other hand, in western Attica (just as in the NE Pelopon-
nese) the Aeginetan presence is stronger than the Cycladic one, while the conti-
nental, Minyan tradition appears rather stable. It follows that there is not a uniform
MH cultural tradition in Attica, a fact that should be largely due to its natural land-
scape. This variation raises also the question of the position of Attica in the nexus
of mainland pottery traditions. As has been recently suggested, different pottery
traditions do not have to do only with different manufacture techniques but also
with varied consuming habits, suggesting wider socio-economic perspectives.

REGIONALITY IN THE MIDDLE HELLADIC PERIOD:
REPLACING ATTICA IN ITS WIDER CONTEXT

Important recent progress in the study of the Middle Helladic period allows to
discern regional differences and to focus on local characteristics within a wider
pottery tradition. This is the case especially in more peripheral regions, but ac-
counts also for the main areas of Central Greece. Attica occupies geographically a
privileged position and is surrounded by most important regions, at least in terms
of research focus: Boeotia, which is often regarded as the centre of the Minyan
tradition, Aegina, the major trading centre, Kea with its connections towards the
Cyclades and Crete, Euboea, which produced a paramount reference stratigraphy
and last but not least the Argolid, on the opposite side of the Saronic Gulf. Cultur-
ally and politically, Attica was hardly a marginal zone and its rich metal sources
might have been just one factor.

In Attica itself the number of MH sites has significantly increased in recent years
(compare e.g. the contributions to the Mesohelladika conference) and a first inter-
regional comparison can be attempted. Indeed, regardless of the still fragmentary
state of publication, local pottery production sites are known while undisputed
imports from Crete, the Cyclades and mainly Aegina have been identified.

The aim of this paper is to place Attica in its wider context, mainly based on pot-
tery studies, firstly through the comparison of the evidence from Attica itself with
other production centres and secondly by the reassessment of its neighbouring
regions and their role. Such an outside view, building upon the author’s own re-
search e.g. in Euboea and the Spercheios valley, intends to offer a reinvigorated
approach to Attica itself and to fill still existing research gaps.
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THE POLITICAL GEOGRAPHY OF ATTICA
IN THE MIDDLE AND THE LATE BRONZE AGE

NIKOLAS PAPADIMITRIOU!, MICHAEL B. COSMOPOULOS?

The myth of the synoecism has triggered much speculation about the possible
unification of Attica in the Bronze Age. In the present paper, we will seek to recon-
struct the political geography of the region in the MBA and LBA under the light

of ’hard’ archaeological evidence and recent theoretical developments concerning
the formation of Bronze Age states. Emphasis will be laid on the distinct trajecto-
ries of major sub-regions (the plains of Thriasion, Athens, Mesogeia and Marathon,
and the metal-rich area of Lavrion), the external (spatial distribution, settlement
patterns, topography) and internal (architectural organization, size, function)
characteristics of habitation, inter-regional and external contacts, industrial activi-
ties and evidence from tombs.

Notwithstanding the lack of modern systematic surveys and excavations, prelimi-
nary analysis suggests that during the MBA and early LBA, each sub-region was
dominated by a single centre (Eleusis, Athens, Thorikos, Brauron and Marathon-
Plasi/Vrana) with little interaction with each other, low site-hierarchy, participation
in various trade networks and diverse funerary traditions. In LH IIB/IIIA1, however,
interesting developments took place (establishment of new settlements, the ‘My-
cenaeanization’ of material culture, increasing investment in domestic and funer-
ary architecture, the decline of Thorikos, etc.), which may suggest competition
among regional centres, perhaps related with wider developments in the Aegean.
Whether this resulted in a process of political integration, continuing fragmenta-
tion or the partial subjugation of Attica to another Mycenaean state depends

on the interpretation of the still meagre LH IIIA2-B evidence, which presents a
number of ‘irregularities’, such as the emergence of new wealthy centres (Menidi
and Spata), the gradual decline of Eleusis and the puzzling lack of activity from
Lavrion (despite the presence of numerous objects made of Lavrion ores in My-
cenaean palatial contexts). The situation becomes clearer in the LH IlIB late-IlIC
early period, when the Athens basin becomes a primary focus or economic and
political activity. This, combined with the obvious shrinkage of other major cen-
tres, suggest the expansion of the Athenian kingdom beyond its original borders.
The extent and duration of such expansion, however, and its relation with later
myths, is still questionable.

