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FOREWORD

This year’s Symposium of the Department of Archacology and History of Art
is the ninth in a series of symposia initiated in 1996. The aim of these symposia is to
communicate to our colleagues, students, the community of scholars and the general
public, the results of the research carried out by the Department’s teaching staff and
their collaborators. Our purpose is to promote scholarly dialogue and invite
constructive comments.

The work that will be presented in this symposium is the result of research
conducted over the last two years, which, despite the existing adversities, continue to
exist and unexpectedly to increase. The papers correspond to the area of specialization
of the participants, they cover a wide time span from the prehistoric period to the
modern times and refer to various fields of Archaeology and History of Art, such as
topography and landscape studies, architecture, sculpture, coroplastic, ceramics,
iconography, painting, as well as religion, museum studies and cultural heritage
management. A number of papers present the results of excavations, and surface and
geophysical surveys, while others deal with architectural remains, artifacts of material
culture, as well as individual artists; nevertheless, all of them aim at raising a number
of issues, following a broad array of interpretative approaches. We hope, therefore,
that they will contribute to fruitful discussions and the promotion of scientific
knowledge. Worth noting are the presentations delivered by our post-graduate
students, highlighting aspects of the academic work carried out in our Department.

The Symposium will close with a series of short papers on the collections of
the Museum of Archaeology and History of Art, which belongs to the Faculty of
History and Archaeology. This special session has been organised by its director,
Prof. M. Constantoudaki-Kitromilides, with the participation of current or former
curators of its collections.

Also, as part of the Symposium, we have organized an exhibition of small
scale sculptures by the artist Nikos Sofialakis (1914-2002), in collaboration with the
“Centre for Neoclassical Sculpture Nikog Zogialaxng”.

The organization of the Symposium has been made possible thanks to the
generous funding by the School of Philosophy. We thank the Rector of the University
of Athens for granting permission to use the amphitheatre «Ilwévvng Apakémovriocy
and for allowing space for the exhibition.

The Minoan tholos tomb B at Apesokari, Mesara.

Material remains, funerary ritual and social structure

Tholos tomb B at Apesokari, Mesara, was excavated in 1963 by C. Davaras,
Emeritus Professor of Prehistoric Archaeology at the National and Kapodistrian
University of Athens and then Curator of Antiquities. The excavation rescues small
part of the already twice looted tholos but traced the annex intact. These comprise six
rooms, two semi-open areas, one ossuary pit and a pottery dumping area. In 2009 and
after the excavator had kindly granted his permission, the study of the excavation
finds began, aiming at their final publication. The assemblage of movable finds
comprises 1052 complete vessels and diagnostic pottery sherds, 38 stone vessels, a
few stone tools, shells, seals and jewellery. In addition, there are 13 plastic crates with
9701 pottery sherds from at least 3881 vessels. The excavator collected a larnax burial
and very few human bones from three in situ burials. However, the bone refuse area
from the ossuary was located during the works in 2011 and an efficient sample was
collected. The paper presents the above material selectively and reconsiders the dating
of the use of the tomb complex. It examines the changes in funerary customs, namely
from simple inhumation to the use of the larnax and attempts to connect the history of
tholos B to wider transformations in Minoan Prehistory. In specific, it is argued that
the foundation of the first palace at Phaistos was a short-term benefit to the group of

people that used tholos tomb B.

The myth of Pelops as founder of the Olympic Games.

A typical example of intentional history

A decisive element in ancient Greek political argumentation was rendering land
claiming, institution founding or paternity of facts to the furthest possible time. This
procedure was accomplished through the attribution of particular acts to their mythical
ancestors, gods and heroes.

The big majority of ancient Greek myths were constructed retrospectively in
order to justify sovereign demands or land claiming and to trace the beginnings of
important facts and institutions which had been forgotten. The creation of such myths
can be placed within the framework of intentional history, which comprised part of
the self-definition of ancient Greeks, for whom borders between myth and history
were not always differentiated.

According to the ancient Greek tradition, one of the founders of the Olympic
Games was Pelops, who as a potential bridegroom beat the king of Pisa Oinomaos in
chariot racing, married his daughter Hippodameia and consequently became king of
the area. Recent research considers that Pelops’ choice as founder of the Games was
introduced in early 6™ century b.C., at a time when Helians were trying to mark their
domination of the Olympia Sanctuary and their undoubted prominence in organizing
and conducting the Olympic Games.

In this lecture there will be an attempt to investigate, as far as possible, causes
and aims related to this particular choice, as well as the frame during which this

choice was made.

Lotus-and-Acanthus Capitals:

The workshops in Athens and Laconia

An unusual type of capital, presenting many and various samples, is widely
spread in Athens and in Laconia: its basket carries a lower zone with acanthus leaves
and an upper zone -sometimes double- with riparian or pointed leaves.

This type, common from the 1st century A.D. onwards, mainly in the eastern
part of the Roman Empire, is a genuine and original Greek creation, the parameters of
which have not yet been studied adequately. Numerous examples of the type are
found in Asia Minor -where it appears to have originated- in Athens, in the
Peloponnese (especially in Laconia and in Corinth) and elsewhere.

This paper aims to present part of the material that is accumulated in Athens and
Laconia, helping to map the typology and morphology of this type of capitals.

The majority of the capitals presented is of unknown origin. However, their
study is of particular interest since they extend across a very wide chronological
range, from the 1st century A.D. through the post-byzantine era, and they present a
variety of styles.

By the study of this material our knowledge about the sculptural workshops in
Roman Athens is widened. Furthermore, Laconia is accented as an independent
artistic workshop which flourishes using local marble. Finally, it will be established
that common features for both workshops are the influences from Asia Minor as well

as the posterior revivals of the type under consideration.