OUT OF ATTICA:
MODELING MOBILITY IN THE MYCENAEAN BRONZE AGE

SYLVIAN FACHARD', ALEX R. KNODELL?

The landscapes of Attica are some of the most heavily traversed in all of Greece, yet
modern development and selective archaeological attention has left a great imbal-
ance in our understanding of them in the long term. While much work has been
devoted to the shifting character of the region in the Archaic and Classical periods,
Bronze Age land routes within Attica and linking it to its immediate neighbors re-
main obscure. This is partly due to a lack of archaeological remains, especially when
compared with the abundance of evidence from the Peloponnese. Yet, even without
the ‘hard’ evidence of Mycenaean road construction, there is quite a lot we can say
about Bronze Age regional connections.

This paper aims to better articulate such connections by examining indirect evi-
dence for the existence of Attic land routes. Settlement patterns, neighboring cent-
ers, natural resources, and geomorphology all contribute to how places connect.
We use a combination of GIS-based spatial analysis, remote sensing, and more
qualitative approaches to landscape to model, evaluate, and interpret potential land
routes through and beyond the Attic countryside, giving special attention to its
northern and western borders. While our particular focus is on the Late Bronze Age,
our methods are also applicable to other periods and regions. Moreover, we argue
that such a model-building and interpretative approach is necessary in order to
address issues of regionality and connectivity in a landscape in which much of the
archaeological record has been covered or destroyed by later construction.

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TOMB V AT THORIKOS REVISITED
ROBERT LAFFINEUR'

Tomb V, the so-called tumulus, has been found and excavated on the Velatouri hill
at Thorikos, close to Tomb |V, the “oblong” tholos tomb, by a team of the Univer-
sity of Liege in the 70s. Though the earliest funerary monument in the Mycenaean
cemetery, it has been published only in a very preliminary and short report in
Thorikos VIII 1972-1976 (1984), p. 61-71, with very few illustrations. A detailed plan
of the tomb was missing, in addition. This lacuna has been filled in by an approxi-
mate sketch that does not correspond to the reality of the monument, illustrated
in I. Kilian-Dirlmeier’s monograph on the MH shaft-grave excavated in Aegina Kol-
onna (Das Mittelbronzezeitliche Schachtgrab Von Agina, Alt-Agina IV, 3,1997, fig.
50). Such a sketch contributes to the distribution of an image that gives the risk
to be wrongly understood as the exact and official plan of the tomb. The drawing
of a detailed plan was thus an obligation that could fortunately be fulfilled in 2007,
in connection with a five year survey program conducted by the author, the aim
of which was to determine the possible extensions of the Mycenaean necropolis.
A closer examination of Tomb V can now be proposed, focusing on its unusual
structure, on the finds it has yielded, on its place in the development of mainland
tumuli, on its possible relation with the settlement on top of the acropolis, and on
its integration in the process of re-use of Mycenaean tomb sites for cult purposes
that it clearly documented at Thorikos in later periods. These are important issues
for the history of Early Mycenaean Attica that will be the subject of the present
paper.

LIFE AND DEATH IN MYCENAEAN ATTICA.
THE EVIDENCE OF VRAVRON AND OTHER MYCENAEAN
CEMETERIES OF THE REGION

THANASIS J. PAPADOPOULOS', TLITSA KONTORLI-PAPADOPOULOU?

The aim of this joint paper is to present and show, on the basis of the available ar-
chaeological data from the Mycenaean cemetery at Vravron and other Attic con-
temporary sites, the conditions of life, the everyday activites and the social organi-
zation of the inhabitants of Attica during the Late Bronze Age. Especially and as
regards the Mycenaean cemetery at Vravron, which has been recently published at
SIMA, one may note that the extant evidence of a total 37 tombs excavated so far,
is sufficient - although incomplete - to show (a) that the wealth and variety of the
finds underline Vravron’s position at the forefront and the important role it played
in the world of Mycenaean Attica and (b) that the corresponding settlement was
inhabited from MH times and during almost the whole of the Mycenaean period,
i.e. from LHI to LH IlIC middle, with the greatest flourishment during the LH IIIA-B
periods.