Ancient sources and topographical problems

Alexander the Great managed, thanks to his military and political skill, to
conquer the mighty Persian Empire, setting the scene for the birth of the Hellenistic
world. Though we can appreciate the ingenuity of the young Macedonian king as a
general on the basis of his victories, many aspects of his military actions are not
always so clear and are a matter of historical debate. The same obscurity applies to his
opponent, Dareios III, the Great King of Persia. This has, of course, to do with the
quality of the historical sources we have at our disposal, a well known problem
regarding the entire period. Alexander and Dareios fought three major battles that
sealed the fate of the Persian Empire: at Granicus, at Issus and at Gaugamela. Of the
three, Gaugamela was the last, therefore the most decisive.Nevertheless, the
reconstruction not only of the battle itself but of the events leading to it as well,
remain obscure.

One of the crucial points that our sources confuse is the exact location of the
battle. Though at a first look it seems the least of the problems that our sources have,
it is imperative, because it would allow us to comprehend the military options that the
two commanders had during a campaign that sealed the fate of the great Persian
Empire. My paper will combine an overview of the relevant sources, not only Greek
and Latin, with some preliminary observations of my visit in 2011 to the area of
modern Erbil in northern Iraq, in the wider area of which the battle was conducted,

trying to readdress this old problem, one the many regarding Alexandrian studies.

Gold as a Means of Exchange in the Near East
during the Late Bronze Age

The use of metals for rendering goods and services in pre-coinage Mesopotamia
was of rather extensive practice. Among the metals that served as a standard of value,
silver and gold particularly stand out, especially when the latter replaced the former,
causing a disruption of more than one millennium of continuous use.

The aim of this presentation is to introduce the meaning of ‘money’ and what
was considered as such, during the pre-coinage Mesopotamia of the LBA, especially
in reference to the use of silver and its replacement with gold during the Kassite
period. A description of the economic history and institutions of the aforementioned
society will be provided, and in order to do so there will be a short presentation of the
chronological-historical framework. Moreover, a special reference to the Amarna
diplomatic correspondence will be made, the letters of which yield interesting

information pertaining to this ‘golden interval’ the Kassite kings imposed.

The temple of Asclepios in Lissos

The city of ancient Lissos is situated in the bay and valley of Saint Kirkos
(Kirykos), between Paliochora and Sougia, on the south shore of Crete. The ruins of
the ancient water break, a Roman theatrical structure, a bath complex, tombs,
byzantine churches and chapels stand in the site, which is now protected by the Greek
Ministry of Culture and Tourism. Among these ruins survive the remains of the
famous sanctuary of Asclepios, the actual epicenter of life in ancient Lissos. The
sanctuary, which is located in the outlet of the canyon and comprises of a number of
spaces and small plateaus on a series of retaining walls, was excavated in the decade
of the 1950’s by archaeologist Nicolaos Platon.

The small temple of the god lacked a portico; the main theme of the facade must
have been the monumental door. The interior included a screened space before the
pedestal of the cult statue, a low ‘bench’ against the three walls of the cella and a
mosaic floor which could have been laid during a late stage of development.

The ionic door frame with the voluted consoles was unusually combined with
the doric wall entablature above it. Certain details of the door frame’s decoration also
occur in Alexandria and Cyrene, Libya. Our team documented in detail the in situ
remains, a large number of the entablature blocks and the life size relief shield in the
tympanon wall of the pediment. It is established that the latter has an unusually —
within the context of Greek architecture- steep gradient. The moldings and the
proportions of the entablature betray progressive trends and simplification of elements
all of which commonly occur after the 31 century B.C. More exotic forms found in
the sanctuary seem to have been designed under the influence of Egypt’s artistic

sphere.

The archaeological site of the alleged “Roman baths” in Rafina.

Data and perspectives

This is the first presentation of a new project of collaboration between the
Department of History and Archaeology of the University of Athens and the 2™
Ephorate of Prehistoric and Classical Antiquities. The site known as “Roman baths” is
located at the entrance of the modern town of Rafina and was partly excavated,
mainly in the decade of 1970 by the 2™ Ephorate which consequently proceeded to
the necessary expropriation of the area.

By that time Roman bathing installations (balneum) were brought to light in the
centre of the site, while test trenches around the partly excavated building revealed
more architectural remains which apparently belong to an extensive complex, possibly
a large rural villa.

The excavated parts of the balneum are preserved to a considerable height and
include cisterns, paved areas, an underground arched corridor (cryptoporticus), while
in the areas of the warm baths (caldarium) more than one architectural phases dated
till the very Late Antiquity have been testified. Moreover, east of the bath an olive
press indicates the presence of rural installations, while a ceramic kiln is documented
at the north part of the site.

The first campaign, in 2012, was of a preliminary character and focused mainly
in seeking, identifying and organizing information and data of the old excavation. The
initial topographical and excavation plans have been corrected, unified and
incorporated in a grid. Meanwhile, the conservation team prepared urgent restoration
interventions for the excavated structures.

In 2013, this project will initiate a systematic campaign on the site with the
purpose of bringing to light a promising villa rustica of the Late Roman era which
will provide us with new information about settlements and many aspects of the
social-economic life in eastern Attica during the transitional period that spans the time

from the ancient world to the Christian era.

Experimental workshop on ancient pottery

My current research focuses on a five-day experimental pottery workshop that
recently took place at the Archaeological Museum of Thessaloniki (A.M.Th). The
workshop was organised in collaboration with the “Association of Ceramists-Potters
of Northern Greece” and the participation of undergraduate and postgraduate students
from the Department of Archaeology of the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki
(A.U.Th.). The goal was twofold, and more specifically:

a) The nonstandard form of education-familiarization of new archaeologists with
pottery, which is the most common and numerous archaeological find. Specific shapes
of local pottery were chosen, dating to the 7" and 6™ c. BC, i.e. the era when the
Kingdom of Macedonia was founded and developed. The students shaped, decorated,
fired the pots in a kiln and attempted to use them, with very interesting results. The
approach was purely experiential and combined archaeological knowledge with the
technical expertise of modern potters. The participants’ positive response laid the
ground for future projects of a similar nature. b) The second goal, and topic of my
ongoing study, is archaeometric and aims towards the experimental investigation of
issues of clay provenance and construction techniques of local pottery. Samples of the
clay used were collected, along with soils from which it was created (they were
extracted from the Pieria mountains and mixed in specific portions), as well as fired
and unfired pots. In cooperation with the A.M.Th chemist, Christos Katsifas, we will
monitor (qualitatively and quantitatively) the chemical structure of the raw materials
used in the experimental workshop, as well as the changes that occurred during the
process of pottery making.