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A RE-EXAMINATION OF THE MENIDI THOLOS TOMB
AND ITS SIGNIFICANCE TO MYCENAEAN ATTICA

The tholos tomb at Menidi in the Acharnai municipality, at the site of Kokkinos
Mylos, was excavated in 1879 under the auspices of the German Archaeological
Institute, by archaeologist Habbo Gerhard Lolling. It is one of three tholoi in Attica
(along with the Marathon and Thorikos tombs) and displays a unique innovation in
that the relieving triangle is replaced with a grid of lintel stones. With a 27 m long
and 3 m wide dromos and a tholos 8.35 m in diametre and 8.74 m in height, the
Menidi tholos is one of the larger examples in Greece that was excavated almost
unplundered, at least as far as the non-metal objects were concerned.

The abundance and high quality of the finds, comprising clay and stone vessels

- among which an imported Canaanite amphora -, bronze weapons, ivories, seal-
stones, jewellery of gold, silver, bronze, glass and faience, and of course, an ivory
pyxis with a lid decorated with engraved goats and the unique ivory lyre - origi-
nally with seven or eight chords - with engraved decoration of sphinxes on the
base, stress the prominent position of the tomb’s occupant(s). The finds are dated
to the late 14th or early 13th centuries BC and are currently kept at the National
Archaeological Museum in Athens.

The paper aims to provide: a) a closer look on the tomb’s architecture, b) the
precise dating of the burial assemblage(s) based on pottery evidence, ¢) a full ac-
count of the non-metal finds, and d) a reapypraisal of the social status and external
contacts of the Menidi elite, in order to shed light on the tomb’s place in the Attic
tradition of tholoi and consequently the role of Menidi in the wider context of the
Athens plain and its relation with Athens itself.

STATUS AND THE ‘WARRIOR GRAVE’ IN MYCENAEAN SOCIETY
MARIA A. LISTON', SUSAN KIRKPATRICK SMITH?

The role of warfare in Mycenaean society, and its influence on status roles has
been explored extensively through literature and archaeology. However the skel-
etal remains from ‘warrior graves’ and the evidence for traumatic or violent death
have less often been examined. We have noted previously the lack of skeletal
evidence for war-related ante mortem or perimortem trauma in skeletal remains
fromm Mycenaean graves in the Athenian Agora that contained swords and other
weapons. In this paper we present evidence for violent death in other Mycenaean
skeletons from the Agora excavations that lacked weaponry or other indications
of warrior status. There is evidence for both blade or sharp force trauma and pro-
jectile impacts on skeletons found in contexts that had no indications of warrior
activity or elite status in the grave goods. We suggest that while weapons and
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armour may have indicated high status positions held by some individuals in My-
cenaean society, the physical impact of violence may have been borne more often
by males of lower status who could not afford to be buried with expensive weap-
onry. Therefore the actual warriors’ graves may be those that lack rich and elabo-
rate weapons normally used to assign warrior identity.

THE MYCENAEAN CEMETERY OF GLYKA NERA:
THE HUMAN OSTEOLOGICAL REMAINS

The present study focuses on the osteological sample from the people of the Late
Helladic lIlIA-B chamber tomb cemetery at Glyka Nera, which was excavated, from
1991, by the former B’ EPCA and directed by Evangelos and Olga Kakavogian-

nis. The cemetery consists of 22 chamber tombs and a number of pit burials. All
tombs were reused for multiple inhumations and were, in their majority, unlooted.
Fairly rich offerings include a variety of pottery, seals, beads, and a number of ter-
racotta figurines of the kourotrophos type as well as several female ®- and W-type
figurines.

The bioarchaeological analysis of the Glyka Nera material yielded a skeletal sam-
ple of approximately 100 individuals, males, females, adults and subadults. Each
chamber contained one to eight discrete burials, although fragmented and par-
tially represented, while the remaining individuals were severely disturbed and
commingled.