The qualitative and quantitative results of the analyses will be grouped into
“control groups” in order to check the validity of the grouping, given that we have
knowledge of the initial clay soils. For the analysis of the vessels the following
analytical techniques will be used at the A.M.Th Chemical Analysis Laboratory: 1) X-
Ray Fluorescence (XRF), 2) Atomic Absorption Spectrometry (AAS). There is also
the possibility, in association with the A.U.Th Faculty of Sciences, to apply the
following analytical techniques: 3) Petrological study (polarizing microscope), 4)
Scanning Electron Microscope (SEM) and, 5) X-Ray Diffraction (XRD). According
to the above we will study the changes of structure that took place at the different
stages of the experimental production of pottery and we will check the methodology

that is followed to answer provenance questions.

Archaeological Research in Tell Nader and Tell Baqrta
in the Kurdistan Region of North Iraq

Since 2011 the Department of History and Archaeology of the University of
Athens is conducting a systematic excavation in Tell Nader, a site that is located at the
fringes of the city of Erbil (ancient Arbela) in the Kurdistan Region of Iraq. Tell
Nader was inhabited mainly during the Ubaid period (in particular late 5™ mill. B.C)),
although the site remained in use until the early 1*mill. B.C. For the time being, this is
the only Ubaid site that is being systematically excavated in northeastern
Mesopotamia.

In addition, our Faculty secured an excavation permit also for the particularly
big site Tell Baqrta, which is located ca. 28 km. south of Erbil. It is very probable that
this was the seat of the kingdom of Qabra(3™ mill. B.C.), and also the Neoassyrian
city Baqarru (early 1*mill. B.C.). Together with its lower city, where a survey was
conducted during 2012, this site is one of the largest in the Near East, larger even than
the city of Ebla in Syria. For this reason, TellBaqrta is a site of particular

archaeological and historical interest.

Tenos- Xobourgo 2011-2012

During the last two years (2011-2012) excavations at Xobourgo focused to the
east of the open-air “Pro-cyclopean” sanctuary, where a long, stepped structure was
revealed. The structure, which was established on bedrock, was crossing vertically
terrace A (squares A8, A9, K9) ascending to terrace D higher up. It seems to belong to
the inner side of a small gate and it offers valuable information on the history of the

fortification and the settlement.

Work in the museum concentrated on old finds. The Geometric vases from
Kontoleon’s excavations were catalogued, cleaned, restored and photographed. They
are studied for a publication that will handle the geometric pottery from the
unpublished grave groups of Tenos. To them is also included a group of vases “from

Tenos” formerly in a private European collection and now in the Vatican Museum.

The Man of Sorrows from Byzantium

to West-European Art and to Cretan Painting

The byzantine iconographic subject known as Axpa Torcivwaoig or the Man of
Sorrows represents Christ in bust, dead but standing, his head tilted to his shoulder,
arms parallel to his sides and often folded onto his stomach. The wounds from the
nails of the Crucifixion are visible on his hands, blood flows from his lance-pierced
side and the main organ of his martyrdom, the cross, is behind him. The mourning
Mother of God and St. John the Evangelist sometimes flank Jesus.

This representation of the Lord, despite its apparent simplicity, was charged
with complex symbolisms ever since its creation, in the Middle Byzantine period. It
seems that portable icons with the said composition became an object of veneration
and were used in processions during religious services related to the Holy Passion.
Lending itself to multiple interpretations, the theme was considered appropriate in
order to be used within various contexts, acquiring a liturgical, Eucharistic, devotional
or funereal character, according to the case. Furthermore, other underlying meanings
are suggested by particular details. From Byzantium the subject passed to the
Medieval West, where it underwent a new evolution in the art of central and northern
Italy; it was afterwards disseminated widely, under many iconographic variations, in
West-European art as a whole.

The aim of the paper is to trace the course of this iconographic subject from the
Byzantine tradition to western repertoire, and its re-introduction to early Cretan icon
painting, where it appears as a kind of a counter-loan, with elements from late
Medieval or early Renaissance art. Remarkable Cretan painters of the fifteenth
century, like Anghelos (Acotantos) and Nikolaos Tzafouris rendered this theme,
which was also depicted on numerous unsigned icons. The evolution of the subject in
the mixed cultural and artistic environment of Venetian Crete is studied. Different
variations of it are examined and an attempt is made to interpret its meaning within
the context of its use. On the other hand, the possible role of the Cretan literary
production of the period concerning the diffusion of the subject in Cretan art and

society is also investigated.

Is cultural heritage a public asset?

The question ‘who owns cultural heritage’, even if flamboyant and at some point
misleading, has been most common in the bibliography from the 1980’s onwards.
Different views rotating around the national and international legal context, the role of
archaeologists, the practices of museums, ethics and politics, the necessity of
including the public and difficulties encountered in the process has been thrown on
the table supporting individual, international and most commonly national ownership
over heritage, in favour of the citizens of a country.

The prevalence of mass production and mass democracy in the contemporary,
globalised environment affects, among others, cultural heritage making it importable
to economically productive (i.e. sustainable) processes, gradually eluding state control
in favour of private organisations. The public, in this frame, even if declared as the
main ‘owner’ of cultural heritage is degraded to a mere ‘visitor’ of intelligible sites,
cut away from any possible, creative dialogue with it.