Regarding pathological conditions, this group exhibits a low occurrence of skel-
etal stress indicators, as anemic conditions, osteoarthritis and inflammatory reac-
tions are absent or at a very low prevalence. This suggests a consistent pattern

of a population with low stress levels, adequate nutrition, and fairly good living
conditions. Growth arrest lesions (linear enamel hypoplasia) suggest the presence
of moderate stress levels during development in childhood. High prevalence of
antemortem tooth loss is noted in both males and females, suggesting a carbohy-
drate rich diet, high dental infection and the presence of hard elements in the diet.
Trauma, and in particular cranial trauma, exhibits a relatively high prevalence but
all the cases are healed, small depressions, pointing to non-lethal encounters.

Stable isotope analysis of carbon and nitrogen was conducted a subsample from

the series, and indicated a diet high in animal protein and, probably, incorporation
of marine resources.

The settlement structure of Attica changed fundamentally at the transition from
the LH IllIC late to the Submycenaean period. East Attica was the most flourishing
part of Attica during LH IlIC whereas Athens was relatively unimportant. At the
end of the period all sites in east Attica were deserted. The cemetery at Perati is
the most prominent example for this development. With the beginning of the
Submycenaean phase Athens became the dominant center of Attica. What is
more, it seems that the vast majority of the population gathered around the Athe-
nian Acropolis because contemporary settlements in Attica are barely known.

The alteration of Attica’s settlement structure was accompanied by considerable
changes in the material culture and the burial customs, which reflect intense influ-
ence from regions to the north of Attica (especially the western part of central
Greece, western Macedonia and Epirus). Some contact with Achaea is evidenced
by a certain group of Submycenaean stirrup jars.

The concentration of the inhabitants of Attica in Athens at the beginning of the
Submycenaean phase was literally a synoikismos. This synoikismos probably laid
the foundations for the political unification of Attica and thereby for the emer-
gence of the Polis of Athens. This event could be the explanation for the remark-
able fact that the inhabitants of Attica called themselves in the historical periods
exclusively Athenians in regard to their citizenship.

ATTICA AND NORTH CRETE IN THE EARLY BRONZE AGE:
PARALLEL LIVES ALONG THE SOUTHERN AEGEAN LITTORAL

Over many decades, archaeological investigations in Attica has provided ample
evidence for close relationships with the Cyclades, seen particularly in the large
quantities of imported Cycladica, the local imitations of Cycladic-type objects, and
the strong influences in mortuary practices and funerary architecture. However,
interpretations are still haunted by traditional theoretical frameworks, which sug-
gest the existence of colonies or of intensive maritime networks of exchange and
interaction, operated by Cycladic mariners and merchants, a phenomenon widely
known as “International Spirit”. On the other hand, recent archaeological investi-
gations in northern Crete, also an area with close connections and interaction with
the Cyclades, has provided new evidence that enable us to go beyond problem-
atic issues of ethnicity or simplistic and descriptive interpretations of trade and
exchange, and examine the deeper mechanisms and the underlying factors of this
phenomenon.

In this paper, a comparative analysis of Attica and Northern Crete is presented,
aiming at identifying similarities and differences in the way Cycladic-type artefacts
and practices were adopted, adapted, appropriated, imitated and/or transformed
by the communities of these two regions. This comparative approach enables

us to make observations concerning complex issues, such as the operation of
gateway communities in Attica, the role and social importance of Cycladic-type
artefacts and practices, the existence of networks of relevance within and beyond
Attica, and the formation of entangled identities in the coastal communities of the
region. The final aim of this paper is to offer possible alternative ways of under-
standing and interpreting this complex phenomenon, and make suggestions for
future archaeological and analytical work in the area.
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‘A VIEW FROM ACROSS’: ISSUES OF CONNECTIVITY AND
HUMAN INTERACTION BETWEEN EUBOEA AND ATTICA FROM
THE EARLY HELLADIC TO THE EARLY MYCENAEAN PERIOD

That the lifes of prehistoric communities developed in parallel on the two coastal
sides of the Euboean Gulf has already been stressed in past bibliography. More
recent discoveries both on Euboea and in Attica, however, have made it possible
to plot these developments and processes much more comprehensively than be-
fore. Although both regions still lack full publications of their respective archaeo-
logical data, a synthetic approach taking in all the information currently available
could be very instructive. In this paper | will draw on the results of my study of the
Bronze Age Lefkandi-Xeropolis material and on other sites in Euboea in order to
explore the interactions between the aforementioned western Euboean coastal
sites and sites in Attica over the centuries that spanned the Early Helladic Il - Late
Helladic Il periods. It will be argued that the history between these two coasts
(Euboean and Attic) was not merely dependent on the socio-economic factors
that were part of the networks tying them closely together, but that the two
regions formed a sort of geographical entity beyond the clearly cut geographic
divisions as these are usually perceived. Moreover, new evidence based on recent
geoarchaeological work in various sites on the Euboean Gulf will allow us to ad-
dress with more precision the issue of the ‘dryness of the Euripos straits’ and the
tantalising date which has reference to their first navigability.