This paper, based on parts of my PhD thesis, works on the public character of
cultural heritage through its social and cultural values, as it can been observed in the
current conditions of economic depression and various moves by communities

reflecting ownership rights and contrasting identities on the monuments.

Elafonissos before and after 2009:

old and new archaeological finds

Contemporary Elafonissos is identified with “Ovov yvd00” of Antiquity. The
archaeological research taken place in the end of the decade of 1950 had been limited
to an extensive archaeological survey which had covered a narrow coastal zone at the
northern end of the island, where the modern settlement of Elafonissos lies, as well as
parts of its western and southern sides. In this latter region a limited trial excavation,
the only one so far known on the island, had been conducted. During the intensive
archaeological survey in the area of modern Neapolis and part of Elafonissos, started
in 2009 onwards by the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens in
collaboration with the E” Ephorate, a broad coastal zone in the western part of the
island alongside with an inland zone have been investigated for the first time. The
survey has brought to light significant finds of Early Helladic, Mycenaean and
historical times as well as architectural remains of the Classical, Hellenistic and
Roman periods which contribute to the reconstruction of the history of the island and

its use in different chronological eras.

according to evidence from the Cave of Sarakenos in Kopais

The excavation in the cave of Sarakenos, in Kopais, constitutes a major ongoing
project on the prehistory of Greece. It is one of the largest excavated caves, with an
uninterrupted stratigraphy from the Middle Palaeolithic and up to the Middle Helladic
period.

From the neolithic deposits, a large group of finds has derived from intact
layers, a rare feature in the case of cave excavations. Fixed features such as floors and
hearths, allow the systematic examination of finds in combination with find places,
and shed light on usual but also unusual, even unique, activities which had taken place
in the area of the cave.

The research of caves comprises a substantial source of information on the
neolithic period. Given that some of the most important excavations were executed
under rescue or test scope, whereas some other considerably long ago, it is nowadays
even more crucial to reexamine activities within these places but also in their rural
context, extrapolating from the structured space of a built settlement.

Decorated pottery is a product of technological and ideological tradition, and as
such it is indicative element and product of intercourse between groups on both local
and extra- local level. The study of the material from the cave may posit a reference
point for the correlation of geographically and/or chronologically isolated sites, and
expose changing practices and ideological influences, in the course of a long time
span in central Greece. Furthermore, it allows not only to monitor the formation of
this tradition but also to proceed, to some extent, from the tangible material outcome

of pottery- making to its ideological content.

Specific iconographic elements in the depiction
of the first part of the Akathistos Hymn

in churches and manuscripts of the Palaiologan period

The purpose of the present study is: firstly, the presentation of some specific
iconographic elements in the depiction of the twelve first stances of the Akathistos
Hymn. These stances constitute the historical-biblical part of the Hymn. Secondly, the
presence of some of these elements in christological and mariological scenes of the
Palaiologan painting (1261-1453). The depiction of the Akathistos Hymn, the religious
poem in honor of Virgin Mary, is one of the most important iconographic cycles in the
art of the late byzantine period. Main sources of inspiration, others than the text itself,
are apocryphal texts, mainly the Protevangelium of James, as well as individual
elements of other apocryphal, such as the evangelium of Pseudo-Matthew. There are
also references from the Old Testament, homilies written by the Fathers of the Church,
and from hymnograpric texts.

Through the examination of the representations of the Akathistos Hymn in both
monumental painting and illustrated manuscripts, notable iconographic details are
presented, inspired by the written sources mentioned above. In parallel, an effort is
made to designate those iconographic details in scenes outside of the illustration of the
Hymn, spotted in extant monuments of Constantinople, Macedonia and Serbia of the
14™ and 15" century. Through this approach, the relation between the apocryphal,
patristic and hymnographic texts of the Christian literature and the art of the
Palaiologan period is confirmed. Moreover, the importance of the illustration of the
Akathistos Hymn as a way of highlighting the dogma of the Incarnation and the

projection of Virgin Mary’s role to that is also designated.

In search of meaning. Interpretive planning in museum exhibitions:

principles, challenges, and propositions

The making of a museum exhibition is a complex act based on multiple factors,
defined by the timing and the team of the project, their interpretive principles and
propositions, the exhibition space, the collections, various driving and restraining
forces, as well as current social dynamics and considerations.

Knowledge in the making of an exhibition cannot be but selective, to borrow the
telling title of a past and inspiring exhibition (Selective Knowledge, Cultural
Foundation of the National Bank of Greece, 2008). Selective knowledge talks about
the conscious choice to select until a story unfolds, on the basis of need, desire and
expectation.

In this presentation, I’ll reflect on the principles and conditions that determined
the interpretive planning of four archaeological museums and their first permanent
exhibitions, as shaped by the interdisciplinary project teams to which I have been also
a member. These four examples represent case-studies of nation-wide (Museum of
Underwater Antiquities), regional (Archaeological Museum of Messinia, Diachronic
Museum of Larissa), and site-specific museums (New Archaeological Museum of
Thermos).

The presentation aims to project how the interpretive planning of an exhibition
cannot be based on standarised interpretive recipies, but rather, it is a challenging
journey of discovery with many alternative routes to meanings, ideas and societies,

assisted each time by a specific kind of «compassy.

Palaiopolis at Andros. Old and New Finds

In 1832, two statues were unearthed by chance on the flat area by the seashore,
the well known male of Hermes, of the Andros-Farnese statuary type, and one female,
of the Large Herculaneum Woman type. In the correspondence between the
authorities of this period, partially unknown to the older researchers, which is stored
in the General State Archives, we can find the whole story of the finding of the statues
and their transportation to the National Museum of Aigina. The detailed conditions of
the statues unearthing provide us with evidence for their identification. The reference
in the correspondence to a tomb, found under the statues, drove many of the
researchers to suggest that the statues represent heroized dead. Some others identified
the statue of Hermes with an idealized representation of a dead or even with chthonian
Hermes, closely connected to a cult practice on the tomb. Others were led to the
assumption that the statue depicts Hermes Agoraios, since it came to light in the area
which was considered as the agora, an issue which has been confirmed later.