ATTICA AND MARITIME NETWORKS OF COMMUNICATION
FROM THE LATE EARLY BRONZE AGE TO THE EARLY LATE
BRONZE AGE (CA. 2100 TO CA. 1500 BC)

Attica is one of the most favourable regions for maritime communication in
mainland Greece. Located at the intersection between the southern Aegean and
central Greece, it enjoys unlimited access both to the Saronic and the Euboean
Gulfs - two networks of major importance for BA maritime traffic. However, dis-
cussion about these networks has traditionally focused on great trade centres (or
‘gateway communities’), such as Aegina-Kolonna and Kea-Ayia Irini, thus largely
overlooking the role of Attic sites. This is certainly due to the fragmentary state of
published archaeological data from the region. Yet, understanding the dynamics
of such networks and the patterns of exchange is impossible without reference to
this dominating (and rich in natural resources) landmass. The present paper will
attempt to draw a picture of the shifting relation of Attica with the Saronic and
the southern Euboean Gulfs in the course of the late EBA, the MBA and the early
LBA, as arises from an examination of published data and the preliminary results
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of on-going research projects. Aeginetan imports will be especially useful in this
effort, as they are widespread throughout the MBA and LBA in Attica and beyond.
Together with imports from Kea and other areas, they will help us to examine how
the various parts of Attica were connected to the maritime networks, and to at-
tempt chronological comparisons of the various sites and regions with each other.

ATTICA AND BOEOTIA IN THE MIDDLE HELLADIC PERIOD.
PRODUCTION, EXCHANGE AND CULTURAL BOUNDARIES

The neighbouring regions of Attica and Boeotia show for long periods of the
prehistory strong cultural affinities. This especially holds true during the Middle
Bronze Age, when technology in both areas seems to follow common traditions
that are linked to the sphere of Central Greece and different from those of the
Aegean islands and the Northern Peloponnesian centers. Local production, par-
ticularly of ceramics for which most data are available, seems homogeneous and
identical within both continental regions and rather variable in the coastal areas as
a result of external contacts opened by the sea trade.

This communication will explore the local diversity of production and the pat-
tern of external contacts in the geographical network of Attica, particularly the
relations with the neighbouring Boeotia. It will discuss the local characteristics
of pottery workshops, the general nature of the Attic production, and various
direct and indirect influences from other parts of mainland Greece. It will formu-
late new questions in the field of technology and will attempt to give answers to
older issues, such as whether similarities between Attica and Boeotia in the Mid-
dle Bronze Age is the result of frequent contacts between two different cultural
worlds or whether the two regions share cultural identity and development.

KEA AND ATTICA:
CONNECTIONS IN THE MIDDLE AND THE LATE BRONZE AGE

The goal of this paper is to provide an updated assessment of the changing re-
lationships and interconnections between Attica and the settlement of Ayia Irini
on Kea during the Middle and Late Bronze Age based on recent work in these
neighbouring regions. These interconnections have been primarily established on
the basis of evidence for metalworking and extensive trade contacts at Ayia Irini,
which strongly suggest that residents of that settlement played a critical role in
enabling - or manipulating - maritime access to the metallurgical resources of
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Lavrion by other Aegean communities. Nevertheless, except for Davis’ article of
1977, the character of the relationships between Attica and Ayia Irini during the
Middle and Late Bronze Age has not been considered in detail. Therefore, in the
present paper we discuss evidence that points to regional differences in trade pat-
terns and evaluate the possibility of other types of exchange between these areas.
Finally, we consider different trajectories of emergent socio-political complexity

in Attica and Avyia Irini, especially in the context of the configurations of power
across the wider Aegean region.