A hundred and seventy years later, new finds from the excavations in the same
area by the University of Athens, allow us to reevaluate several details of the
conditions under which the two statues were found and to reach more concrete
conclusions in order to identify them.Two more statues were revealed in pieces in the
ambulatory of the Early Christian basilica, which is excavated in the agora area. One
of the two statues depicts a naked male figure, bearing great similarities to the Hermes
Richelieu type. The second statue represents a female figure, which follows the type
of the statue from Thasos in the Istanbul Museum Nr 2151. It seems that all these four
statues represented heroized dead and were erected on monuments-heroa, similar to
these found in various parts of Greece.

It is also attested that spolia from the above mentioned Early Christian basilica

were used in the construction of the church of Panagia Theoskepasti at Chora.

Post-Byzantine reliefs of the Vorres Museum

The Vorres Museum at Paiania, Attica, includes a collection of post-Byzantine
reliefs from the Greek islands, exhibited at the wing of the old house and its annexes
and the gardens of the complex. These works were gathered since 1960’s, when the
so-called “traditional” sculpture had not been yet an object of scientific research. The
present paper gives a preliminary report on this material, with the kind permission of
the collector Mr. Ion Vorres.

A marble slab bearing the coat of arms of the Crispi-Zeno family, a branch of
the house of Crispi that ruled the duchy of Naxos, and the date 1499, forms the oldest
and only exactly dated piece of the collection. The rest of the reliefs are ascribed to
the 18th century and the beginning of the 19th, i.e. the era of the greatest flourishment
of marble sculpture in the Aegean. There are few architectural members, a Corinthian-
like capital and some perforated marble slabs closing windows and small openings.
Three slabs originally embellishing fountains are decorated with motives connected
with symbolic meanings of the water.

The so called “tenian” fanlights form the largest group in the collection; they are
small or bigger semicircular perforated slabs that were closing arches over doors,
allowing the natural light and fresh air to enter in the building. Their decoration,
incised or in low relief, consists of Christian and other symbols (crosses, bicephal
eagles, crowns), trees and flowers, geometrical patterns, features from the islands life
(sailing boats), animals of various kinds and humans. These widespread in the Aegean
motives have different artistic origins, varying from the earlier Byzantine tradition to
the then popular ottoman baroque style. However, they share a stylistic homogeneity,
thanks to the common artistic “language” that was developed in the sculpture of the

Aegean during the last centuries of the ottoman rule.

Exploring mountainscapes: The rediscovery and excavation

of a Neopalatial rural building complex at Anatoli, Ierapetra, East Crete

The Neopalatial period in Crete (1700-1450 B.C.) is characterized by the
establishment of large rural buildings and mansions for the exploitation of the local
natural resources. Such establishments have been excavated across the island, some
are located near the coast, others in the hinterland, though always at low altitudes, up
to 400 m above sea level. Theories on the importance of the Cretan uplands have been
expressed, but they were based on indirect evidence, with the single and prominent
exception of the central building at Zominthos, at an altitude of 1170 m, which,
nevertheless, is considered unique because of its location (on the way towards the
Idaean Cave), its size, and the character and quality of the finds.

In order to add new evidence and explore further the importance of the Cretan
mountains, particularly in a largely unknown area of Crete, we decided to focus our
research on the site of Gaidourofas, a small mountain valley at 900 m, on the eastern
range of the Dikti Mountains, above the village of Anatoli and 12 km northwest of
Ierapetra. Brief reports by Evans (1898), Pendlebury (1939) and Faure (1955) about
the area, mentioned a large building made of huge dressed stone blocks. The re-
discovery of the building remains in 2007 lead to a five-year research project (2012-
2016), under the auspices of the Department of History and Archaeology of the
University of Athens, aiming at the excavation and study of the building complex.
Although last year’s excavation was fairly limited, new evidence has been acquired
allowing us to make preliminary suggestions concerning the importance, character

and function of the building.

Palaeogeographic reconstruction of Elafonissos island (S.E. Peloponnese)

using marine remote sensing techniques

The geophysical survey for the palacogeographic reconstruction of the coastal
zone of Neapoli bay took place in partnership with Faculty of History and
Archaeology (National and Kapodistrian University of Athens) under the direction of
Prof. E. Mantzourani. Three acoustic systems were used in the Neapoli bay project: (i)
a single beam echo-sounder, (ii) a 3.5 kHz Geopulse sub-bottom profiler and (iii) an
EG&G side scan sonar, covered an area of approximately 54 km®. A Hemisphere
V100 GPS system with accuracy of about 2-3m was used for the navigation and the
positioning. Ninety four 3.5 kHz subbottom profiler and side scan sonar tracklines
having a total length of 269 km were surveyed. The tracklines were running
perpendicular to the shorelines of Neapoli bay and Elafonissos Island.

Within this presentation, only data acquired offshore the island of Elafonissos
will be presented. The profiles, collected at the eastern part of the island, showed that
the limestone bedrock is covered by loose sediments with a thickness ranging from 1
to 6 m. The limestone bedrock surface reveals numerous small scarps which appear as
sharp breaks in the overall slope gradient of the limestone surface. These scarps
appear to have been sculptured by the erosional power of the waves during low sea
level standstills and thus could be regarded as evidence of palacoshorelines. Moreover
the combined interpretation of 3.5 kHz profiles together with the side scan sonar data
showed morphological features on the seafloor related to submerged sand ridges. The
geophysical data also showed the existence of well developed palacoshorelines at the
southern part of the island of Elafonissos. The coastal zone at the western part of

island has an uneven morphology and the palacoshorelines are not well developed.