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THORIKOS WITHIN THE SOUTHERN AEGEAN
FROM THE NEOLITHIC TO THE LATE BRONZE AGE:
A VIEW FROM THE MINE 3 POTTERY

MARGARITA NAZOU'

The study of the prehistoric pottery excavated from Mine 3 at Thorikos provides
crucial insights into ceramic exchange among Thorikos and a large part of the
Southern Aegean. A systematic classification of the material into macroscopic
fabric groups, ceramic shapes and surface treatments/decorations allows a broad
distinction between local and imported wares and an identification of single and
multi-period consumption preferences of the Thorikos community. Starting from
the late stages of the Neolithic (Late and Final Neolithic) the bulk of the pottery

is locally produced, and there are very few possible imports of a micaceous gold
fabric. During the EB | Thorikos is already importing pottery from a volcanic area
(most likely Aegina) and talc ware from Siphnos. This trend continues in the EB Il
period, when a new taste for imported fine wares is observed. In the late EB II,
Thorikos is very closely linked to the island of Kea in ceramic terms, with numerous
stylistic similarities. The study of the pottery dated to the EB Ill, Middle and Late
Bronze Ages is still underway, but there are indications that Thorikos’ links with the
settlement of Ayia Irini on Kea continue to be strong. To conclude, Thorikos’ con-
tacts with the rest of the Southern Aegean, most likely triggered by its rich metal-
lurgical sources, contributed to the settlement’s wealth in the Mycenaean period.

THE EXCHANGE OF LATE MYCENAEAN POTTERY
FROM KONTOPIGADO, ALIMOS

Recent analyses of Mycenaean pottery in the area of the Saronic Gulf have shed
light on the everyday movement of ceramics at the end of the Mycenaean period
during LH IIIB-LH IIIC early. Vessels which have their origin in a variety of potting
centres have been recorded, notably products of Corinth, Aegina, the Argolid and
Attica. Central to the findings have been the newly identified centre of produc-
tion at Kontopigado, Alimos. The distinctive products of this centre have been
characterised stylistically and technologically in other presentations, and within
the Saronic Gulf a range of Alimos pottery from fine table wares through to large
bathtubs has been recorded in what seem to comprise everyday transactions and
consumer choices.

Building on this, we consider here new evidence from further afield, which sug-
gests a perhaps Aegean-wide importance of the products of this centre. Recent
examination of pottery at Tiryns has revealed transport stirrup jars (TSJs), ampho-
rae, hydria, deep bowls and dippers manufactured at Kontopigado. Nearby Midea
also has TSJs in the Attic fabric. Other sites in the Corinthia have deep bowls and
kylikes originating from Alimos.

Moving further afield, our recent study of Mycenaean pottery from Koukonisi on
Lemnos has also revealed the characteristic products of the same Attic produc-
tion centre occurring in TSJs and craters in the NE Aegean. We consider the impli-
cations of the widespread consumption of this Attic pottery, especially those used
in transporting commodities and in drinking activities.

ATTICA AND BOEOTIA AT THE END OF THE MYCENAEAN
WORLD: A COMPARATIVE STUDY OF LH IlIC CONTEXTS
AND POTTERY DEPOSITS

After a flourishing Mycenaean palatial period, Attica and Boeotia, as many areas
of the Greek Mainland at the end of the Bronze Age, were clearly less populated
in Late Helladic IlIC (1200-1100 BC). However, research on LH IlIC contexts and
pottery deposits leads us to argue for a strong cultural continuity in some areas
within Attica or Boeotia, such as the area of Porto Rafti and the eastern coast

of Boeotia near Chalkis. This paper attempts a comparative examination of two
neighbouring regions in order to understand why some sites were still occupied
in LH IlIC while other disapeared, as well as to shed light on the place of Attica in
a postpalatial - although still Mycenaean - world. | will firstly focus on settlement
and grave patterns of the three LH IIIC phases in Attica and Boeotia, and stress
the importance of coastal areas in land use. Funerary and household assemblages
deserve then further consideration, since they can reveal different social or eco-
nomical dynamics. My claim will be illustrated in particular by funerary deposits
from Perati in Attica and from the hills surrounding the Theban Kadmeia in Boeo-
tia as well as by pottery from Athens and the mine of Thorikos. New consideration
on the pottery function and quality will help us to understand the role of Athens
and Attica in LH lIIC.
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