Representing the Liturgy: the panagiario from Xeropotamou Monastery

A panagiarion made of steatite is preserved in the skevophylakion of the
Xeropotamou Monastery in Mount Athos. It was, according to the Monastery’s
tradition, a gift from the Empress Pulcheria. This object belongs to the category of
liturgical trays which were used to carry the bread which was offered to the Virgin.
The panagiaria are adorned with a representation of the Virgin and they are related to
the typikon of the elevation of the Virgin. In the central circle, the panagiarion is
decorated with a Virgin Platytera, holding Christ in front of her chest, in a medallion.
This scene is flanked with two archangels swinging their censors and accompanied by
the inscription H MET'AAH ITANAI'IA. In the second circle, Christ is represented as a
priest holding a scroll and blessing, with a procession of angels. The altar with the
Lamb is represented in the centre. The outer circle depicts two angels and twelve
Apostles in proskynesis. The Hetoimasia of the Throne is represented in the centre.

A date in the second half of the 14" century has been suggested for this object.
Its origin and donor are unknown. Its decoration is closely related to the byzantine
liturgy, since it represents scenes mainly known from monumental painting depicting
different moments of the liturgy. The liturgical content is mostly suggested by the
inscription surrounding the central circle: it is indeed from the cherubic hymn, which
is sung during the Great Entrance. The combination of liturgical scenes in one object
of minor art is unique, as several themes which adorn the dome and the apse of
churches are associated. These are the Platytera, the Heavenly liturgy, the Melismos,
the Communion of the Apostles and the Hetoimasia of the Throne. Among these, the
Communion of the Apostles is represented in a unique way, as there are no parallels

for this type of representation of the subject.

“Leontari” on Mt. Hymettus. The cult in the cave

according to the coroplastic votive offerings during the historical periods

The terracotta figurines presented in this paperwere found during the
excavations in the cave “Leontari” on Mt Hymettus (2003 — 2006), conducted by the
Department of History and Archaeology of the University of Athens (Prof. L. Karali)
and the Ephorate of Palacoanthropology — Spelaeology of South Greece (Dr F.
Mavridis, L. Kormazopoulou).

The various formations in the interior of the caves, the dripping water, little
rivers and basins, the darkness and the echo create a special atmosphere for cult
practice, sometimes of Mysteries.

The iconography of the votives, whenever texts are absent, functions as a code
for the identification of the gods. The “votive religion” is the characteristic type of
thecult practice in the cave “Leontari” during the historical periods.

The coroplastic material, although very fragmentary, reveals a sufficient picture
of the honoured gods, as well as of the worshipers (sex, age, activities and
expectations). Female figures, miniscule imitations of “herms”and figurines of the
god Pan indicate the worship of the Nymphs, Hermes, Pan or probably Dionysus.

The bearded man with a hat or hood is evidently a shepherd or Hermes. The
nursing mother-goddess is related to fertility, the Nymphs and Aphrodite as protectors
of life, adolescence, motherhood and babies. The seminude young man, perhaps a
god, local hero or mythical king, is connected with the history and the cult in Attica.
The boy covered tightly in his himationrepresents the initiated benefitting from the
god’s blessing. Lampsarenecessaryforreligiousandsecularactivities.

Most of the clay figurines found in “Leontari” belong to the attic repertoire and

production of the Classical and Hellenistic period.

Excavation of an early byzantine urban villa at Thasos

(the 2009-2012 campaigns)

At Limenas, the capital of Thasos island in Northern Greece, an Early Byzantine
villa is excavated by the French School of Archaeology under the supervision of the
local Ephorates (XVIII™ EPKA and 12™ EBA) in collaboration with the Charles-de-
Gaulle Lille 3 University, the French CNRS and the University of Athens. This is the
first time our Department undertakes such an archaeological investigation in the area
of Northern Greece. Since 2008, many post graduate students take part in a
multinational team, collaborating with students coming from France, Belgium,
Canada and other countries. This way, our students get acquainted with the excavation
methods, as well as with an elaborate data registration system, known as
‘Archéodata’.

Archaeological fieldwork in the above site was first presented at our
Department’s Symposium in 2008. Since then, two excavation periods (2010, 2012)
along with two respective study seasons (2009, 2011) were carried out. Almost the
entire ground plan of the villa — all but a part of its courtyard covered by a modern
house — has so far come to light. A domestic kiln can be regarded as one of the most
important finds. A further observation that derived from the fieldwork is that in its
north wing the villa incorporated an older construction, which is made of luxurious
building material and dates to the imperial period. This must have happened at the
time, when the villa was constructed, somewhere at the beginning of the 5™ ¢. AD.
The small finds, mainly the ceramics, are characterised by remarkable variety and
testify not only the commercial relations developed between the site and various other
regions, but also an intensive local activity in terms of production. Finally, the
considerable quantities of shells and other food remains discovered inside certain
rooms of the villa are really important as they have a lot to say about the dietary
practices of the edifice’s owners. These remains were probably accumulated there

during the last period of the villa’s occupation, in c¢. AD 575-620.

Argos Orestikon University Excavation

Argos Orestikon University Excavation, until 2012 under the auspices of the
University of Ioannina, has been conducted since July 2009 at the site of Paravela, in
the outskirts of the town of Argos Orestikon in the Kastoria region. The project is
jointly directed by the speaker, and assistant professor in classical archaeology
Dimitris Damaskos (see www.argosorestikonproject.org). The excavation follows
earlier rescue digs on the site, where the remains of an early-Christian basilica and an
older building of the Roman period had been located. Our task is to clarify the outline
of the Roman building, to verify its relationship with other monuments in the area,
and investigate its original function. Our finds so far seem to confirm our initial
hypothesis that the building in question served as the seat of the local League of the
Orestes until the end of the 3 ¢. AD, when ancient Argos Orestikon was permanently
abandoned.

This paper presents recent finds from seasons 2010-2012, and offers some

preliminary results based on our progress so far.

Around the significance of the “couple” in the Minoan,

religious and secular, ideology

Some objects occurring in pairs in Minoan sites are so similar each other that
they could be called “twins”. The “twins” usually differ slightly, something which
allows each of them to keep its uniqueness.

A survey of the finds from Aegean sites declares that often the “twins” occur
together, stored in the same areas, as well as that, often, the “twins” belong to the
category of ceremonial vessels or that of prestige objects.

To define the meaning of the “twins”, evidence is offered by specimens coming
from burial contexts. The case of a type of LHIIIC twin stirrup jars found together in
tombs is the most noticeable. The simultaneous deposition of two similar vessels
leads to the suggestion that those who constituted a pair were the depositors
themselves. The most justifiable choice for the identification of such a human pair is
the married couple.

Iconography adds some evidence for the existence of the human couple and its
significance for the societies. Although few, representations on seals highlight such a
couple, presenting males and females as equal. This is supported by the simultaneous
dedication of figurines of young men and women in the Piskokephalo shrine, as a part
of a ceremony preceding collective marriages. In the level of religion, these marriages
appear to follow the model of the “sacred marriage”, namely the conjunction of the
goddess with the male, which, in the case of Crete, could be probably identified with
the mortal ruler.

The finding of “twin” vessels in the same areas could be attributed to the need of
the members of the married couple to possess equal prestige objects, with the

similarity constituting the distinctive feature of their unbreakable unity.

The Conservation Unit of the Museum. Activities and perspectives

The importance of archaeological conservation, which has already been the
subject of argument by many scientists on several occasions, today is beyond any
doubt. The presence of an archaeological conservator during an excavation project is
considered to be absolutely necessary also by the existing archacological laws.
Contemporary archaeological study combines information given by scientists from
various fields, thus the education of the new archaeologists and conservators need to
be broadened.

The “Conservation Unit” was established in September 2010 on the premises of
the “Museum of Archaeology and History of Art” and it constitutes the first
laboratory of this type in a Faculty of History and Archaeology in Greece. The aim of
the laboratory is mainly to enhance the practical experience of students of the
department in archaeological conservation and other related subjects, such as proper
packing, transportation and storage.

During each academic year, the laboratory hosts the optional seminar
“Conservation techniques. Practical guidelines for archaeological conservation in the
excavation and the lab”, which has already been included in the program of studies
since the winter semester of the academic year 2009-2010, as well as other seminars
by the professors of the department. Basic theory of the optional seminar is being
taught during the winter semesters.

Additionally, conservation students from the Department of Conservation and
Works of Art, of the Technical Institute of Athens, are working on the conservation of
various objects from the Museum collections and university excavations, as part of
their classes, internship or their dissertation. Their work is supervised by professors of
the Department of Conservation and the senior conservator in charge of the

Fortified settlements of the Postpalatial period and the Early Iron Age.
The case of the Cyclades and the Argo-Saronic Gulf

The fortifications of settlements are often used as a source of information about
the community that constructed them or about the period in which they belong.
However, it cannot be denied that the fortifications of the Postpalatial period and the
Early Iron Age have attracted little attention, particularly in comparison with the
defensive walls of the earlier Mycenaean citadels and the later Greek poleis. This talk
deals with the fortifications in the Cyclades and the Argo-Saronic Gulf islands from c.
1200 to c. 700 B.C.

The first part examines the fortifications of settlements where excavations have
been conducted, providing adequate data on the construction’s date of their defensive
systems. In addition, several fortifications, not systematically studied, yet probably
constructed during the period under consideration, are presented. This exploration
enables us to understand better the fortification phenomenon in the Cycladic and
Argo-Saronic islands from the collapse of the Mycenaean palatial centers in the late
13™ century B.C. until the end of the Geometric period.

The second part asks what information can be drawn out of these fortifications,
especially about the role and the importance of fortifications for the island
communities. The characteristic features of these defensive systems contribute to an
expanded understanding of the possible reasons for their construction by certain island
settlements. Moreover, several interesting questions could be addressed. How can we
explain the presence or the absence of fortifications during certain phases between
1200 and 700 B.C.? Why did all the major island settlements appear to be fortified in
the Geometric period, while in the mainland Greece the Geometric centers seem to be
unfortified? Did the fortifications play a role in the configuration of the idea of the

polis in the Aegean islands?

The excavation of the Mycenaean settlement at Lazarides on Aegina

(2011 and 2012)

The 2011 and 2012 excavation seasons at Lazarides on eastern Aegina focused
again on the settlement. During both seasons the building in the Papadimitri’s plot,
explored also in 1979 and 1980, was completely excavated, as the former research did
not go deeper than the level of the tops of the walls. The finds suggest that some of
the rooms of the complex should be storerooms and workshops. Weights of stone and
lead, which belong to various metrological systems, are particularly interesting,
because they indicate the participation of the settlement in the Aegean commercial
network during the 14™ and the 13" ¢. B.C. A great amount of coarse and household
pottery, a substantial number of standard and fine ware, including a few sherds of LH
IT vessels, as well as MH matt-painted sherds and two clay figurines were recovered.
A few metal artefacts, a lot of stone implements, some spindle whorls, a Middle
Minoan agate seal with a suspension loop, two more clay object of discoid shape
(tokens), lumps of dark red pigment, animal bones and shells came also to light. Two
small rooms and an open elongate area explored at first in 2010 were fully excavated
to natural ground level.

A Differential Global Positioning System (DGPS) was used in order to obtain a
clearer picture of the layout and the extent of the settlement.

The lead analyses were accomplished in DEMOCRITOS center with interesting

results.

Sulle tracce di Velchanos. Frammenti di culti cretesi

nell’Akragas del VI secolo a.C.

Fondata nel 580 a.C. da un contingente misto di coloni provenienti per la
maggior parte da Gela, Akragas ne eredito come afferma Tucidide 1 geloa nomima.
Fra le divinita che costituirono il primo pantheon della sub-colonia geloa, si scorgono
frammenti di religiosita cretese che in via d’estinzione in patria al momento della
frattura sociale ed etnica della stasis di meta del VI secolo a Gela, ritrovano un suolo
fertile nel quale rifiorire.

Sulla base dell’analisi dei dati letterari ed archeologici, nel riscontrare delle
similitudini in ambito religioso fra le isole egee (Rodi e Creta) e le colonie siceliote, ci
si imbatte nella figura di Velchanos, giovane dio dell’eterna rinascita di origine
cretese, che sotto vari aspetti ¢ venerato e ricordato da una parte della popolazione di
Akragas.

Con I’estinguersi della matrice cretese all’indomani della conquista cartaginese
(406 a.C.) solo echi lontani che si ricollegano al dio sono rimasti e raccolti (e mal

interpretati) da fonti tarde.

Animals on relief pottery

The small number of relief vases that have been preserved in comparison to the
painted ones, but mainly the poor condition of their preservation, often prevent us
from judging if the animal represented on a relief sherd formed originally part of a
procession, of an animal-struggle or of a hunting scene. Even in the few cases in
which relief scenes are intact, the intermingling of different iconographic subjects
with animals is usually noticed. The effort to determine iconographic types particular
to relief pottery, the definition of the meaning assigned to them, their correlation with
similar subjects on painted pottery, as well as with the historical data of the 7" century

BC, will be dealt with in the present paper.

Aikaterina Exarchou-Gensonnet and the Museum of Archeology
and History of Art. The chronicle of a ‘reciprocal relationship’

through the pages of her personal archive

Aikaterina Exarchou-Gensonnet was born in Smyrna in 1921 and died in
Finland in 2005. She studied fine arts in Europe and America. She taught painting
and ceramics at the School of Fine Arts in Marseilles. Her works have been featured
in exhibitions held in major international venues and won significant distinctions and
awards. She was a multifaceted personality, highly educated with many interests and
even more intellectual quests. Combining multiple roles such as artist, writer, teacher,
wife and mother, she traveled extensively, often carrying in her luggage important
objects - souvenirs of places that she visited. Her donations to the Museum of
Archaeology and History of Art can be divided into two groups: those that were
offered during her lifetime and those assigned after her death. The first group of
donations consists of objects compiled in the 60s when she was living in Ethiopia
(along with her husband who was stationed there as a railway engineer): tools of the
Palaeolithic Era and artifacts of popular art. After her death the Museum received as a
donation her personal artistic creations, objects from her travels and finally her
personal archives.

During the recording and research of her archives additional aspects of her
personality were revealed. It appears that Aikaterina Exarchou-Gensonnet showed an
active scientific interest in the objects she had collected over the years. Using the
methods applied by a trained archaeologist, she studied the Paleolithic tools, and
arranged for their recording. She even kept a systematic photographic archive draw,
sketches and took particular care for their bibliographic documentation. From the
perspective of an art historian she cared for recording and photographing the objects
of folk Ethiopian art. And most importantly, she was not just a self-complacent object
collector. Memos, letters and correspondence with officials showed her growing
anxiety for the fate of her collections. She had an explicit desire for her collection to
be made accessible to the public and especially to pupils and students. When she
witnessed the fulfillment of this desire through the donation and immediate exhibition
of her Paleolithic tools collection in the Museum she proceeded to the donation of
artifacts of Ethiopian folk art and granted permission for the posthumous assignment

of the rest of her collections to the Museum.

and aged hetaerae in the late archaic symposion

The symposion was one of the basic social institutions during the archaic period,
firmly connected with the ideals and principles of aristocracy. Yet, around the last
quarter of the sixth century, the sympotic iconography in the Athenian vase painting
undergoes a major change, at the same time that the new red-figure style appears. The
interest of the artists shifts to the representation of the symposion itself, i.e. the
drinking party after the dinner, and the revelry that follows. New compositions in
regard to the activities of the revelers and their companions are being created, while
noteworthy is the development in the iconography of komos with the appearance of
the so called “anacreontic” booners. Furthermore, the painters don’t hesitate to render
realistically the consequences of excessive drinking. This renewed sympotic
iconography also marks a change and increase in the depictions of erotic subjects,
though this genre will gradually deteriorate after c. 480 BC. In these scenes, that
depict the erotic act itself, sometimes in groups, or various amorous foreplays, striking
is the activity of some mature komasts and aged hetaerae, that are often involved in
humorous and awkward situations. Aim of the present paper is a synopsis of the
iconography of the related scenes and the framing of them into the social and artistic

context of their era.

A multilingual Glossary on pottery terminology

of the Aegean Bronze Age

As long as the research teams that are actually active within the area of the
Aegean Bronze Age Archaeology publish their work in different languages using the
relevant terminologies, difficulties and, often, impediments to understanding are
created among researchers and, particularly, students. Pottery often presents such
difficulties because of the nature of the objects (great variability, quick alternations in
techniques, shapes and styles), as well as because of the different scholarly
approaches to the matter.

We have, thus, been led to the idea of the compilation of a multilingual Glossary
for the Aegean Bronze Age pottery, which will, hopefully, facilitate the translation
and understanding of terms, becoming a helpful tool for study and research. It will be
a result of common research of all the members of the present team, participating to a
program financed by our University.

The first part will contain short explanatory texts in Greek —occasionally
accompanied by figures- on different terms and basic concepts about construction
techniques of vases, refinement of surfaces, shapes, decoration and different styles.

The second part will include the actual translation of the terms from English and
French to Greek and vice versa.

A corpus of the most frequent terms will be created at the beginning, but the
whole will be open to continuous completion and enrichment (number of languages or
scholarly areas).

The glossary is planned to be uploaded on the site of our Department in “Word”
form, so that the user will be able to have a flexible tool depending on individual

needs.
